I am very happy to know that the old students of Skantha .
Varodaya College in Colombo are meeting on the 20th of October to
inaugarate an an Old Students Association. Iintend going to Colombo
in December and I thought that I would, when there, get together the Old
Students to form an association. You have forestalled me; you will be
making it easier for me to meet you all in a body when I am in Colombo.
Two attempts were made i previous years to start an O.S.A in Colombo.

- In 1945 we had an association with the late K.S. Arulnandhi as president.
We met twice or thrice. In July 1969 Mr. N.S. Kandiah got together the
Old Students in Colombo to celebrate the 75th anniversary of the college,
and to bid farewell to Mr. V. Sivasubramanium, who had just then retired.
The function was held in Ceylinco Hotel and was a grandone. Many
distinguished educationalists spoke on the sterling services of principal
V. Subramanium

It was really a function to fate him. Thereafter there was no Skantha O.S.A. in Colombo. This is your third
attempt and I hope it would not be as abortive as others. In 1986 the old students in U.K. started the Sknatha
O.S.A. Thanks to the splendid organising ability of Mr. N.S. Kandiah, there have been annual celebrations
the last seven years. Their committees met in between. This year, they-are going to honour Mr. Kandiah by
making him the chief guest for the 1993 get-together, and thus showing their gratitude for his meritorious
services. In 1991 the Old students in Canada inaugrated an O.S.A. at which I was present. In 1992 they
celebrated my 90th birthday and they published a book titled Garland of Tributes. This year, on the 5th of
August, they had a full days programme in a park. There were nearly 300 Old students and their spouses.
There was a cricket match with Mahajana College, a sports meet, lunch and tea-Prizes were distributed. They
decided to institute scholarships for Skantha students going to university from Skantha. The old students in
Paris are trying to start an O.S.A. there, The parent O.S.A. in Jaffna has been functioning very efficently for
many years, with Mr. A. Mahalingam as president and Mr. Sethu Vipulananda as Secretary.Their annual
report for 1991-1992 speaks for itself. They have made substantial collections for the college. They have
a credit balance of nearly two lakhs. They have instituted scholarhsips and have very ambitious building
plans to celebrate the centenary of the college next year. Mr. S. Paramanathen, who secured a grant of eight
lakhs from the Government and put up a one storeyed block to house the laboratories, is keen to put up a three
storeyed Centenary block. We hope the new Colombo O.S.A. would join them in fulfilling their plans. We
are proud of Skantha's achievements. Skantha established an ethos of helping students from disadvantaged
homes and giving them an excellent all around education. We have many Firsts' to our credit. It is not
possible to recount all of them here. Super grade along with Jaffna Hindu and Jaffna College, and 12 other
, first Hindu English school to admit minority Tamil students both to the school and to the hostel, holding
of double sessions to accomodate growing numbers.

"ORATOR"

Orator Subramaniam - A fitting name indeed. If ever there was a voice with
unfailing vibrance on behalf of the needy and the under-dog it was that of Orator
Subramaniam who tirelessly Championed the cause of the voiceless. His plangent cry for
justice and his indomitable will to tear down the barriers of Prejudice, Secured for many
a place in the sun, they would never have got for themselves otherwise.

Orator Subramanian was not merely an Educationist of a rare calibre but also
a great human being who never counted the cost of what he subscribed to education in
particular and humanity in general. There was never a lost cause or a student beyond
redemption. They gave him just the gauntlet for him to pick up. He reached out to them
and with his masterly handling of the young helped them find their true personalities.

The records speak for themselves when he took over that school it was lost in
relative obscurity in the educational backwoods of the Jaffna Province. It had just 291
students 15 teachers and a set of buildings that could barely claim respectability even in
those times. When he retired the school had metamorphosed into one of the premier
educational institutions in Jaffna. Probably Orators crowning moment of Glory would

have been when the school was raised to Supergrade in 1957, along with Jaffna College
and Jaffna Hindu College. : ‘

It were not only the imposing eddifices that had replaced the dilapidated old
building but the quality of education and the very healthy atmosphere within the school
that made it one of the leading institutions in Jaffna when he retired in 1962. Skantha
had 65 teachers, 2045 students, a hostel for 200 students and one of the best sets of
laboratories in the island. The school boasted of two play grounds and one of them was
a full sized one. Results of the University entrance examination were most impressive little
more need to be said about "Orators" diligence and dedication to the cause of education.

As testimony to his rare human qualities and his concern for others I would like
to quote an extract from a letter sent to him by A.N. Shanmugaratnam a distinguished old
boy of his and a Professor of Social Science, Resident in Norway. It was a letter wishing




him on his ninetieth Birthday "Asa teacher you educated Generations of Youth and Positively
influenced their values. We saw you as an Embodiment of Radical Humanism. You were a
daring active humanist, not a passive one. You stood up for your ideas, ideas which were ahead
of the times and everyone knew where Orator stood in a social conflict. He always stood on
the side of the under priviledged in a casteist society.

Tribute enough to have bought a glow of reflective self satisfaction in the twilight of
his life. God snatched that Greal Educationist away from us on leaving a void in all his pupils
who will remember him as long as they live as one of their most treasured associations in their
lives.

Mr. M. Sebastiampillai of Uduvil joined Skandavarodaya College in 1954 and took charge
of training the 2nd XI Soccer team in 1957. His interest in Soccer and the hard training and practice
he gave the Socceries made them to shine well in Soccer and reach quarter final in 1954 and
semifinalistin 1958: Although we couldn't become the champions Mr. Sebastiampillai did not give
up hope and worked harder and thanks to his untiring efforts we become the Champions in 1963
& 1964. 1 am proud to say that our team brought fame to the College and to our sports coach Mr.
Sebastiampillai by winning the pretigious Jaffna Schools Sports Association Soccer tournament in
1963 & 1964.

The standard of Soccer played by the Skanda Varodaya College was such that people of all walks
life rushed to the play ground well in time in great numbers to watch the team playing. Mr.
Sebastiampillai has sports in his veins. He not only coached Soccer but also took charge of training
cricketers the standard of training the students and the fame the teams brought to the college
attracted even students who were not sports minded to take to sports such as Soccer and Cricket.

Skanda Varodaya College was the only College in Jaffna that played against St. Thoma's College
Mt. Lavinia - The giant in the field of Cricket in Colombo South and though our team couldn't win,
gave them a close shave. Our boys did so well that everyone remembers the day with justifiable
pride.

Nobody can ever forget the players produced by our famous "SEBASTI" Sir. Mr. Sebastiampillai,
though a Christian, took a keen interest in other religions and took part in all the Hindu religious
functions in the college. ‘

Mr. Sebastiampillai was a good teacher in the real sense. His method of teaching Maths was such
that a lot of students who thought Maths a dificult subject and hated it soon became interested in
the subject. He was a teacher loved and respected by all the students and parents although he is out
of Skanda his good qualities are still remembered by the past students. During the Soccer and
Cricket season he is the first to come and last to leave the College, and played prominent part on
College day Sportsmeet. He retired very quietly without much fanfare while holding the
responsible job of Sectional Head of year 11 classes. He was kind, helpful, painstaking and a good
disipilinarian.He moulded good character through sports. Above all he was a teacher devoted to his
students and I am happy to have been one of his students.

With the arrival of "Orator" Subramaniam as Principal, the Golden Age of Skanda, it may be said, had dawned.
"Orator" brought with him an ardent fervour and a firm resolution to mould a generation of students who were
well-balanced and disciplined so that they could compete successfully with their counterparts in other parts of
the Island.

The First few years of his stewardship were directed to the improvement of the "tone" of the school. By 1948
the school was raised from a rural school to a Grade-I Institution! Convinced that Sports was an essential
ingredient to the building up of a balanced personality; he turned his attention to sports. Talented young men
were appointed as teachers and asked to take charge of the Sports activities. Mr. S. Selvaratnam who joined
the staff in October 1946 was appointed Secretary of games. Mr. A. Nithianandan, a sportsman from Wesley
College, Colombo took over the coaching of Athletics. Cricket too was started and the grounds extended to
accommodate a Cricket grounds. In all these tasks "Orator” had the whole-hearted, unstinted co-operation
of the Secretary of Games and the younger members of the staff, who were recruited in large numbers. July
1948 saw the opening of the Cricket grounds with a match between the staff and students. The students to
whom Cricket was an innovation, had benefitted by the training given to them on the junior grounds and rose
up to the occasion on a new matting wicket and gave the staff a tough time. Cricket, too had come to stay
at Skanda, and they went on to meet the more prestigious school like St. Thomas and Royal and the Thomian
team, under the Captaincy of Anura Tennekoon, came down to Jaffna and played a match on our grounds.
Though a more experienced side they had to fight all the way to narrow victory!

Mr. Nithianandan scouted for talent in Athletics and found in M.Anandasunderam an athelete of outstanding
ability and turned him out to be the JSSA record-holder in both the Discuss and the Javelin throws. Other
athletes too did well and soon Skanda was recognised as a formidanble contender for the championship along
with Jaffna Central and Jaffna Hindu, the hot favaurties, Orator's hopes were being fulfilled. "good things do
not last” in this World and true to the adage, Mr. Nithiannadan left us to take up a more lucrative appointment
in Kenya. There was a void which was soon filled by the front-line sportsman, V. Thangarajah, who later
became the Director of Physical Education, Northern Region. With the entry of Mr. Thangarajah a fillip was
given to Soccer and the Team's journey to the top was accelerated. The first XI went on from success to sucess,
becoming Group Champion for the first time in 1951. At Cricket that year we were an unbeaten side.

Skanda had been put on the Sports Map and now it became necessary to maintain this record. Realising this
it was decided to coach up a second and third XI teams. The advent of Mr. Sebestiampillai to the staff at this
juncture was most propitious, for agreed to take charge of both the second and third strings. The "Golden Age"
of Skanda's Soccer had begun and never went down. For the first time the college 1st XI soccer team ably
led by M. Jeevaratnam, now The director of sports and national soccer coach, won the coveted J.S.S.A.
Championship in 1958, and the same team (except for few changes) repeated the performance the follwoin:
year under the the leadership of P. Sivapalan. These successes led by the team led to annual staff fixtures in
Cricket and Soccer with Kokuvil Hindu College. [ remember the match that brought us the Acme of glory
in 1958 when we won all the matches we played. We even defeated the famous St. Patrick's College team
which was the champion in the Jaffna Schools Group "Two" tournaments. We defeated them by 3 goals to
1 in their own grounds. They felt so humuliated losing to what they called a Village School that they braced
themselves up got the All Ceylon coach, Albert Fernando to coach the team. The next year they defeatd
us on our own grounds by a solitary goal 3-2. The match was acclaimed as the best and fastest match of the
season and the decision was taken after an extention of play at the scheduled for the final whistle the two teams
were on level 2-2.

In 1960 as a member of the team of that year too, I cannot forget the group finals at Pannai grounds when
we drew with Parameshwara College. The Group Championship was decided on the Goal Average and we
had to accept the verdict, much to the chagrin of staff and students alike. It was a glorious match.




Let me share the ecstacy with you. The match was started at 4.30 p.m. under the control of Mr. Srinivasaiyar
by 4.50 p.m. We had netted in 3 goals. The breather followed with Skanda leading 3-2. On resumption,
Parameshwara put in a further 3 goals to lead 5-3 at 5.15 p.m. There were just ten minutes of play left and,
frustrated, our supporters started trekking out of the grounds. Our boys fought back gallantly and at the final
whistle the scoreboard read Skanda 5 and Parameshwara 5! As was the practice, the competition was decided
on the Goal Average, and we conceded defeat! This match was acclaimed as the best match in the JSSA
co,mpettions for quite some time.

The success achieved in playing a Colombo team in Cricket served as an impetus to extend the Cimpetitions
to Soccer too. And the result was an annual fixture with Zahira College, Colombo from 1958.

We did have our Set-backs too. It was a match to decide the group Champions in 1956 and we had to meet
Kokkuvil Hindu at the Pannai grounds. Till about ten minutes before the final whistle our stylish Goal Keeper
A. Paramanathan in diving to save a goal received a kick on the back of his head from a "BOOTER". He rose
up and continued to play but it was evident that he was in intense pain. Kokkuvil Hindu College put in a goal
and we lost the match. Downhearted we returned to College only to be informed of a greaterloss in the person
of A. Paramanathan, (fondly called as "Thottham") who succumbed to his injuries at the Manipay Hospital
where he was admitted

It was a Spine-Chilling experience and a lamentable one. Yet it showed the indomitable spirit of the boys of
Skanda. It was grand funeral the next day when the Cemetry was filled with representatives from every college
in the North and there was hardly anyone down whose cheeks tears of sorrow did not stream. The next day
was declared a School holiday in Honour of the brake Hero who sacrificed his life for the School.

1969 our 1st XI Team became joint champions along with Mahajana College, under the untiring leadership
of Anton Chandrasekar. Our 2nd XI Soccer team won the championship skippered by in 1963 2nd XI
Soccer team won the championship in 1964. For the second year in succession.

Our 2nd XI Soccer teams won back the championship again. Two years in succession. In 1966 and 1967.

In the field of athletics our College team became champions at all Jaffna M.V. & M.M.V in the years 1968 &
1969. In 1965 & 66 our College Badminton team won the Jaffna Schools Badminton Tournament for the
Second year in succession.

‘The successes that Skanda attained were possible only through the astute leadership of a team of dedicated
and conscientious co-workers of "Orator”. Messrs. V. Chuppiramaniam, K. Sivakumaran, P. Murugesu, S.
Selvaratnam, C. Thiyagarajah, A. Nithiyananda, V. Thangarajah, Mathews Nainan, M. Kirupacaran, V.T.
Ganeshalmgam M. Sebestiampillai, A. Murugaish, K. Nagamany. T. Pathmanathan M. Chelliah, S.M.
Subramaniam (Bala) K. Thuraisingam to mention only a few.

We hope that the present set of teachers will rally round, the principal and follow the example set by. their
Predecessors.

Known more by the soubriquet, and, affectionately at that, "Orator”" Subramaniam, the doyen of
Skanda Varodaya College, heralded a new era in Education in the North. His was a philosophy which militated
against the MORES of the time, a revolutionary philosophy of a brave new World free from the shackles of an
Imperialist policy, a world in which every child would be afforded and opportunity to develop his personality to
the full, while at the same time acquiring an animated patriotism as a child of Mother Lanka. His Association and
strong ties with the Founders of the Youth Congress in the persons of Prof. Nesiah, Principal Handy
Perinbanayagam, coupled with his own liberal outlook helped him on in his endeavours. Orator's indefatigable
energy, his commitment to any task, his genial sense of humour, and, above all, his philanthropic nature made
it easy for him to carry out the preliminaries for which successes were to follow.

He had already made such a name for himself as an efficient teacher of English that one day in July
1944 he was called upon to preside over the destinies of a small school in a remote but historical hamlet, about
eight miles away from the Provincial Capital, Jaffna. This was the opportunity eagerly awaited by Orator; and
the first thing he did was to throw open the school to all children irrespective of caste, creed or language. As
he conveyed this to the Founder, who lay on his death-bed, tears of joy streamed down the Founder's cheeks,
and he replied, "Have you not done it yet?" This was "Divine Acceptance" to Orator, who plunged wholeheartedly
into the task. Assisted by the Staff he set about the task of re-organisation with a great resolution.

Improvement of the ethos of the school was what was needed most, but it had to be built up step
by step. The task was enormous; lesser mortals would have succumbed, but to "Orator" nothing was impossible
if only one had the will to do it. It was in adversity that he shone. He travelled far and widein his quest for qualified
teachers. He did not spare even India. By the end of 1946 a change in the atmosphere was seen. Convinced
of the truth that the development of a child would be lopsided without Sports, he quickly turned his attention to
Sports. The House system was introduced and many sportsmen were appointed to the staff. Young men in the
flower of their youth, for the first time, adorned the Staff. They brought a new look to the school. They all rallied
round "Orator" and worked sincerely and wholeheartedly, day and night, on week ends and holidays, to raise the
schoolto Grade I. Orator had succeeded in his mission and his dreams were realised. From a Village school with
aroll of about 200, by the end of his tenure in 1963, he had on roll more than 2500 students. The school shone
in every area of Education. The various teams became champions in Soccer, Athletics at the Inter-School Meets
conducted by the Jaffna Schools' Sports Association. At Cricket which was started with great enthusiasm in
1948, we were often an unbeated side. Indoor games like Badminton and Table Tennis were introduced and every
hosteller was made to play some game after school.

Administering a school with a roll of over 2000 children is not easy; but to build it up is far more
difficult. Orator performed these tasks admirably. He grappled with the strange vicissitudes of Fate and overcame
them. His diplomacy was "Par excellence". I, as one of the young teachers recruited by orator had the good furture
to work ciosely with him and, therefore had an insight into his diplomacy

It was the 14th of October, 1946 - my first day at Skanda. 1was at the school very early. Shortly
after my arrival two "gangs" armed with bicycle chains, batons and knives, arrived at the school as a consequence
of two boys from adjoining hamlets having fought the previous day. This was something new to me. I must admit
that [ was "put off my feet.” Orator arrived on the scene, having heard of the situation. He waked right into the
midst of the "armies" and challenged the leaders to step forward. "If thuggery is what is required I can be a better
thug than all of you," was the message. Within two shakes of a duck's tail the "brave" armies had vanished into
thin air. A smiling Orator returned to the Office and told me. "Never be afraid to take the bull by the horns."




Another example of Orator's diplomacy was when, many years later, he dealt with a wayward student who just
would not heed any advice. His conduct at school, whenever he was at school, was exemplary; but outside
school, especially on the playing fields it was nauseating. And he was a senior member of the School Team.
Normally a reliable player, he now began to miss the ball, much to the annoyance of his team-mates. Perhaps,
he waw TWO balls when there was only ONE! In this aspect he had become incorrigible! Orator came to know
of this. As [ was the Prefect of Games at that time he asked me what we could do. [ remained silent, engrossed
indeep thought. Then Orator said, 'Twant to reform him. Iwish to give him a position of responsibility.” [ heartily
endorsed the idea. He left it at that and nothing was said or done thereafter, till one fine day, \ months later,
Orator dropped a "bombshell” at the weekly Assembly that the boy had been made a Prefect. Both students
and teachers thought it was one of the many jokes which Orator was wont to crack. Whatever the immediate
reaction was, the boy turned over a new leaf and thereafter was one of the best behaved boys both in and out
of the school and went on to Captain the Team.

Neither was Orator without his sense of humour. Way down in 1951, it was, [ think. [ had ordered
some Sports Materials from Diana & Co. and the Representative had arrived to collect the dues. Orator turned
to Mr. Candiah, that legendary figure of Skanda and the custodian of the Finances. I reporduce the conversation
between the two, verbatim.

Orator: Clerker, one moment please.

Mr. C: Yes. coming, (C arrives Five minutes later)

@) g Have you got enough money to pay the dues?
(T : I,1 d-on-tt hinkso! (characteristic)

@) : Who the devil asked you to think, man?

The conversation ended and the money was forthcoming. That was Orator, and this was Mr. Candiah.

The above revealed the closeness between the two, for with all his “idiosyncracies” Orator
depended on him for everything. Mr Candiah himself was a legend at Skanda. He was the Financial Wizard,
the Hostel Warden. the supervisor of works, all bundled into one. It was rumoured that he never slept. This was
partly true, for try as anyone might, one could not see a bed in either of the two rooms Mr. Candiah ever entered.
He was always at his table and the only rest he had was to lay his head on the table for about half an hour or
one hour the most. There is an interesting anecdote about Mr. Candiah. The Jak tree in front of the Office was
laden with ripe fruits. The smell was tempting. Fearing that the boarders may pluck them during the night, and
wishing to give all the hostellers their share as also that of Orator and the staff, Mr’Candiah decided to mount
guard. He moved from the inner office of the outer one and was at his table. The hostellers kenw exactly when
Mr. Candiah would nod, and at the appropriate time plucked one of the fruit. Unfortunately for them, another
was dislodged from its stem and fell down with a "thud". Mr. Candiah got up and seeing the boys running away,
took possession of the fruits and placed them on the floor under his table and between his feet. so that any
movement could be felt by him. He must have dozed again, for, when he awoke there were no fruits. He too
had forgotten all about it till the next morning when the boys offered him his share, thanking him for the fruits
which everyone in the Hostel shared.

An ardent follower of the political philosophy of John Locke, Orator beleved in the inherent
goodness of man, Orator infused a new spirit into the traditional introverts the students of that time were. It
was heartening to see a "new generation" of students living in perfect harmony and gay "camaradeiie” with
mutual respect for each other. This was perhaps, his greatest achievement. The Dayanandas and Kulasuriyas
were all admitted to the school and the Hostel improved. Sinhalese was introduced into the curriculum, and
amonk, in the person of Rev. Unawatune Gunaratne Therowas appointed to the Staff. They were all very happy
at Skanda. But, "Man proposes: God disposses”. This was not to be for long; When the time came for them
to say "Goodbye" they were loth to lave and one saw the tears well up in their eyes as they reluctantly boarded
the C.T.B. 'buses that came to take them away much against their will!.




That Orator was thinking in terms of a liberalised educaiton akin to the Public School System
of Eton and Harrow was evident from his action to inaugurate the House system and the Annual Inter-House
Sports Meetings. This undoubtedly went a long way to inculcate in the students that much vaunted spirit of
healthy competition. The boys learnt to treat Victory and Defeat alike. Further evidence of his liberal outlook
was evident from his insistence on inviting luminaries from the majority community as Chief Guests at the
Annual Prize-givings. Messrs. E.B. Wickremanayake, Wilmot Perera, S.A. Wijayatileka and Dr. A W.P.
Guruge were some of them. They came, they saw and they were conquered. They returned with happy
memories of their visits. The bridges of understanding between the two major communities were
strengthened; but good things do not last and the bridges collapsed very soon afterwards. But Orator did not
lose hope. He contined to invite them and they contined to come and be conquered. Such was his faith in
peaceful co-eistence!.

The last few years of Oraor's stewardship saw the school rise to great heights in many spheres
of activity. The teams won the championships at the competitions conducted by the Jaffna Schools' Sports
Association in Soccer - both First and Second elevens - and later, after the "take-over” of schools by the State,
at the Inter Schools Meets held by the Dept. of Education. The year 1962 saw the Acme of glory for Skanda
when no less than 43 out of the 55 who saat the G.C.E. (A/L) exam qualified for admission to the University.
We were ranked second in the Island and first in the Peninsula. Very soon afterwards the school became a
national School. Orator had realised his dream and a new Institution was to take its place in the North holding
its own with the more sophisticated schools in the Island like Royal and St. Thomas' Teams form the South
came down to the North to play matches against Skanda and Skanda recirocated.

Thus Orator brought to stay the political philosophy of Rousseau that all men are equal partners
in the task of Nation-building. "Orator" Subramaniam is no more; but not so the ideals he strove to implant
in the minds of the youth. They stand enshrined in the hearts of thousands of Old Students spanning the
World. The O S A (colombo) is making arrangements to award scholarships in memory of Orator to deserving
students to pursue Higher Educaiton, This is undoubtedly the best tribute one can pay to him. It deserves the
generous support of all those who passed through his hands.

It was the dedicated service of leading educationists like Orator Subramaniam
that gave new dimension to the efficiency and growth of Skanda which will
continue to play its vital and leading role in the history of Sri Lanka contributing
its share in building the nation.
