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PREFECTS’ CENTENARY

The College Magazine 2008 is being released as “Prefects’ Centenary Number” in
recognition of the services rendered by the prefects to the College during the past 100
years. We are pleased to devote this column to present a brief account of the Prefect
system at St. John’ College.

In ancient Rome, “Prefect” was a formal title given to military or civil officials with
authority to control prisons and civil administration. They also exercised control, discipline
and order. In other countries, the prefects’ role was that of a controlling unit in a civil
administrative body. In the context of schools, a prefect is a pupil who has been given
. limited trustee-type authority over other pupils in the school. In Britain and Commonwealth
schools, the prefects had considerable power and effectively ran the school, outside the
classroom. In some schools, they had even been allowed to administer corporal
punishment, which was later abolished. The prefect system has now changed a little
from what it was under the British.

The prefect system at St. John’s was introduced in 1908 when Rev Jacob Thompson
was Principal. The system has a hierarchical structure of Monitors, Prefects, Deputy
Senior Prefect and the Senior Prefect. The purpose of the system has been “to train the
senior students of the School in leadership, and to advance the cause of discipline in the
School.” The prefect system has been able to be true to its dual goal of developing
student leadership qualities and assisting to maintain discipline in school. Later, this
system was gradually extended to the Senior Secondary Level (Gr10 & 11), Junior
Secondary Level (Gr8 & 9), Middle School (Gré & 7) and the Primary school (Gr1-5).

The appointment to this prestigious position is done by voting by the senior students
and teachers. Academic excellence, achievements in sports and games, and involvement
in co-curricular activities are prerequisites for the appointment.

The Prefects Centenary was celebrated with the 185" Anniversary of the College in
May 2008. It was a flamboyant celebration, where a large number of prefects, past and
present gathered to commemorate the centenary in gratitude to their Alma Mater.

It is indeed a great pleasure to dellver an
address today on the 1 SSmAnnrversary and
Prefects Centenary Celebration of St.

In 1891 vthis vs»ch(_)vol celebrated its Jubilee at
Chundikuli and to mark the occasion they
named it “St..John’s College” and the

number of boys attending the school having

gradually increased to 250 in 1905. The

College was considered to be one of the

leading educational Institutions not only in

Jaffna but also in the whole Island.

The then Principal Rev. J acob Thompson
introduced the Prefects system: into’ St.
John’s in 1908. The value of this system
had been by that time tested and proved in
several English Public Schools. It isno idle
boast that the past and present prefects can
say without reserve-that they have fulfilled
the vdutie's. At the same time the Prefects
ought to be thankful to our Alma Mater for
the opportunities given to them to develop
qualities of leaders'hip which is of a great

help in:life.

The prefects system has been one of the
master keys of the administrative machinery
of the school. Prefects and monitors help
the College mainly in 'rriainfaihing discipline

and performing Various other duties

_cirtumstances.: The nature of their work

ahd'%experiencé help them to develop their
capacity for leadership, human resource

management and initiative.

The purpose of this prefect system was to
train the senior boys of the school in
leadership and to advance the cause of
discipline in the school. The prefects had
certain duties and were allotted certain
privileges. I was in- the boarding house for
eleven' years ‘and the boarding house
prefects were each given a room, and were
allowed to study in their.rooms during study
hours and were allowed to leave the College
premises without exeats. But unfortunately
we, the Senior prefects of St John’s were
the victims of severe ragging at the

University of Peradeniya.

PREFECTS CENTENARY

DR T. W. JEYAKULARAJAH, FORMER MANAGER OF THE COLLEGE

A kind request made by the learned
Principal of St John’s College to contribute
an article for the Prefects Centenary
Number of the College Magazine, rekindled
in me to revive the pleasant memories of
my college days, from the mid fifties to mid
sixties.

It was a privilege to become prefects of
SJC during my time, a prestigious position
in an illustrious institution. It was a portfolio
of responsibility and discipline. Anyone who
aspired to become a prefect had to possess
some special qualities or achievements, in
order to become popular with the students
and staff. Academic excellence,
performance in athletics, sports
achievements, co-curricular activities like
scouting, cadetting, music, drama and so on,
were some of the plus points. First exposure
to a free and democratic process was
experienced by us, during the prefect
elections at St. John’s. What a thrill when
the names are announced at the Assembly,
followed by celebrations and treats!

That was a time when stringent discipline
was maintained at the college, by both
students and staff. SJIC was well renowned
for its discipline and educational
achievements, not only within the Peninsula,
but nationally and internationally as well. I
had the opportunity of learning under three
noble Principals, namely the late RevJ T
Arulanantham, the late Mr P T Mathai and
the late Mr A W Rajasekaram. They were

great men of true dedication. The prefects
of SJC had a fair share, in the maintenance
of order and discipline at that time, in the
College. Those who were achievers in
something or the other had better students’
respect and effective control over the
students at important functions. There were
a few prefects who were unpopular, and
even insulted, by fellow students. It was
their own seeking, by tactless conduct and
arrogance.

The prefects who were boarded in the
Hostels had extra duties to perform, when
compared with day-scholars. They were
expected to maintain orderliness and
discipline in the various Hostels, beginning
with ‘Baby’ Evarts to Senior Fleming
Hostel. Waking time to sleeping time, dining
times, playing times and study times are all
observed and supervised by the prefects,
more than the Hostel Masters. At that time
there were over two hundred hostellers,
some of them coming from the Eastern
Province and upcountry too. I am very
confident that all the Hostel students
including the Prefects would recollect their
Hostel experience, especially the good habit
training, with deep gratitude. In those good
old days, the Hostellers were taken out to
the cinema theatre in town, to view a Tamil
film, once a month or so. We all walk up to
town in an orderly fashion for the evening
movie. Some times we are taken to the
beach, passing the Sinnakkada market area.
All looked forward to this day and enjoyed

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this outing very much. The upward march

had always been joyful and tireless, but the

return trip, of course, made us all feel very
tired! '

As student leaders, we were expected to
be of exemplary behaviour, and perform
well in studies too. During our time, [ am
proud to say that most of us lived up to this
great expectation. Among the past Senior
Prefects: Dr S Sivasubramaniam (Medical
Doctor), Dr M Karunakaran (Dental
Surgeon), Dr Bobby Chandrarajah (Medical
Doctor), Dr K T Sivapatham (Medical
Doctor) and Mr T Sivashanmugam
(Brigadier in SL Army). Among the prefects,
there were many medical doctors,
engineers, accountants and other
professionals. There are always exceptions
to any norm or rule. Those who failed to
gain entrance to the University, most of
them, some how, excelled in other walks of
life and are happy and prosperous.
“Johnians always play the game.” Thanks
to the great upbringing and training they all
had at SJC.

There were lighter moments as well during
our leadership training at St. John’s as
prefects. There was one particular prefect
(our colleague) who was noted well for his
sleepiness. He sleeps and nods anytime of
the day or night if he is left alone. But in
the presence of company he was a very
jovial person, liked by all. All the Hostellers
liked him a lot, because he sleeps well
during his study hall supervision too!

I still adore the teachers and the Hostel
Masters, all of them of that golden period
of St. John’s. They all were gi'eat men of
high qualities, in teaching and caring for their

flock. It is not practically possible to enlist
all of them, in such a short space. The late
‘Kadavul’ Subramaniyam, the late “Yaman’
S K Eliathamby, K.Paramothayan,
E.Banuthevan, J.T.Chelliah, the ‘quiet’
Y.Edwin are men of great calibre, who
cannot be easily forgotten by their students.
The late C E Anandarajan, the late S
Panchalingam, the late W T Gunaratnam,
the late N E Jeyasingam, the late J N
Ponniah and Mr S Kathirvelauthapillai are
some of the memorable Hostel Masters and
appreciable teachers. Every one of them, I
am sure, had made indelible imprints, in
every student of their time. They guided so
well with their rich knowledge, experience
and noble qualities. Their advice was freely
available and they never failed to correct
our mistakes.

One incident I could never forget all along
my life. The late Mr & Mrs N E
Jeyasingam invite me home, like an annual
feature, every mango season, and serve a
full plate of juicy mangoes, well cleaned and
cut. It is mouth watering even now. I was
a prefect and he was the Hostel Master
for Thompson Hostel. Tired of the Hostel
food, half starving most of the time, under
the late Mr S Panchalingam, the ‘food
minister,” the plate of mangoes was a
godsend. Like me,  am definite, that many
Old Boys and prefects will have numerous
stories to relate and precious memories to
share.

My memories of yester years - a short six
years in the premises of St. John’s College
- have always been so sweet and
unforgettable, as much as the sweet juicy
mangoes that were served with much
affection and understanding by those kind
and gererous mentors.

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CHALLENGES FACING THE CHURCH TODAY

The Rt Revd Duleep de Chickera, Bishop of Colombo, was chosen by the Archbishop
of Canterbury to deliver the sermon at the opening Eucharist of the Lambeth
Conference of all Anglican Bishops world-wide held once in ten years. It was held
this year at the University of Kent at Canterbury. The following is the text of his
sermon delivered at the Canterbury Cathedral on Sunday 20th July 2008.

We gather in this impressive, awesome,
magnificent cathedral this morning as
representatives of several nations, several
cultures, several tongues. And certainly as
representatives of several Christian
denominations, and other living faiths.

This is a joyful and a sacred moment, and I
would like to suggest that we keep a pause
in our worship to express our gratitude and
our thanks to God for all those responsible
for shaping our Anglican identity, for
nourishing our spirituality, and for helping in
the formation of our common life through
the centuries and in so many parts of the
world.

The text that I have for our reflection on
this occasion is the ninth verse of the twelfth
chapter of St Paul’s second letter to the
Cerinthians - a familiar text for all of us:
“My grace is sufficient for you, for my
power is made perfect in weakness.”

Paul is here both confessing and
proclaiming the paradox of grace in the
Christian Gospel. It is, as we increasingly
recognise and acknowledge our vulnerability
in our journey of discipleship in Christ and
with Christ, that we receive grace to be,
and to become, faithful disciples. And I want
you to hold on to this text because it is the
idea that will undergird our thinking through
the rest of this reflection. The recognition

of our vulnerability is what makes growth
possible in Christian discipleship.

There are two realities that encompass us
as we meet as a worid family of the
Anglican Communion. And I would like to
draw your attention to both these realities,
without which our conference and our
forward journey will become meaningless.

The first is that our world is a tom and
divided world. Bishops are expected to
bring their dioceses with them to the
Lambeth Conference, and Bishops whose
dioceses strive to be faithful by the
challenges that come to us from God’s
world will inevitably bring along with their
diocese the pain and the struggles, the
injustice, the evil, the hostility that men and
women encounter in today’s world. It is
indeed a true saying that God gives the
Church an agenda out of the crises of the
world. And so my dear sisters and brothers
in Christ, the Anglican Communion must
always give the highest priority to our
invitation from Christ to participate with
Christ in transforming God’s world. To bring
healing, peace, justice, reconciliation,
abundant life, where there is oppression,
where there is hostility, where there is strife,
and division. This concept of the world in
pain must, through this conference and after
the conference, receive the energy and
spirituality of our Church. No other priority

.gt. John’s College Jaffna
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can contend for that place. God has called
us and placed us in God’s world so that we
might participate with him in bringing this
transformation.

The second reality is the reality that we are
a wounded community. Some of us are not
here, and that is an indication that all is not
well. Certainly the crisis is complex. It is
not a crisis that can be resolved instantly.

The journey ahead is a long arduous one -
a journey that will demand our prayers, our
faithfulness, our mutual trust in each other,
and of course our trust in God who makes
reconciliation possible.

I would like to draw your attention to the
parable that was read as the Gospel: the
words of the master were wise words. Let
them grow together.

There can and there must be no uprooting,
simply because if we attempt this game of
uprooting the unrighteous then, my dear
sisters and brothers, none of us will remain.
We are all a mix of the wheat and the
weeds. The wisdom of these words suggest
that we stay together because we draw
from a common soil, a common tradition, a
common heritage. We are what we are
regardless of our differences, because of
our common life together and our origins.
Transformation comes in this interaction,
and transformation must come from within.

In Jaffna, the northernmost part of the
Diocese of Colombo, a church is being
converted into a centre for conflict analysis
and peace — Christ Church, Jaffna. The
church has been renovated after several
bouts of bombing and shelling. Something

AT

is emerging: a mandate and an agenda for
peace and reconciliation in this place, but
we have decided that we will retain the
marks and the scars of war on the walls of
this church. Transformation comes from
within. The old gradually converts as men
and women pray and talk and dialogue, and
even disagree as we must, but call to mind
repeatedly that disciples of Jesus stay
together and journey together.

There are three challenges that I like to
leave for us as we address the objectives
of this Lambeth Conference:- to strengthen
our Anglican identity, and to enable bishops
to be leaders in God’s mission. Here are
three thoughts that could contribute both to
identity and mission.

The first is: our communion must return to
the discipline and the practice of self-
scrutiny. We have a rich tradition that
supports this discipline - the retreat, the quiet
time, contemplation, meditation, spiritual
counsellors, all of which enhance this
practice and discipline of men and women
coming to God in stillness to evaluate and
examine their lives:- the parable of the plank
and the speck of dust. Christ calls us to be
hard on ourselves and Christ calls us to
consider him only as our measure and our
standard. So we stand and evaluate our lives
in relation to the fullness and the abundance
of life in Jesus. And then when lapses and
shortcomings are detected we work with
the Spirit to overcome, to grow, to become
beautiful and faithful in the eyes of Christ.
Mind you, the standard is always Christ.

It’s not that bishop who is giving you trouble.
It’s not that archdeacon whose theology
always irritates you (and there are a few
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around like that). Self-scrutiny is possible
. in the Christian journey as we stand naked
before Jesus the Christ.

The second challenge that I’d like to leave
with you, is one that we need to resuscitate
and declare again and again, and that is the
challenge of unity in diversity. As I look
around and see you, I see this wonderful
unity in diversity. Shortly, when the
sacrament is administered, lips from
numerous countries, numerous nationalities,
numerous cultures will touch the same cup.
We are united in spite of the fact that we
are different, because in Christ we are
equal. There’s enough to go around if none
will be greedy.

Here my dear sisters and brothers is an
insight of what the Church is called to be:
“an inclusive communion, where there is
space equally for everyone and anyone,
regardless of colour, gender, ability, sexual
orientation. Unity in diversity is a cherished
Anglican tradition —a spirituality if you like,
which we must reinforce in all humility for
the sake of Christ and Christ’s Gospel.

The third challenge that I have for you is
that of the prophetic voice. Very often
people say: “all this talk of reconciliation is
not complete unless we address and deal
with the injustice of the world.” And so the
Anglican Communion must articulate this
prophetic voice regardless of where we
serve in the world. Now as many of you
will be aware, the prophetic voice has two
strands, and it is imperative that these
strands are held together. The first is the
prophetic voice is a voice for the voiceless.
There are those who for political reasons,
cultural reasons, economic reasons, military

@
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reasons, cannot speak for themselves, or if
they do, they do so at tremendous risk. And
so the Anglican Communion must speak on
their behalf - whether it is the crisis in Sri
Lanka, whether it is the crisis in Zimbabwe,
or Sudan, or Afghanistan or Iraq.

The voiceless must be given a voice through
the leadership of the Anglican Communion.
The second strand that goes with a voice
for the voiceless, is the calling into -
accountability of those who abuse power:
authoritarian reginies who oppress and
suppress the people. The prophetic voice
will ask poignant, relevant questions: “why”,
and sometimes, “how dare you?”

Two other comments about the prophetic
tradition - in a sense the prophetic voice is
monotonous. It’s the same thing as long as
the problem remains. And so, you don’t need
to worry if you’re not saying anything new.

.Relentless monotony. And the second

feature is that there is no self-interest in
the prophetic tradition. We speak for justice
and order in God’s world, and we speak on
behalf of those who cannot speak for
themselves.

1 want to conclude by quoting one of my
favourite Archbishops - Archbishop William
Temple, who once said: “The Church is the
one institution that does not live for itself.”
My dear sisters and brothers, as we move
from this wonderful retreat, through this
beautiful Eucharist into our conference, let
us hold on these words.

Old Boys, Parents & Friends

We at St John’s extend to you all a very warm
and cordial welcome to our Annual Prize
Giving. We are indeed gladdened and
encouraged by your presence this morning.

It is indeed a unique privilege to have in our
midst, Professor M.Nadarajasundaram as
our Chief Guest on this memorable occasion.
We are much beholden to him for honouring
us by his presence as Chief Guest this
morning. We are certain that his academic
and sports records will be an inspiration to
our boys. He had his education at Hartley
College Point Pedro where he had a bright
and impressive career. He was Head
Prefect of the College in 1964, and captained
the Football and Cricket Teams in 1964 and
‘65 respectively. He won the Athletics Senior
Champions and holds a Record in Hop-step
& Jump. He was awarded the “Best
Cricketer of the North” in 1965 by the Ceylon
Daily News. He represented the Ceylon
Schools Cricket XI against the All Indian
Schools’ Boys Cricket X1 in 1964, and scored
94 runs, which was the highest score made
by a Sri Lankan school boy against this team.
He was awarded the “Sportsman of the
Year” twice in 1964 and 65, and Colours in
Cricket, Football and Athletics.

After a successful and distinguished career
at school, he entered the University of

Peradeniya, and here too made his mark in
sports. He represented the All University
Cricket XI from 1965 to 67, and was
awarded University Colours in Cricket and
Football in 1968. He successfully completed
his Bachelor’s Degree in Arts - Economics
Special - securing a Second Class Honours
in 1970. He obtained his Master’s in
Economics from the University of Jaffna,
and his Diploma in Business Administration
from the University of Sri Jayewardenepura.

He served as the Head of the Department
of Management Studies of the University of
Jaffna from 1991 to 1999, and Dean, Faculty
of Management Studies & Commerce from
1999 to 2005. He also served as the
Academic Coordinator of the External
Examination and Registration Unit;
Academic Coordinator of the Northern
Province Aftiliated University College of the
University of Jaffna, Vavuniya; Senate
Representative to the Board of Management
of the Vavuniya Campus; Chairman of the
Sports Advisory Board of the University of
Jaffna; and the Member of the Jaffna
University Senate and the Jaffna University
Council. He is the Academic Coordinator of
the Sports Science Unit of the University.

He has to his credit many articles and books
on Management. He was awarded the
“Sagithiya Mandala Award” by the North
East Provincial Council for the best book in
Management in 2002. He was conferred
with an Honorary Appointment to the
Research Board of Advisors by the Board
of Management of the American
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Biographical Institute for his distinguished
standing. He has been nominated as a
Council Member of the Governing Council
of the Sri Lanka Economic Association since
2007.

It is not only the academic excellence that

St. John’s no doubt always upholds
this discipline and injects the spirit of
sportsmanship among their sportsmen. I like
to quote an incident signifying the sense
discipline of the school. In the playground
of St. John’s while I was batting by a wrong
decisiomr by the umpire I was given out
though [ was aware that-it was not out. |
walked back to the pavilion obeying the
umpire’s decision. The captain of St.John’s
college Mr:Deivendra promptly discussed
with the umpire and came running and
called me back before I crossed the
boundary line. This incident was highlighted
in the newspapers and this discipline
behavior of both the captain of St.John’s
college team and I set testimony of the true
sportsmanship in the incident. In another
incident Mr. Kanagathurai when he was 91
not out at the tea time against Jaffna Hindu
College eaptain of the St’ John’s team
declared the innings closed and allowed
Hindu College to bat in order to win the
game and they won the match. Here again
winning was given priority rather than
individual performance. When I was in
England in 1998 the old Johnians who
played cricket with me in 1964 and 1965,
invited me for a dinner and presented me
with a souvenir with St.John’s eolour, in
remembrance of remarkable performance
in that match in which I scored altogether
192 runs. These unforgettable events are
evident of the decorum and established
code of conduct in sports always maintained
by Johnians.

EDUCATIONAL ADMINISTRATION
Educational administration is
concerned with the management of

‘institutions, where human beings as well as

materials are brought together for attaining
educational objectives. Inter-human
relationship is the keynote of educational
administration, which is mainly a social
enterprise. Moreover, education being a
lifelong process, educational administration
deals with the entire human life ranging
from childhood to adulthood.” The striking
difference between the administration of
education and that of other business lies in
the fact that the former is a human process
very much influenced and controlled by
various factors such as the philosophical,
psychological, historical and political....
Educational administration again is different
from other types of administration as it
concerns itself with development of human
personality.

Education is nothing what the man’s
consciousness that is called for the
development through the accumulation of
the knowledge. The education should be at
the forefront of this thinking process. The
fundamental purpose of education is surely
to provide the person educated with a
trained and disciplined mind, a mind trained
to think clearly, to think calmly and above
all to think correctly. It is imparting of the
mental discipline and the training of the
mind which constitute the primary and
fundamental purpose of education.

What the educators of the present day have
to keep in mind is that as morality and

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religion are se inextricably in the mind of
ordinary people and hence religion has to
take precedence in any educational system.
Religion is given its due place in education
as it is necessary to produce cultured and
virtuous person. The final aim of education
is to harmonise one’s own inclinations and
affections and rendering same with his
fellow men.

Education is a life long process and the
schooling is only a small but necessary part.
This means that education is not limited to
the scheol and as all leaning is in the learner
and not in the teacher hence the learning
does not always depend on the services of
teachers. Educators must keep irmind that
man is not merely an animal of nature but
also an animal of culture. Life is education;
education in schools should give pupils a
taste of good life. Unless the environment
is conducive and peaceful for leaning, all
advanced and well organized educational
system has no meaning. The most important
contributions schools can make to the
education for our youths is to provide them
with a sense of coherence in their studies:
That is a sense of purpose, meaning and
inter-connectedness in what they learn.

TEACHING PROFESSION

The teachers in the school should
be very dedicated, loyal, patriotic, disciplined
and faithful to educate and guide the
students well and truly for them to become
very useful, disciplined, educated,
intellectual, civic minded citizens of their land
since they are the leaders of tomorrow. The

teachers’ profession is aneble one and they
must five up to it, to preduce better
standards all round, taking the full
responsibility of their careers and future
progress. A poor surgeon hurts one person
at a time. A poor teacher hurts forty at a
time.

Teachers who are not dedicated to their
profession ge after money by turning the
teaching profession in-to a trade. The
teachers who turn their profession into a
money spinning game should take the blame
for the sorry state of affairs in the respective
schools, if the students were to claim that
they got through the examinations they sat,
successfully, not following the subjects
taught within the walls of the schools but
attending the tutories.

Such teachers should feel ashamed of
themselves for trading the knowledge at
tutories while earning a monthly salary
without being faithful to their profession.
They are a curse and because of them who
are genuinely doing their job as a serious
vocation failed to get due recognition from
society.

In addition to this state of affairs there is a
tendency among parents that their children
should attend tutories if their children are
to be successful. This is question of no faith
in the present day teaching in the schools
and the teachers who have not understood
their proper role and making room for such
no confidence situation should turned to
their own self and do a through examination
of their conscience.

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It should be borne in mind that the ultimate
aim of education in schools is to produce a
competent citizen and again it st :ld be
observed that the term competent citizen
entails the characteristics such as socially
recognized disciplined behavior, moral
values and ethical conventions, which are
essential dispositions for an individual. Mere
acquisition of knowledge would not make
a student to be capable enough to face the
challenges of the society that grows more
and complex due to the inevitable globalised
changes occurring day by day. When a
student leaves the school he should have the
mental stamina to encounter the various
forces to the intricate nature of life and adapt
himself or herself accordingly in order to
successfully accomplish his/her goals.

In compliance with the norms of modernized
education, there is a growing tendency to
emphasize the concept of student centered
education. However this concept never
implies that teacher’s role diminishes or
becomes, less significant. In fact, more a
teacher student’s participation is to be

encouraged and to achieve this and the

teacher’s proper guidance should be always
available. In order to negotiate the teacher’s
role with the student’s participation in the
educational activities in the classroom, it’s a
must for the teacher to maintain a wise
relationship with students that may help him
to regulate his duties with ease and comfort.

The world of education is increasingly
becoming interested in the application and
practice of management principles to develop

and operate schools. The daily life of the
school head today, is very much different
from that of his predecessors a decade ago
and this pattern will accelerate. Rapid
changes have necessitated the introduction
of new curricular changes, and change has
become endemic in the system. The
innovations often fail because of ineffective
management of change. For effective
management and implementation the heads
need specific preparation. Managers today
need to use resource optimally, as targets
have to be achieved from using a pool of
resources that is always inadequate. It is
necessary to manage the existing resources
more effectively. School heads need to have
the knowledge and skills in the use of modern
methods of management. To improve the
quality of education it is necessary to move
from the ‘classroom teaching level’ to ‘school
organization level’. It is only then that the
schools may be able to engage in ‘school-
based staff development’. ‘School — based
student counseling,” “in school supervision,’
and ‘in — school performance appraisal.

Peter F. Drucker famous management
specialist says effectiveness is doing the right
thing and efficiency is doing the thing right.
The effective schools have certain factors
such as — an effective principal who has a
strong leadership, qualified and accountable
teachers, ¢lear and specific goals, a clearly
and orderly school environment, a well
organized structure, on going monitoring
programs, process of assessment of student
progress, effective teaching and learning
process, higher teacher expectation of

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students performance, co-operation of
parents and community and teacher
development programme. The principal must
know how to motivate teachers, parents and
students. A school is also largely to be a
judged by the quality of its old students and
strength of the ties which bind them to school
after they have left. On these criteria St.
John’s is undoubtedly with a strong effective
school.

We all should be well aware of the
universally recognized fact that nothing,
other than change, is permanent in this world.
Hence we are socially bound to
acknowledge change as an inevitable
phenomenon in the nature and adapt
ourselves to the changing patterns of the
environment. Organizations should have the
capacity to be responsive to the change and
maintain operational speed in order to tackle
the issues in an effective manner. Employees
of the modern organization of the 21+ century,
regardless of their positions, whether high
or low, must possess leadership quality so as
to empower themselves with the ability to
guide and be guided to achieve individual as
well as institutional development. Leadership
quality, in fact, endows a person with spirit,
vigour and security against all forms of
challenges. An organization as the
representation of the collective skills and
potentials of personals should possess a clear
vision and values as the main criteria for
organizational success.

Updating the knowledge of students of the
ongoing globalization procedures and the

L
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subsequent innovations is equally
emphasized. Thomas L Friedman, in his best
selling publication, The world is flat, has
argued that globalization has in fact flattened
the world creating a level playing field for
everyone. Information technology is a vast
discipline that penetrates into almost all
professions and trades. In this respect, one
should bear in mind that one of the most
essential prerequisites for a successful future
manager is not only simply computer literacy
but computer savvy also, that is being able °
to use the computer efficiently to exploit all
possible opportunities to maximize the output.
English language proficiency is a must for
getting the optimum use out of the computer.

In this modern era, there has been much
focus on group activities, so that the obstacles
can be reduced, operational procedures
facilitated and the target achieved fast. To
this effect, time management, coopération
and innovative and creative thinking become
core components of success. Students must
take these aspects into account and improve
themselves to cope with the issues in the
new environment.

VISION AND MISSION

“The best way to predict your future
is to create it.” A vision might be a picture,
image, or description of the preferred future.
A strategic thinker should have a vision of
(a) what the business is in now? (b) What it
could be in an Ideal world? (c) What the
Ideal world would be like? Vision represents
challenging portrait of what the organization
and its members can be in the future.
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Therefore, the organization should create
projections of where it should go and what
major changes lie ahead. Vision is'what we

Today the field of management is
undergoing revolutions. Demands of
today’s administrators go well beyond the
techniques and ideas taught in traditional
management courses. The old
management paradigm assumed that the
purpose of management was to control
and limit people, enforce rules and
regulations, seek stability and efficiency,
designed to top-down hierarchy to direct

people and achieve bottom-line results. The
New Management paradigm focuses on
Leadership on harnessing everyone’s
creativity and enthusiasm finding a shared
vision and values, and sharing information
and power. Team work collaboration,
participation and learning are the guiding
principles that help managers and employees
navigate the difficult terrain of today’s
increasingly complex global environment.

(ICTA) functioning under the President has
already initiated projects in the south to
produce digitized scanned birth, that
married certificates from the Divisional
Secretary Offices within 3 to 5 minutes and
this process will be extended to our areas
soon. This scheme would pave the way for
revolutionary process of transforming our
citizens to be digitized citizens garrying .
digitized documents which are more
comfortable and safe for possession. These

card etc.), paperless, script less, and
faceless transactions have already been
introduced to the enormous benefit of the
public. We are hopeful that very soon that
parallel digitized schemes will be made
available in educational institutions also so
that task teaching and process of learning
will be facilitated.

The distance education
modernization project (DEMP) which will -
link the content delivery net work to the
National On - line Education services
(NODES) access centers (NACs)
throughout the country is a great boost to
achieving the above vision. Web-based
delivery is the most modern tools in On -
Line Distance Learning and this was
launched in the first time in the history of
the country on February 8® 2008.
The NODES project funded by the Asian
Development Bank, started in 2003 with a
mandate to increase access to higher
education particularly rural areas in Sri
Lanka. Through the use of modern distance
education technologies students will study
for recognized degrees and diplomas
programmes from all credited Universities,
Institutions and Professional Associations.

Through this development
the tradition of “same time, same place, only
some people” of the conventional
‘environment is giving way to the “anytime,
anyplace, anybody, instruction model. This
marks an important milestone in the
country’s ODL evolution by creating a new
platform and reconfigures the way a student

His contributions to St John’s are
multifarious. He did not confine himseif to
curricular activities but took an equal interest
in sports and games as well, giving ample
practice and rigorous training to our students
in cricket. While being a cricket coach, he
also focused his attention on developing the
game of chess in our College. Chess
tournaments were organized frequently and
soon he succeeded in grooming a pool of
good players.

He was a great source of inSpiration to the

society. His intellect, discipline, command

Though he has passed beyond the veil
leaving a void in our hearts, he would be
always remembered with love, gratitude
and veneration by the teachers and students
of St. John’s and all those who have closely

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HON. T. MAHESWARAN—AFFABLE AND AMIABLE

S.SIVATHASAN, FORMER ADVISOR TO THE PRESIDENT

When an individual of worth and substance
ceases to be in our midst, we feel the loss
in no small measure. The grief is all the
greater when one is snatched away in the

prime of life. Maheswaran was not of

common clay. He had very many
commendable qualities to endear him to the
people. His absence therefore is without
compare. He had made his mark quite early
in life. At college, he was popular with his
peers and had the respect of his mentors.
In business, he was a remarkable success.
-Wealth prompted him and enabled him to
spread his attention over the Tamil
community. With entry into public life, his
. interests were dispersed across all
communities. He championed the cause of
varied segments of society and drew the
attention of everybody. Quite
understandably his loss was mourned by all.

Maheswaran, hailing as he did from a
respectable family in Karainagar, grew up
in an environment of religion and piety.
Hence his attraction and devotion to the
famous Sivan Temple of Karainagar. His
impressionable years were spent at St.
John’s College, Jaffna. Growing up in an
environment charged with political ferment,
it was inevitable that he was drawn into
the people’s struggle. He sensed the
passion of his community for a rightful place
in the national polity. He was swift in
imbibing the currents of ethnic sentiment
that dominated Jaffna and composed the
aspirations of its citizens. Together with
these was the harrowing situation in which
the people were placed. His political

consciousness was duly sparked by the
prevailing atmosphere. Apparently, his ideas
for devoting his services to the redemption
of his community got strongly implanted at

 this juncture.

It was Plato who said “before you practice
virtue, make wealth”. It appears that
Maheswaran took the cue from this dictum.
Sea transportation, his field of choice, soon
took the hue of a labour of love. Business
success was merged with a social purpose.
The resulting munificence reached the
community and the people appreciated
Maheswaran’s care "and concern.
Interaction with wider society took him to
the realm of public life. The choice
demanded astuteness and daring, but above
them capacity and confidence.
Maheswaran had them all. Winning the
minds of the people came to him easily and
quite naturally. His success at the elections
was a landmark event in the North in half a
century.

Courage and candidness made
Maheswaran a colourful personality in the
legislative forum. His speeches in Tamil and
Sinhala were forceful enough to make an
impression. His place in a national political
party did not detract him from his
commitments towards his community. He
was very conscious that he had to be
articulate when the community had become
voiceless. As time rolled on, there was a
growing understanding of his sincerity of
purpose. He endeared himself to the
community without affecting his

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relationship with the high command of his
party. He discharged his obligations by both,
quite wisely.

The position of Minister of Hindu Affairs
which came his way was in due recognition
of his capability and was in tune with his
personal inclination. He gave to the Ministry
a certain dynamism. He added a fresh lustre
to all its activities. Hindu religious institutions
in several parts of the country benefited
from his paternalistic care. His services are
often spoken of in due acknowledgement.

The coping stone of his ministerial
achievement was the International Hindu
. Conference that was perfectly conceived
and excellently executed. It was a three
day event, which sought to project the
religion in all its facets. A unique feature of
the conference was its wide geographical
spread. The community involvement was
far and wide. Discussions on Hindu
philosophy and literature gave an academic
content to the event. Religious and cultural
festivities made the occasion quite colourful.
There were punishing schedules at every
venue of the conference. What was most
commendable was the perfection reached
in punctuality and the quality of decorations.
Every event exuded a particularly Hindu
religious ethos. The organization of the
event would certainly have strained the
energies of the planners and the executives.
The unique merit of Maheswaran lay in the
dynamism of his leadership, his
personableness and his capacity to evoke
optimum response from his deputies and
religious personages. When ! complimented
him in real appreciation of his achievement,
he downplayed his role while extolling the
contribution of all those who helped.

Perhaps this attribute is in part innate
humility and in some measure a value
imbibed at college. '

That the field of politics was fraught with
travail and danger was not unknown to
Maheswaran. taving set his feet, there
was no retracing of steps at the sight of
looming risks. He had the character and
the courage not only to stay firm but to move
ahead with constancy. His speeches in
parliament flowed from his depth of feeling.
In his interviews on teievision he articulated
his commitment to the cause he was
destined to champion. His thoughts and
words were rightly aligned. It is said that
sincerity is the key to successful oratory.
This was more than manifest in
Maheswaran’s speeches. As important as
his words were his deeds. With paternalistic
feeling and fervour he thrust himself
forward in his bid to safeguard the much
harried Tamil youth. These actions
displayed his real mettle and earned him
the loving regard of the community. To all
of them, the absence of Maheswaran is like
the loss of a family member. He will remain
etched in their memory.

Hon. Maheswaran was a multifaceted
personality. His devotion to his family
members, to his college, to his community
and to the nation was staunch. With his
heightened social consciousness he involved
himself in every activity that called for his
support. No issue was too cumbersome for
his attention or energy. He was affable and
amiable. People valued his friendship and
the quality of humility. To his family
members he was a stalwart. The imprint
he has left behind will do justice to his name.

EVENTS - 2008

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REMINISCENCES OF AN OLD BOY

RECOLLECTIONS OF SOME INTERESTING EVENTS IN THE CENTRAL — ST JOHN’S
ENCOUNTERS (B1G MATCHES) (AFTER 1950) BY K.MAHADEVA

The cricket match between St .John’s and
Jaffna Central, two of the earliest to start
cricket in Jaffna, was played twice a year
from 1904 to 1922. When many schools
showed interest, it became one encounter
every year. The match became pepular with
the sports-loving public of Jaffna and
gradually grew into a ‘Big Match’ in the
early forties. The results of only 45 matches
are available prior to 1950 - St. John’s won
25 matches, Jaffna Central 15 matches and
5 ended in a-draw. From 1950 to 2008, 49
matches were played, wherein St. John’s
registered 8 victories and Jaffna Central 9.
The 1967 match was abandoned due to rain,
and the rest ended in a draw. I thought it
would be a good idea to recall some of these
important matches played during this period.

The 1950 match was won by St. John’s
under the captainship of D.J.Nathaniels.
The very next year we lost the Big Match
to Central by just 7 runs. Even today
Johnians feel sad about this match, because
they let it out of their grasp. First they
allowed Central to score 158 runs after
having them reeling at 55 for 7 at one stage.
Skipper E.G Thevanayagam had taken 6 for
47. St. John’s fared badly by being all out
for 103, but made amends by dismissing
Central for 36 runs in their second innings.
Thevanayagam again captured 6 for 12. St.
John’s needing 92 for a win seemed well
set for a victory at 70 for 4 wickets, but
Shanmugam and Rajasingam, the fast

bowlers of Central, bowled like demons, and

St. John’s, 7 runs behind their last man, were

.—St. John’s College Jaffna
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run out. Over the years Central had
produced great fast bowlers, while St. John’s
had mainly relied on their superb spinners.
In the1952 match St. John’s took revenge
by beating Jaffna Central by 2 wickets
under D.Canaganayagam. In these years
S.K.Mahalingam was one of the best fast
bowlers Jaffna had produced. In the year
1954, S_.K.Mahalingam had taken 6 for 52,
and his brother S.K.Shanmugalingam,
another fast bowler, captured 6 for 27 in
the 2" innings, but Central won the match.
The man who was behind the Central’s
victory is none other than R.K.V.
Premachandra, who himself had taken 6
for 33. In the drawn game, in 1955, he
excelled in Central’s batting to score 110
not out in his 1% innings and 56 in the second
innings. This individual highest batting
aggregate in a match has been overtaken
by a Johnian A.Mayurathan after 50 years
with 122 in the 1* innings and knock of 46
runs in his 2™ innings (2005).

From 1956 to 1959 St. John’s fared very
well in all their Big Matches. Under
R.R.Navaratnam, M.B.J. Tissanayagam top
scored with 80 runs and helped St. John’s
to make 232 for 8 in their 1* innings, first
time St. John’s scored above 200 runs in
an innings in the decade. The 1956 match
ended in a draw. B.J.Ariyanayagam of St.
John’s returned with impressive bowling
figures 7 for 65. The 1957 match was a top
scoring one. Jaffna Central made 220 in
their first innings, and St. John’s replied with

_a superb 290. M.B.J.Tissanayagam, the
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skipper, top scored 95 runs. Earlier Central’s
champion batsman Premachandra retired
hurt with 90 runs. In the bowling, St. John’s
bowler S.K.Paramalingam got 4 for 24. In
their second essay, Central were 188 for 9
at close of play and saved the match. In
this match S.M.V.Tissanayagam, the
brother of M.B.J.Tissanayagam, was the
vice captain. After 1942, J.M.Rajaratnam
and J.I.Rajaratnam, brothers, served St.
John’s as captain and vice captain of the
cricket team. The 1958 match was a
runaway innings win over Central with the
match being over about an hour before
lunch on the second day. Jaffna Central
were shot out for 55 in their 1% innings. S.S.
Shanmugarajah captured 5 for 10. St. John’s
batted moderately to score 132.
A.Karuniyan  top  scored 35§
S.S.Shanmugarajah with an undefeated 34
runs. Central again went down and put only
57 runs. S.S.Shanmugarajah was selected
as the Best Bowler and the Best All-
rounder of the match. A.Karuniyan was
awarded Best Batsman. Shanmugarajah
with a match bag of 9 for 24 runs, and
A.L.Somanader captured 5 for 16 in the 2"
innings.

St. John’s repeated the winning trend in the
1959 match, who under S.K .Paramalingam,
defeated Central by 8 wickets. Batting first
Central made 147 runs. A.I.Somanader got
5 for 58. St. John’s replied with 239/9.
M Rajartnam top scored 82. Paramalingam
made 45. Central fared little better in their
second essay and scored 165 runs. Set to
make 73 to win within an hour, St. John’s
registered their consecutive win losing two
wickets, with Paramalingam on 29 not out
in the second innings.

e

Jaffna Central had taken revenge in the
1960 match by defeating us by 73 runs. A
low scoring match ended 2 hours before
the scheduled close in the second day.
Central made 134 in their first knock with
M.Sivaratnam, their captain, made 46. St.
John’s, struggling to get runs, were 9 for 34
runs on the board. The last pair
Varunalingam and Rajasingham batted
patiently and added further 33 runs to the
score. Central’s key bowler
A.B.Segarajasingham returned with 8 for
22 runs, best figures by a bowler after 1950
between both schools. St. John’s contained
Central’s second innings for only 97 runs.
A.l.Somanader, leg spinner, captured 6
wickets for 18 runs. Set to make 164 runs
to win we were all out for only 91 runs.
D M.Selvanayagam with a patient 35 top
scored. A.B.Segarajasingham returned
again with S for 14 runs (Match Bag of 13
for 36).

In 1962, Jaffna Central was counted as the
best team in the north, but were shot out
for only 87 runs in their first innings after
batting first. St. John’s replied with a
respectable 156 runs. Earlier
W.T.Rajkumar bowled well to capture 4 for
27 runs for St. John’s. Central fared well in
their second essay and declared with 244
for 8. A.Dharmarajah made 96 and
J.Kanaganayagam was out with 64 runs.
Set to make 173 runs at close of play we
were 112 for 8 wickets. M.Deivendra and
R.N.Sethukavalar saved St. John’s from
certain defeat. W.T.Rajkumar, in the
second innings, who bowled well and
captured 4 for 69 runs, earned him the Best
Bowler’s prize.

¢ St. John’s College Jaffna
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Another interesting draw game played in
1963, strong Johnians side under
D.J.N.Selvadurai, won the toss and elected
to bat first and scored 148 runs.
M.Deivendra, the vice captain, scored 48,
the highest. Central were bundled out for
only 80 runs on the board. M.Deivendra
captured 4 wickets for 22 runs. In their 2™
innings St. John’s declared with 185 for 3 -
“M.Deivendra with .unbeaten 74 and
“L.J.Brainard ~ got  49." Opener
C.Anandakrishnan scored 35. Set to make
252 runs for victory, Central were struggling

hard to get runs with the tight bowling. At

one stage they were only 64 runs, but losing
'8 wickets. Only one hour play remaining,
"the frustrated spectators targeted the

surrounding buildings and started attacking
-with cracks. Some of our players were also
~attacked. The umpires called off the match
unfinished. In the 2" innings Deivendra took
3 wickets for only 6 runs, and was named
for the Best Batsman and Best Bowler’s
awards.

The last Big Match played on our grounds
was in 1965. Fortunately it was a resounding
victory for us under P.Kanagadurai. Batting
first Central made 172. M.Deivendra
captured 4 wickets for 48 runs and
C.Sooriyakumar got 5 for 36. St. John’s on
their return collected 239. Openers
C.Sooriyakumar and S.S.Jeyanayagam with
century opening stand, and Jeyanayagam
got out for 47 runs. Sooriyakumar went on
to score 85 runs. In their 2 essay Central
piled up 136 runs. M.Deivendra again
captured 4 wickets. Needing another 75 to
win, St. John’s reached the target with 8
wickets in hand. C.Sooriyakumar,
M.Deivendra and T.Vipulananda received

the awards for Best Batsman, Best Bowler
~ and Best Fielder respectively.

.—St. John’s College Jaffna

The 1967 match played in the Central
grounds was abandoned due to rain in the
2™ day. St. John’s batted first and piled up
281 for 8. S.S.Jeyanayagam, the opener,
scored 87 valuable runs. T.Vipulananda was
unbeaten with 52. Central were 96/6, rain
stopped play and the rest of the game was
abandoned. M. Surendra took 4 out of the
six Central’s wickets.-

Another interesting game was in the year
1968. The first time the play was extended
to two full days. St. John’s collected 169
batting first. Captain S.M.Mootatamby top
scored 46 and M.Surendra fighting 43 runs.
Central in their turn scored orily 63 runs.
Following on, again they were shot out for
103 runs. N.Vamadevan captured 5 for 24,
and 7 for 42 in both innings, and was
awarded Best Bowler’s prize. M.Surendra
won both Best Batsman and Best All-
rounder awards. St. John’s registered their
innings victory after 1958.

The following year under M.Surendra St.
John’s played one of the fighting cricket
matches. Central piled up 105 runs.
M.Surendra took 6 for 22. St. John’s were
shot out for a lowest innings score of 75
runs. Surendra got 22 runs. In the 2™ essay
Central got 119. Set to make 150 for victory
St. John’s lost their 6 frontline batsmen
within 50 runs. Captain Surendra and
M.Jeyaratnam played some useful strokes
to save the match from certain defeat. At
close St. John’s were 124 for 6 -
M.Surendra with an unbeaten 50 and
M.Jeyaratnam 28. M.Surendra was again
awarded Best Batsman and Best All-
rounder Cups second year in succession.

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The year 1970 was not a good year for St.
John’s at cricket. Central batted first reeling

at the beginning, but recovered to score

177. St. John’s underdogs were shot out
for 63, following on again were bundled out
for 105 runs and lost by innings. This
resulted in a drop in cricket standards when
compared to the sixties, and though St.
John’s managed to hold their own over this
.decade, it was because the deterioration
was peninsula wide. The 1971 match ended
in a draw. But T.Mahendran of Jaffna
Central scored a 100 n.o., a century scored
in the Big Match after 24 years. From 1971
to 1984 all the Big Matches could not
produce any results. But in the seventies
Central showed some good bowling
performances. Particularly, the evergreen
R.Naguleswaran of Jaffana Central excelled
in bowling from 1974 to 1977 in the Big
Matches. He captured over 35 wickets
~ during this period. 6 for 56 in 1974, 7 for 55
in 1975, 7 for 52 in 1976 and 7 for 51 in
1977 are some of his impressive figures. In
1977, he was selected as the outstation
Schoolboy Cricketer and also Best
Outstation Bowler by Observer and Bata
Ltd Contests.

~Among the Johnians T.Thevabalan,
A Ravindran, V.Muralitharan, Alexander
brothers, B.W.Shinniah,
N.R.Somasundaram, M.Y.A.Fowzon,
D.M Ratnarajah and N.Vasanthan shone in
batting and N.Gowripalan, D.S. Ratnarajah,
S.J.Jebaratnam, and M.Y.A.Fowzon
excelled in bowling. M.Y.A.Fowzon kept
wickets also in some years. In 1978,
- D.M.Ratnarajah scored 102 runs when St.
John’s declared their first innings, 192 for
7. After T.Kadirgamar in 1947 this was the
first occasion a Johnian scored a century

in a Big Match. The 1982 match is a notable
one. Batting first St. John’s were all out for
138. Central batted with full confidence to
make a mammoth total of 309 for 5, which
eclipsed the series record of 303/9 set by
St.  John’s in 1928  under
J.R.Gnanapragasam. Paul Prahalathan of
Jaffna Central broke the individual score
by a batsman in the series of T.Kadirgamar
of St. John’s in 1947 (113 runs) by scoring
125 runs. St. John’s in their second innings,
Johnian last pair S.Wignabalan and
S.Wijayaragavan, whose last wicket
partnership saved St. John’s from a certain
defeat. They were 169/9 at close of play.
The large crowed will never forget it,
especially those last few agonizing
moments. The 1983 Big Match was
another heart palpitating one. It was
¢'stinguished by two of the great innings by
R.Mahinda and S.Nishyanthan of St.
John's. St. John’s being sent to bat first by
Central inade reeling 42 for 5 and 69 for 7.
T.Rahulan joined Mahinda to reach a
respectable totai of 171. The Skipper
Mahinda was out with 73, the valuable
contribution. Rahulan made 34. Central piled
up 199 for 8 and declared. Central’s
bowlers again wrested the advantage, and
at one stage we were 63 for 7 wickets and
St. John’s only 35 ahead. Central must have
expected to celebrate a victory by tea time.
However, once again Johnian grit, tenacity
and pluck under adverse circumstances
came to the fore. Retired hurt batsman
S.Nishyanthan joined Rahulan when the

“score was 83 for 8 and batted patiently with

103 for 8 at tea. After tea Nishyanthan
blocked the ball all over the wicket, but
Rahulan got out at 132. The last man
Jeyendran, who remained there at the
wicket, scored only one run out of 37 runs

e St. John’s College Jaffna
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scored in 45 minutes. Nishyanthan was

finally out with a glorious 72, and Johnians
were all out for 169. Set to make 141 runs

for a victory in 14 mandatory overs, Central

were on 130 for 2 at close of play: We
narrowly escaped from a defeat.
S.Nishyanthan was adjudged Man of the
Match and R.Mahinda Best All-rounder.
From 1985 to 1989 no Big Matches were
played due to unsettled problem in the
Peninsula.

After a lapse of five years, in 1990,
undefeated St. John’s team met Central with
full confidence. Central batting first piled
up 156 runs. Skipper T.Satheesan captured
4 for 48. St. John’s replied with a new series
record score of 311 for 5 and declared.
S.Surenkumar and J.Jegendran put an
opening stand of 111 runs between them.
Jegendran out for 35, and Surenkumar went
on another 96 runs partnership with
K.Prashanthan who scored 57. Surenkumar
created another record by scoring 145 runs
with 20 fours (individual highest score).
Jaffna Central were shot out for 127 in their
2™ innings. St. John’s registered their
innings victory after 22 years (they won a
match in 1968 — by innings). S.Surenkumar
was awarded the Best Batsman and Man
of the Match prizes, K.Prashanthan the
Best All-rounder and T.Satheesan, the
captain, the Best Bowler of the match.

The 1992 match was very interesting. Jaffna
Central scored 344 in their first innings
creating a new series record. Batsman
E.Raguthas scored 143, missed the
individual batting record by 2 runs. St. John’s

o St. John’s College Jaffna

were all out for 226 runs. Skipper
M.Kandeepan scored 76 runs. Following
on at the close of play St. John’s managed -
with 133/8. The match ended in a draw.
Again in 1993, Jaffna Central dominated in
their batting by breaking their own series
record set in the previous years by scoring
354 for 9, and declared. St. John’s were
bundled out for 103 runs following on with
the 251 runs in their second innings. At one
stage they were 87 for 8 in a disastrous
situation. But B.Sanjeev and G.Sritharan put
9" wicket partnership of 111 runs and
remained not out. B.Sanjeev was not out
with 55 runs and G.Sritharan scored
unbeaten 54 at close of play.

But in 1994 Central with all their efforts
won the match by 7 wickets. St. John’s
scored 148 and 181 in their both innings.
Central declared with 257/6 in their first and
72 for 3 wickets in the second innings, and
registered their victory after 24 years (won
lastin 1970).

St. John’s piled up their series highest
innings score in 1999, declared with 326 for
6. A series record partnership of 200 runs
between K.Pragasan (100), the captain, and
last year’s captain A.T.Gowripahan (91)
contributed well to reach this mile stone.
Central was reeling with their score of 112
for 8 at the end of the 1* day. But Man of
the Match Kartheepan with a half century
helped the tail enders to bring the score to
respectable 172 runs. Following on they
managed to save the game with a fighting
261 for 6 in their 2™ innings. P.Ketheesan
extremely batted well to scoré 106 runs.
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N.Logulan of St. John’s bowled well to
capture 6 for 55 (1% innings).

In the new millennium Central registered
their first victory in 2002. Tight bowling of
Central did not allow Johnians to score runs

in both innings. They were out with 102 and -

123 respectively. Central piled up a useful

score of 176 for9 in their first knock and

- reached the v1ctory target after losmg 4 of
their second innings’ wickets. ‘

The Centenary year game played in 2004
is amemorable one. This is the first time a
cricket match played in Jaffna for 3 days
in the inter-collegiate level. At the opening

ceremony held on the Jaffna Central [

grounds, past and present captains, coaches,
and masters in charge of both schools were
honoured. Old boys and cricket enthusiasts
from all parts of the world witnessed the
match. Batting first Central could not bat
well and were shot out for 102. St. John’s
batted patiently and were all out for 210.
C.M.Dinesh collected 66. S.Krishnakumar
got 44. In their second knock Central fared
very well and batted for 8 long hours with
a fighting 243. A.Jasinthan who scored 37
in the first innings scored 84 valuable runs.
Set to make 132 to win, we were well set
for an early victory at one stage - 108 for
4. But incidentally this match was called
off due to unavoidable circumstances.
Ultimately, this match was awarded to St.
John’s. T.Mathanraj of St. John’s with a
fighting 57 was adjudged Man of the Match.
T.C. Andrew led victorious St. John’s side.

The drawn game in 2005 was a notable one.
At one stage St. John’s reeled with 112 for
9. But A.Mayurathan with a memorable
122 with Gajitharan a partnership of 111 runs
helped St. John’s to pile up 248. Central
were all out for 156 and St. John’s scored
136 in their 2™ essay. A. Mayurathan got
46 (his 122 and 46, the highest run
aggregate (in a match) in the series. At.the
cldse, Central scored 103 for7..

The véry‘next year in the 100™ Encounter
under N.Navageethan St. John’s was in a
difficult stage, but the 7 wicket partnership
of 181 runs between T.Niruban (97) and

" C.Changeevan (84) h'elped'St. John’s to

make 258 for 8. Central replied with 219.
The match ended in a draw when St. John’s
scored 121 for 4 in the second innings.
T.Niruban also captured a match bag of 8
wickets and was named Man of the Match.

Jaffna Central rose up to an excellent
performance to beat St. John’s in both the
years 2007 and 2008. They defeated us by
10 wickets in 2007, and with a very big
margin of innings and 137 runs in 2008. Only
M.Haripraveen batted well for St. John’s
who scored 48 in 2007 and 53 n.o. in 2008

(2" innings). Central batted well to score

301 for 8 in 2008. St. John’s were shot out
for 63 and 102 in both innings, and tasted
the defeat.

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TEACHING ENGLISH AS A SECOND LANGUAGE
BY DR (MRs) SUBATHINI RAMESH
HEAD, DEPARTMENT OF LINGUISTICS AND ENGLISH

Whatever feelings one may have about the
rule of the British in Sri Lanka, most of us
must accept the fact that they had left
behind a legacy, that many of us utilize
today, to know more and more about various
things ranging from scientific knowledge
to the present day affairs of the world. At
large and that legacy is the English
Language.

The historical circumstances of Sri Lanka,
being governed by the British in the first
quarter of the century, afforded Sri
Lankans easy access to master the English
Language. In the past many Sri Lankans
were skilled in the English Language that
they even won many international awards
for their creative works in English and there
were times when Sri Lankans boasted of

their ability to speak the Queen’s Language -

with accurate pronunciation when even the
British couldn’t do.

But unfortunately in Sri Lanka, in the fifties,
the cry to the national Languages was so
high that many of us ignored or rather were
forced to ignore the importance of learning
English. Though the importance of English
is realised by the educationalists, social
scientists and various professionals, little

Can

was done to improve this situation in our
region which was ravaged by war over the
past two decades.

In Sri Lanka, English is taught in all schools
as a second Language. The general
objectives of teaching English as a second
Language are that a student

1.Uses communicative expressions and
grammatical structures of the Language
in the performance of communicative
functions.

2. Acquires the vocabulary used in the
themes.

3. Distinguishes between sounds of the
language and produces them clearly and

without loss of meaning.

4.Spells essential vocabulary related to the
themes in the texts.

5. Acquires listening, speaking, reading and
writing skills and responds appropriately.

6. Learns the mechanics of writing.

7. Demonstrates mutual trust and
understandingin communication.

But now in schools, particularly in Jaffna
teachers are unable to fulfill these
objectives because of many reasons. The
lack of interest of the students in English,
the inadequacies of materials used to teach
- English, no audio visual aids in teaching,
unsuitable text books, inadequate supply of
teachers of English, teacher absenteeism,
the relevance of teacher education and the
poor language competency of teachers, the
curriculum of the teacher education and
mother tongue influences. The above
reasons not only cause situations not to
fulfill the objectives of the second language
teaching but also for the decline of the
standard of English language.

In recent years, in many countries, there
has been an increasing recognition that
successful language learning and teaching
depend to a large extend, on dynamic
interactions between the teachers and
students.

Ideally the whole English language teaching
- learning process can be seen as a form
of creative interaction between learners,
teachers, methods and materials and
improved through evaluation.

What I am trying to suggest in the above
sentence by ‘interaction’ may need an
explanation. It means, ‘to work togéther
with someone or something to make some
effect on one another or on others’. It is
the relationship between teachers, learners,

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methods, mateérials and evaluation. Because
these relationship are actually two - way
exchanges where one affects another.
Teachers’ assumptions, beliefs, attitudes
and behaviors shape the responses of the
students and vice versa.

Traditionally teaching was considered a one
- way communication of information or
skills from an all - knowing teacher to a
totally ignorant disciple, whereas today the
assumption that in a true teaching - learning
process, the teacher’s responsibility as a
more knowledgeable and more éxperienced
partner, is to engage his/her students, in a
autonomous guest for knowledge and
wisdom, is a self- evidently valid
pedagogical principle. The teacher is
expected to play various roles in the class
room - analyst, guide, team-mate, colleague,
group process manager, coach, Counsellor
and therapist whereas students are required
to assume the central role in teaching -
learning process as initiators, negotiators,
researchers and explorers.

While learning and teaching English as a
second language, all the four skills listening,
speaking, reading and writing be given equal
importance and no skill be neglected.
Students are expected to gain and
demonstrate not only conipetence in
English, but the ability to communicate their
knowledge, explain their problem solving
methods and ask incisive questions. In our
first language, we have all skills and
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background knowledge. We need to
understand what we hear. But when we
learn a second language we are more
" aware of how complete a process it is. But
taking learning and teaching as an
‘interaction’ as I have mentioned already
that teachers and students must take an
active participation.

Most of the students are studying English
for their exam point of view. Even though
they know that English opens windows to
the expanding world, unlocks doors to
opportunities, and expand one mind to new
ideas, while concentrating on their main
subjects, they fail to give more importance
to English. Even though English medium is
now introduced, only few children are
capable of following the English medium
class. Most of the children are studying
through their mother tongue, The main aim
of the O” Level and A” Level students is
to get good marks and enter the university
and they show lack interest in speaking
English and reading English books and
journals. They don’t have grammatical
competence in order to be able to
communicate effectively in English.

So considering these facts, opportunities
will be provided for the students for the
integration of the four language skills and
to promote thinking interpretation and
discussion. All students should listen
attentively, speak clearly, read for meaning
and write accurately and lucidly. The keys

to effective communication, rest in
developing and using various language skills
and once these skills are learned by students,'
they should be practised frequently. As
teachers we should do our part in giving
opportunities and encouraging students. In
order to make language learning more
meaningful a wide range of school
programmes outside the normal classroom
learning need to be organized and
opportunities such as English literary
associations, inner school competitions, quiz
programmes, drama societies, field trips,
school English day celebrations, school
exhibitions, newspapers and magazines, and
projects should be provided for every child
to participate in them. As student you all
have to play major roles. In spending more
time to listen English programmes specially
BBC rews and in reading English journals.
You must attain a high level of proficiency
in all forms of English language
communication in order to become
effective and contributing members of your
professions and society.

Realising the need to resurrect the declining
knowledge and usage of the English
language, Srilankan government now has
moved in to evolve a mechanism through
an accelerated programme to instill the
English as a life skill.

Finally my dear children I want to say you
one thing that practice makes a man perfect.
So practice English everywhere and
consider English as a life skill. I wish you
all the best.

President former President
‘members of the Harvard Corporation and
the Board of Overseers, members of the
faculty, parents, and especially, the

graduates:

I want to thank Harvard for this timely
honour. I applaud the graduates today for
taking a much more direct route to your
degrees. One of my biggest memories of
Harvard came in January 1975, when I
made a call from Currier House to a
company in Albuquerque that had begun
making the world’s first personal computers.
I offered to sell them software. What I
remember above all about Harvard was
being in the midst of so much energy and
intelligence. It could be exhilarating,
intimidating, sometimes even discouraging,
but always challenging. It was an amazing
privilege - and though I left early, I was
transformed by my years at Harvard, the
friendships I made, and the ideas I worked
on. But taking a serious look back ... I do
have one big regret.

I left Harvard with no real awareness of
the awful inequities in the world - the
appalling disparities of health, and wealth,
and opportunity that condemn millions of
people to lives of despair. I learned a lot
here at Harvard about new ideas in
economics and politics. I got great exposure
to the advances being made in the sciences.
But humanity’s greatest advances are not
in its discoveries - but in how those
discoveries are applied to reduce inequity.
Whether through democracy, strong public
education, QUality health care, or broad
economic opportunity - reducing inequity is
the highest human achievement.

You graduates came to Harvard at a
different time. You know more about the
world’s inequities than the classes that came
before. Imagine, just for the sake of
discussion, that you had a few hours a week
and a few dollars a month to donate to a
cause - and you wanted to spend that time
and money where it would have the greatest
impact in saving and improving lives. Where
would you spend it? |
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For Melinda and for me, the challenge is
the same: how can we do the most good
for the greatest number with the resources
we have. During our discussions i this
question, Melinda and I read an article about
the millions of children who were dying
every year in poor countries from diseases
that we had long ago made harmless in this
country: Measles, malaria, pneumonia,
hepatitis B and yellow fever. One disease |
had never even heard of, rotavirus, was
killing half a million kids each year - none
of them in the United States. We were
shocked.

What made that experience especially
striking was that I had just come from an
event where we were introducing version
13 of some piece of software, and we had
people jumping and shouting with
excitement. I love getting people excited
about software - but why can’t we generate
even more excitement for saving lives?
Members of the Harvard Family: Here in
the Yard is one of the great collections of
intellectual talent in the world. Let me make
a request of the deans and the professors -
the intellectual leaders here at Harvard: As
you hire new faculty, award tenure, review
curriculum, and determine degree
requirements, please ask yourselves:

Should our best minds be dedicated to
solving our biggest problems?

The
Piduruthalagala is the highest mountain in
Sri Lanka. Kirihalpottha, Thotappala,
Namunagula ganthai, Adam’s Peak and
Knuckles are such examples for mountains.
There are nine Provinces, twenty five
Districts, three hundred and twenty nine
Divisional Secretariats, and fourteen
thousand and thirteen Grama Niladharis
divisions in Sri Lanka.

Sri Lanka is situated close to the Equator.
Therefore, it has a hot, wet climate. The
coastal parts of Sri Lanka are flat. Paddy
is the main crop grown in these parts. The
central parts of Sri Lanka are hilly. It is cool
in the hill country. Tea is mainly grown
there. Vegetables too grow well in the hill
country. Coconut, rubber and tea are three
of the main crops of Sri Lanka.

Sri Lanka is home for a rich mixture of
people. They are Sinhalese, Tamils,
Muslims and Burghers and a number of
other small groups of people. They practise
different religions like Buddhism, Hinduism,
Christianity and Islam. They have their own
customs, traditions, festivals and languages.

Gandhi was born in Porpandar in 1869 on
the 2" of October. His father’s name is
Karamchand Gandhi. His mother is
Putlibai. He was the youngest in the family
of a sister and three brothers. During his
childhood he studied well. He married
Kasturbai at the age of thirteen. His father

When he was eighteen, he went to London
to qualify as a barrister. After studying a
four-year course, he became barrister in
1891 and returned to his motherland.

In 1893, he went to Africa. There he
founded the Natal Indian Congress. He
experienced the problems of the Indians
living there, and his great heart was full of
sorrow. He looked for a way to bring back °
freedom through Ahimsa (non-violence).

He returned to India in 1914..He used love,
honesty and determination as his weapons
during his struggle. He worked hard. On
seeing his commitment many Indians
supported him. Gandhi’s dedication was
very much threatened. They arrested many
Indians, including Gandhi. When he was in
prison, he wrote his Autobiography -
Sathiya Sothanai (The Story of my
Experiments with Truth).

Gandni made the whole India to be vigilant
and thoughtful. All the Indians went behind
him. He faced many problems in his struggle
for independence, which was solely by non-
violence. As a result of Gandhi’s
commitment, India gained Independence in
1947.

On January 30, while Gandhi was on his
way to his evening prayer meeting in Delhi,
he was shot down by Nathuram Godse, 2
young Hindu fanatic.

One of the greatest admirers of Gandhi was
Albert Einstein, who saw in Gandhi’s
nonviolence “a possible antidote to the
massive violence unleashed by the fission
of the atom.”

in great quantities.

New technologies continue to bring about
changes in journalism. In the mid 1990s the
Internet became a major force in journalism.
One of the advantages of the Internet is
that readers can find continually updated
information on a variety of subjects, without

waiting several hours for a new edition.

Traditionally, reporters had learned their
skills on the job, but this began to change.
More than 100 schools and departments of
journalism now exist in U.S.A alone, and
reporters frequently receive some of their
early training on school or college
newspapers. It is with this in mind that the
Media Club of St. John’s College was
formed on the 31% of January 2008 - for
the purpose of training the students of our
College in journalism. It should be

understood that journalism paves the way
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for many employment opportunities. One
could seek emplbyment in reporting,
newswriting, editing, broadcasting, public
