Marie Curie was
discovered Radium,
found an extreamly potent
the war against disease. Scientific research
into radio activity, culminating with the
discovery of Radium opened men’s eyes
to a new world. Madame Marie Curie
who worked to-gether with her husband
Pierre first obtained Radium Pitchblende
and later went on to discover its proper-
ties. Radium is one of the most important
factors in modern medical science.

in

In every true scientist there is, above
all things, the desire to discover the truth —
truth proven and without possibility of
doubt. In Professor and Madame Curie
that desire was stronger than anything
else in their lives. Their common interest
in scientific research is the most remark-
able feature of their lives.

Pierre Curie was born in Paris in
1869. He was educated at the Sorbonne,
the University of Paris. He was a very
brilliant man and worked steadfastly
towards scientific honours.

Marie Curie was born in Warsaw on
November 7th, 1867. Her father, Profes-
sor Sklodowska was a lecturer in science,
Marie Cuarie had her early
Warsaw. As there was no sco
studies there, she left Warsaw, and came
to Sorbonne, the University of Paris
which was one of the few universities'
that encouraged Wwomen-scientists, Ip Eng-
land at that time, women were not allowed
to take medical degrees, and many English
women were studying medicine ip Paris,

It was here she

met Pierre Curj
then a respected and o

famous lecturer, and

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Marie Curie

in 1895 they were married. She taught
science and attended lectures at the Sorbonne’
and worked in the loboratories there. In
1895, Rontgen discovered the famous rays
that were named after him. Then Henri
Becquerel went further and discovered
new rays called Becquerel rays. The work
of these two men proved that there is all
around us the great force known as radio
activity. If they could track down and
separate this power, it would be a tre-
mendous thing, and it was Madame Curie
working with her husband who achieved
the miracle.

The matter used for the radium ex-
periments was black and very bard, a
compound called Pitchblende. By fractio-
nization —separating the substance up into
its elemental parts by dissolving it —
Marie Curie extracted a substance which
she named for her native country, Polonium
and a second element, Radium. Radium is
the most powerful of radio-active elements.
The benefits of radium in the realm of
medicine are still incalculable. It has been
used with great effect against cancer both
to cure and to relieve pain. The bacteria
of such diseases, as cholera, anthrax and
typhus can also be killed by Radium.

Madame Curie was not thirty-two
when she discovered Radium. In 1904, the
Curies shared with Henry Bacquerel the
Nobel Prize for Physics. In the same
year they received the Davy Medal of the
ngal Society. The Sorbonne honoured
Pierre Curie by creating a special depart-
ment of which he was appointed the head,
and Marie Curie became his chief assisitant.

Curie was terribly shocked, she carried on
her husband’s work. She was appointed in
his place at the Sorbonne, and in 1911
won alone the Nobel Prize for Chemistry,
The Sorbonne created for her a Radium
Institue and later she established a similar
institute in her beloved native city of
Warsaw. It was an additional happiness
to Madame Curie that her daughter Joliot
was interested in her mother’s work. Her
daughter and her husband received the
Nobel Prize for Chemistry for the production

of artificial radio activity in the common
elements,

Marie Curie lived to see the comple-
tion of the great work, but by the time
the great honour was conferred on her
children, death had claimed her. She died
on July 4th, 1934. The great value of
her work is already apparent, but it will
only be rightly assessed by the scientists
of future generations.

We Live in Deeds, Not Years

There are some people who fill their
lives with actions. They have the adven-
turous type of mind. Itis the spirit of
adventure that drove them to nnknown
lands and seas, to invent new things and
to do spectacular deeds. On the contrary
there are some people who live without
any outstanding event, or even any new
thought to mark the passage of time.
Such people might live a hundred years ;
yet, there would be nothing noteworthy
in their existence.

Keats, a great English poet, died in
his early days. He had tuberculosis and

was ill all his adult life. But he was
still full of an immense desire to give
his pen the opportunity to ‘glean his

teeming brain’. Though he knew very well
that he could not live long, he did not
sit down and lapse into self-pity. Rather

he made up his mind to use every pre-
cious minute that remained to him, and
to get the maximum out of life. The
result of this enthusiasm for living in this
young man was a store of beauty that
has enriched the literature of English
Language.

Thomas Henry Huxley was a born
book worm. He more than compensated
for his inadequate education by largely
devouring book after book. Usually bhe
got up in the early hours of the morning
to wrestle with some scientific master-
piece. His industry bore fruit. When he
was twenty-one, he was admitted a
member of tlie Royal Society. Huxley’s
work covered many spheres. He is chiefly
well-known, however, as the brilliant
interpreter of the Theory of Evolulion, and
the indomitable champion of Charles Darwin.
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Socrates left no great literary works
behind him. Yet his views and philosophy
have passed undimmed down the centuries.
He had been a searchlight on the age n
which he lived. Socrates was only a poor
labourer and soldier. He wore the simplest
clothing. He was noticeably ugly. But his
thoughts were beautifully draped in words
and loftily in their message. Ever wander-
ing through the streets of Athens, he
impressed upon his listeners the importance
of really knowing themselves. Naturally
he had enemies, for some were jealous of
his widening influence with the young people,
On a petty charge he was tried and
condemned to be poisoned., Even at the
hour of death, Socrates chatted cheerfully
to his friends.

Abraham Lincoln was the son of a poor
farmer. He had to earn his living in his
early days. At one time he hired himself
out as a clerk to a trader. At another
he worked in a store. In his spare time
he studied law and he soon made a name
for himself as an honest, clever and
trustworthy young man. He might never

have become a hero if it had not been
for the question of slavery. He wanted
to put an end to slavery. As soon as

he was elected President of the United
States of America, the slave owners began
to fear that one of the first things Lincoln
would do, would be to get a law passed
forbidding slavery. So the Southern States,
where the slaves were, decided to break
away from the Northern States and form
a separate slave-owning country of their
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own. . Only by force could President
Lincoln now prevent their being two
nations in the teritories of U. S. A. ins-

tead of one; so war Wwas declared.

The American Civil War lasted for
four years. DBut for the courage and de-
termination of Lincoln in these Dark Days,
it is probable that the North would have
wearied of the struggle. As it was the
far greater resources of the North and the
fact that their fleet could prevent supplies

from reaching the South from abroad,
made their victory certain. A law was
passed freeing all slaves in the United

States and forbidding slavery within the
Union for ever. Only a few months later,

Lincoln, the architect of victory, the
saviour of American Unity, was assassi-
nated by a madman in a theatre in
Washington.

We cannot all be poets, nor have
we all the opportunity to do spectacular

deeds of heroism. We can all make our
lives richer by living them adventurously.

We must take every opportunity to do
whatever we can do.

Chemical

Chemicals have been wused In war
from ancient times. In 43] B. (it
Spartans soaked wood with pitch and

sulphur and burned it to choke the enemy.
The ‘gas’ as a weapon of war was used
by Greeks and even
their civil war.

by Americans in

Poison gas was first used by Germans
in 1915 against the Britishers and French,
The nature of the gas was identified as
Chlorine — an element found in the com-
mon salt. The troops which inhaled the
gas not only wept but ran in panic in
search of fresh air. Pads of cloth soaked
with various solutions and fastened over

tte nose gave quick relief. From this
idea masks were evolved by research.
The contents of the masks have to be

changed according to the gas that ema-
nates from the bombs. The gas masks
became so popular that in 1918 America
alone produced as many as five million
masks.

" Phosgene ’ gas which was later used
did not bring about any outward reactions
but those who inhaled when put to serious
physical work not only suffered but even

died. The presence of the gas cannot be
easily traced because it is absolutely
odourless. The enemy usually filled the

air with this gas under cover of darkness.

The gas bombs were seldom allowed to
explode in day time.

The ‘““Mustard Gas” wused in the
latter part of World War - I, produced
blisters on the skin which required a very
long time to heal. Even a minute trace
in the air is sufficient to cause the burns
in the skin. During this World War - I,
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Warfare

the Germans fired 50,000 bombs
nlght practically filling the entire town
with this deadly gas. The result was.

that the entire hostile army went out of
action.

An important development in World

War - I is “Screening Smoke " — ie. a
cloud of extremely small solid or liquid
particles suspended in air, There are

three methods of producing this artificial
cloud or smoke screen :

(i) by burning a smoke producing
substance ;

(ii) by exploding a shell containing
a smoke producing material;
(iii) by spraying a chemical into the
air which will combine with
water vapour to form the cloud.

Phosphdrus, Gasoline and Kerosene
are some of the chemicals used in pro-
ducing the smoke. Phosphorus has an
additional advantage in that it catches fire
at a low temperature. The greatest ad-
vantage of the smoke screen is that the
army or navy can march anywhere
noticed under the cover of this screen.

Incendiary bombs meant to set fire
to military buildings are sometimes dropped
on cities to demoralize the public. Quite
Innocent people are affected by this. Thus
it is seen that chemical warfare is a potent
weapon in the hands of a modern army.
The best way to avoid this chemical war-
fare is for both sides to equip themselves
powerfully in this field. The fear of mutual
destruction by chemicals may act as a
deterrent against chemical warfare.
