When Manipay Hindu College is celebrating its 75th birthday, many
of us, old boys are prone to nost algically look back on the magic that
was Manipay Hindu College decades ago. It was then like a precirous gem
shedding its lusture on the educational crown of the Peninsula! Millions
of students who passed through this institution stiil venerate the name of
Sangarapillai who founded the College on a modest scale, believing, perhaps
in the age old belief that it is not imposing buildings that matter in educa-

lion; what matter is the development of the mind and body in a clean and
simple structure.

No wonder, in the early thirties, Manipay Hindu College, in spite of
its size, was an eternal wonder of the power of education, not only in the
North, but in the whole country. Some of its records are worth recount-
ing. It was the ouly college that successfully won the Senior Cambridge
Scholarship for two years a single yet studious student won the British
Empire Essay Prize —an achievement over which the pages of newspapers
today would have earned sevcral columns, with the phoiograph of the boy,
in appreciative smile, receiving the prize from the Hon’ble Minister ! In
the fieid of sports it vangushed its rivals and for a pumber of years main-
tained its position as undisputed champions. Its old boys held responsible
and key assignments in the Public Services of the countrv and the most
outstanding of them was Mr. D. Bageerathan of the tformer Ceylon Civil
Service. In short, this brief account remembered at random, is a veritable
golden thread round the neck of Manipay Hindu College.

But, alas! can the College today boast of any achievement in the
field of education or sports, in spite of the many facilities, amenities and
the imposing buiidings the preseat day students enjoy ? It cannot be denied
that there had been a flavour of decay ia the standard of education at
most schqols in Sri Lanka. (o the North and East, where uncertainty stalks
and tensicn lurks, education has taken a back-seat and consequently confu-
sion reigns supreme.

How many 1eachers
today actively assist the head of the school to implement its educational
programme, during working and aftet hours? How can they, when most of
them are involved tence-deep { or is it soul-deep ) in money-making tutories
that have sprung up all over, overnight? With all the good intentions of
the world, how can the he:d of an institation impliment the scheme of
studies, when teachers, like state employes have become clock-watchers ?

Krishnamurti, India’s free-thinker once. posed the question! Why do
we go through the struggle to be educated? And his answer was like a
beacon-light ! ¢ Surely, education has no meaning unless it helps you to
understand the vast expense of life, with all its subtleties, with the extra-
ordinary beauty, its sorrows and joys you may earn degrees and many have
a series of letters after your name and land a very good job; but then
what? What is the point of it all if in the process your mind becomes
dull, weary, stupid ?**

In short, education is not merely passing examination. It is some-—
thing more profound —to understand the whole process of life and face life !
Unless this aspect of education is understood and stressed at all levels,
the future of Manipay Hindu College or for that matter, any college is
pregnant with uncertainty and gloom. I am reminded of the following lines
when I recall the magic that was Manipay Hindu College :—

Fled is the music. do I wake or sleep?
