Mr. Principal, dear teachers, pupils
and.parents, what | have said a few
moments ago are no . empty words




to me. They come out ef the depth
of my ewn personal experience and

bear with me for a- few moments
for a personal testimony. Many
of my age group were caught

up in the occupation of Malaya by
the Japanese between years 1941

and 1946. When we arrived in Jaf-
fna on the first evacuee boat in
May 1946 those in my age group

joining the Grade Nine or Pre - Senior

class were already eighteen vyears
of age. We were deprived of all
farmal education for more than

five years. There were no examinati-
ons of any standing. You will be
surprised to hear that | really never
had any .formal education even in
English the type of lessons imparted
now to children from grade three to
eleven. There was nothing at all for
us in Tamil and so with all other
subjects. We had to learn a new
Language - Japanese. We were also
taught Japanese History and their
martial songs. We were ahown regular
films of their successes in military
action including the sinking ef those
mighty British battle ships “’Prince
of Wales' and ‘‘Repulse” - events
that severely ‘rattled Churchill and
Britain. We were sent into facteries
to learn welding, electrical wiring
and machine shop practice with |athe
machines. We had to do extensive
farming and poultry keeping. In our
free time we tried to read whatever
English books that were available,
learned the elements of mirudan-
gam or Western music, typing, shor-
thand and other such skills. Our
Churches ware very active. In other
words we learned anything frem
any body who could teach ‘anything
to keep ourselves occupied. Abraham
Linceln and William Carey we are
told were self - educated men in some

We played all the games possi-
ble with improvised material,” We
were forced to make hockey sticks

out of curved branshes of trees
and hockey and cricket balls from
strips of raw latex rubber pealed

off from trees in the neighbourhood.
There were only solid rubber tyres
for bicycles. There were no radios,
no newspapers, no ¢ontact with the
outside world, no banks, no regular in-
come, no pensions and we had to barter
our goods from time to time to live,
There were no medicines and very
often we had a rice meal only once
a month or even at longer intervals.
We could hardly get any proper clo-

_thing. Those above fifteen years of

age and who were unemployed were co-
nscripted for military service. Indians
and Ceylonese of this age had to go to
the nearest office of the Indian Nati-
onal Army headed by Netaji Subhas
Chandra Bose and take the oath of
allegiance to serve the Indian National
Army when called for. Some women
my classmates too had to serve the
Rani of Jansi Regiment headed by
Captain Lakshmi Menon, There was
a Lanka Corps of the Indian Nati-
onal Army. Since | was fortunate
to get a job as a clerk / typist in
the Internal Affairs Department of
the Japanese Imperial Government,
| was exempt from military service.
When the atom bombs were dro-
pped on Hirosima and Nagasaki in
August 1945 the war came to an
abrupt halt. Even this news reached
us only ten days later. Many of us
rushed back te Jaffna as early as
possible to meake up the lost time.

But we came hare somewhat educa-
ted in many ways. We were able to
contribute much te the schools here.

Some of us formed the first hoc-
key -team at Jaffna Collegse. Every
activity in the Colleges here had
new life due to our maturity, experies
nce and sense of respensibility,

the London Matriculation and inano-
ther two years time the London Inter
Examinations. | was appointed Prin-
cipal of Jaffna Coliege at a cempa-
ratively young age and the experi-
ence and skills gainad during those
war years turned out to be my
 finest hour "’. Looking back on those
so called years of deprivation, | can

only thank my parents, techers and

pastors for all that they did for us

Even those influences that
are net really taught pass over to
the young in our care in very effective
ways.

Whenever | think of my dear
master, of the days | spent in his
classes two things come to my

mind, | have observed that by nature
he moved with everyone in a humble
and simple way and treated everyone
with love and deference. Above ev-
erything else, for us students it is
two amiable qualities of his that
are always uppermost in our minds.
The first is his teaching exeellencer
In the teaching of the Commerce
subject no one could hold a can-
dle to him especially in its clarity
and easy comprehensien in which
they are presented. No matter how
many questions or how many times
students asked questions to clear
their doubts, he would answer them
all with great patience and explain
them very lucidly until their desire
for learning was satiated. Besides,
he believed that the students kn-

owledge should not be Ilimited to
the curriculum of studies but that
it should extend beyond this pers-

pective and so he led them on to
wider horizens by giving his valu-
able advice to student organisations
such as the ‘Commerce Students
Union.” In order that students who
learn under him would gain a broad
oultook and knowledge, he realissd
that the teacher should in the first
place be well learned himself, And
so wilh that end in view we all
know he pursued post Graduate St-
udies. The second aspect of our
revered teachers life was the great con-
cern he had for all the problems and
rights of the students. Whatever
problems the students had, he trea-
ted them as his own and advised
them and whenever he noted a ch-
ange in the attitude of students he
never failed to find out the cause
and help them. These sterling qua-
lities endeared him to all his stud-
ents and earned him their fullest

respect. We also know how he held
responsible posts in the Teachers
Guild and thereby worked for the
betterment of the tutorial staff and
through them the studnts.

Today our students, the teachers,
his family and our enlightened so-
ciety are mourning the loss of such
a great and humane personalily.

We do not know who is to con-
sole whom, We can only cry out in
despair and helplessness, say that
such a tragic death should not have
overtaken him and wrenched him
away from us. The! greaest truibute
we can pay to his memory is to
make his!tdream to come true and to
weave  into our lives his noble cha-
raeteristics of compassion, his broad -
mindedness and clear headedness.

Canagarajah's early days  were in
Kopay where he grew up as the
seventh child of Mr and Mrs. Chin-
nappah, both heads of Tamil Scho-
ols in Kopay. Mr. Chinnappah acc-
~epted the Christian faith while at
training school. The combination of
late conversion and Tamil school
Mmaster was a formidable one for
strict discipline in the home, family
Prayers morning and night and the
Iibe_ral use of the red, all according
to the good book, which left a las-
ting impression on all the children.

Canagarajah’s academic brilliance
showed up early in life when in year
5 from Kopay Christian College, he
won the very prestigious § Denham
scholarship, an award given to just
one student in ‘the country, each year.
This scholarship he carried right
through his scholastic careef. Soon
after, he moved to St. John's where
he had an equally brilliant career
winning ‘ numerous prizes for acad-
emic achievement,

From St./John’s, he moved to the
Ceylon Technijcal College in 1948, and

on graduation, his engineering career
was launched. Prefessionally he had
the hjghest qualifications in his field,
a bachelor's degree in engineering,
A. M. 1. C.E as well as the A. M.
. M. E and A. M. L Chem. E. He
was also President of the Institute
of Engineers in Jaffna for a period.
During his' career he held many
appointments with , the government,
in the Public Works Dept. and in
the Dept of Industries and also as
engineer, Jaffna Municipality. When
he left the Govt. Service, he joined
Walker and Sons, the largest cons-
truction firm in the country, and at
the young 'age of 45 rose to the
position of Chief Engineer. For a
brief period he also served as Cons-

ultant Engineer with the Nigerian
Government.

From 1979 on he man'aﬁédi:_ﬁis
own consultancy firm. He 'vtfaa“.;n.
velved in many projects and ‘can
add his name " to many prestigious
buildings, factories and bridgée like
the Star Tower, Delmon Hotel, Lu=

cky Plaza, Homagama Granité and-




Marble factory, KKS Cement Factory
Stage Il, Paranthan Chemicals, Ricket
& Colemans and Singer factories,
Weeragantota Bridge, to name a few.

He served in several Boards and
Committees like the Deaf and Blind
School, Nuffield School, Karuna Nil-
ayam, Jaffma College Technical Inst-

itute, the St. John's College and
Chundikuli Girls" College Advisory
Boards, ECLOF, Maruthanamadam

Ashram, and others. He served with
a sense of dedication, always con-
tributing of his best to the welfare
of the institutions. He was princi-
pled, highly motivated and always
prepared to speak out his mind with
conviction. He was not one of those
who was happy to follow the gen-
eral trend if he had reasons to di-
ffer. Colleagues appreciated this qu-
ality although they might have found
it inconvenient at times.

When his name was first prop-
osed as Manager of St. John's in
1988, both he and | eppesed the
move due to our family relations-
hip. But after coming to know him
closely, we were happy with the move
later, and ha was appointed Manager
in early 1890. | knew that he will
never let our relationship interfere
with his duties as Manager. If he
disagreed with my decisions er felt
I was wrong he would express it,
even more forcefully than anyone
else | Knew. | therefore learnt to respect
him all the more.

It was during this period that
we developed such closeness, con-
sulting each other on a daily basis,
which lasted right te the time of
his demise. It was because of him,
we embarked on an ambitious bui-
Iding project for St. John's at a cost
of Rs. 4 million. He was the arehi-
tect, consultant engineer, supervisor

' ces free.

and the guiding light. He wead to
come daily to spend time on the
projeet usually traveling from Inuvil
on a bicycle bar. The building was
three fourths complete when trou-
bles broke out. it was his Iabour
of love for his old school and when
completed, will be a lasting mon.
ument to his memory.

Apart from all these large proj-
ects, his greatest cont.ibution te the
country and the eommunity was in
the many church and church related
projects that he planned and built,
He was associated with practically
every Church renovation and related
buildings in Jafina in the past 25
years to which he gave his servi-
He was responsible for
the building of the Karunanilayam
Complex at Kilinochchi, the Nuffield
Deaf and Blind School Complex of
which he was alse Manager, many
of the buildings at the Ashram at
Maruthanamadam and the Tharmap-
uram church. The two chapels he
built at Karuna Nilayam and Kaithadj
will be a lasting tribute of his con-
tribution to church architecture, where
he has incorporaied the Oriental
design in church building.

Apart from this, many friends
and associates called on him to
design houses, modifieation and the
like which he again undertook as a

service to his fellow men. In fact
when any building proeject was mo-
oted in the Christian community

in Jaffna, Canagarajah’s name wouid
immediately come up and he was
always ready and willing.

He was a family man to the
hilt. Coming from small beginnings,
he who had attained great heights,
saw to it that other members were
given a hand. He heiped his nephews




and nieces to come up in life. From mid
1990, when he moved over to Colombo
because of the troubles, he could
neither get beck to Jaffna nor did
he let his wife Joy desert her pat-
ients at Mec. Leod Hospital, Inuvil
where she was in charge and the
only doctor. He was more concerned
of the sick people of Jaffna than
his own welfare.

Canagarajah was a devout Chrj-
stian, always thinking and acting
like ene. He served the Lord in the
Ministry of the Church as lay prea-
cher conducting Sunday worship at
the CSI Church at Inuvil. He was
also called upen to preach in other
churches too. His personal life was
true to his upbringing, a true Chri-
stian life of strict discipline in all
aspects of his life. In spite af his
heart condition, he worked very hard
and kept long hours till the end.
He would say that his work was
what kept him geing and that he
derived a lot of satisfactien and
pleasure in his work, especially those
he undertook as a service, and rather
than being a stress, he relaxed better
when he was deing what he knew
best and enjoyed most.

The hallmark of his life was
not his brilliance, nor his professi-
onal excellence, nor his outstanding
achievements in life but his utter
simplicity, humility, sincerity, and in-
tegrity. His humility was such that
it was often defacing. Many a time
pepole who met him for the first
time at a building site, mistook him
for a contractor or a technical assi-
stant, seldom f{or a high calibre eng-
ineer that he was. He was not in-
terested in being judged by his
appearance but rather by what he
was. After a couple of meetings,
no one had any doubts about his
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professional credentials. In everything
he did, he was most sincere and
always liked to be in the background
rather than steal the lime — light.
Most of the time, few were aware
of his immense contribution to the
many Church projects- He did what
he did not for the kudos but as a
service. And lastly, he was a man
of total integrity who would never
compromise the truth or be associ-
ated with anything that was not
honest or completely clean.

That Canagarajah was a brilliant
engineer is aceepted in the profess-
ion. But he always felt that whatever
he had achieved in life was best-
owed by God, and that his profe-
ssion was a calling and a vocation.
What God had blessed him with, he
did not want te use it to further
his own interests. He was in such
demand as a consultant that he
could have been very wealthy man
if he had wanted. But rather he chose
to use his gifts for the Glory of
Him who gave it. He therefore went
out of his way to use his talents
and expertise as an engineer in the
service of his Lord and his commu-
nity. It eould be said witheut fear
of contradiction that this was the
hallmark of his life and he was
unigue in this respect,

Although small in stature, he
was like a mustard seed. In every
respect, he had achieved greatness
in his own life time. He will be
remembered, especially by the Christ=
ian community in Jaffna for what
he did. To his family, we extend
our sympathies and our prayeis. They
should all be proud that there was
one among them who could be con-
sidered great, and thatis a privilege.
Generations to come will remember
him with love, respect and gratitude.

Mr. C. J. Eliathamby

Mr. C. J. Eliathamby who served this ins-
titution with honour, dignity and intergrity for
two decades passed away on the 28th of No-
vember 1991. C. J. E- as he was popularly
known among his colleagues and friends joi-
ned the staff of $t John's en May Day in
1948. He joined the teaching service in 1935
as lecturer at Nallur Training, College. He
moved into Kopay Christian College in 1947
and frem there came to St. John's.

Having, completed a teacher training course in Tamil he proceeded
to India and obtained his Batchelor's degree in Arts at Madras Chri-
stian College and, went on to complete his masters degree in Education at
the same institution. He had his Post Graduate Studies in Education
at Birmingham (U. K. ) and in addition became a proud passessor of
Teacher Councellor's Certificate - Ceylon. Mr. Eliathamby was a very
saccessful teacher of Geography and Tamil in the H. S. C, Classes -
equivalent to present day A/L.

While at Schoel he held various offices with distinction and made his

presence felt at St. John's from the time of his appointment. He was appo-
inted Middle School Supervisor in 1954 and held this post until 1950 He

served on the College Advisory Board from 1954 to 61, was Hostel Master
1954 — 59 and Senior House Master — Peto. Mr. Eliathamby was elected
president of the Teachers’ Guild in 1961. As master - in charge of orat-
orical contests in Tamil and Teacher Counsellor he proved his mettle.

During. his tenure of office as Middle Schoel Supervisor his advice
and guidance to students were of immense value. His majestic figure
and brisk walk depicted signs of a strict disciplinarian. He left St.

John’s on April fool’s day in 1968, but continued to be in touch with
it's developments and activities.

The last occasion | met him before his death, was on the 21st
of September 1991 at Vaddukottai during the 175th year anniversary

celebrations of the C. 8. |. Although he appeared physically weak his

memeory was as sharp as ever. Members of the Staff and Old Boys attended
his funeral at Navaly.

We extend our deepest sympathies to members of his family. May
the good Lord bless and grant them comfort.
