Down memory Lane, in mid fifties, on the Central side comes the names of
Ethirveerasingam brothers, R.K.V.Premachandra, Bunny Vantwest, C.Nagendra, Ranjan
Alagaratnam and during early sixties M.Sivaratnam, J Kanaganayagam, Tharmarajah and
V.T.Mahalingam. : ' :

On the St.John's side in mid fifties Mahalingam brothers, Tissanayagam brothers,
Shanmugarajah, K aruniyarajan, Balakrishana Somanathar and during early s ixities
D.J.N.Selvadurai, Deivendra brothers, Kanagadurai and Sooriyakumar to name a few.

These were the years, I was schooling at Jaffna Hindu College and represented the
school in Cricket and soccer during early sixties.

It used to be a treat to see the revelers of both schools, present and past performing
the then famous Rock N Roll and the twist, the Belly and Hulla and Huloo.

A account on cricket will not be complete without a reference 10 our Annual Match against
St John’s College. This fixtwre which is regarded as the 'Big match’ of the north is said to be the -
oldest in the Island next to the Royal-Thomian Matel. Recoklds areay m!’ubfe do.shavw that this meateh
started in 1905. Some old boys who figured in this series about 50 years ago say that.the first maich
was played about 4 or 3 years earlier to 1905. '

Mi:A. G.Charles, retired teacher of St.John s writes.to me saying. "I am sure I played in the
st.John’s , Central matches i 1901 and the early part of1902 as a student at St.John's
1 joined the staff in September, 1902 and still kept playing in cricket and football matches aguainst
Colleges, In those days masters also, joined boys in ci .rd(ef and foothall matehes.

This is also supported by MrK.Chornalingum and old Johnian,who writes thus: I can
recount every single in-cident in these marches in 1904 (o 1909 when I played”. Ile continues: “In
1904 St.Joln's played two matches ugainst Central, the first one on 12§”’- May 1904. This ended in an
innings victory to Central. Iwas caught by R.R. Nedlial in the first ball:off Rev. W.M.P. Wilkes and in
2 innings I was bowled in the second ball 1 faced. In both innings Mr. Wilkes got me otit for ‘two
ducks’. The second matehwas played.in September 1904 and this ended in dnother innings victory.
Jor Central. .

Accounting to Mr. Chornalingan: there wa.wm mqtch in 1995 He wmes fm ther ‘In )‘906
Central won by 9 wickets. R.C. Thambial was Capnon of Central. In this inatch I entered first and
carried the bat through the innings, scoring 27 runs. LI Alexander came from his sick-bed and
bowled for Central. [He bowled for Central. He bowled only 3 overs and in the last. Took 4 wickels
(H.C Aiyadurai F.Vancuylenberg. Dunstan de Niese and A’G Charles.) After the third over he fuinted
and was carried away'. Earlicr in this article I have quoted Rev. Wilkesreference to the incident in
1906.

The St.John's - Central cricket match apart from Being the most important cricket Jixture to
the Schools has become a big social event in Jaffmt. It is generally the last cricket match for the
season and is looked forward to with keen-ness by the two school-Old Boys and even the public.
Apart from the social aspect of it, this match is gererally ﬁn’-l of. Thrills and excilement and it has

been particularly so during the past few years.

some people as “unsporting” and “not cricket”, etc. 1 do not agree with tI¥s view because under

certain circumstances ‘going for a drew’ Is part of the game. A team trying (o averl defeat by
making a determined effort lo ‘draw’a game does something which is very creditable and some
times very difficult. A situation like this arose in « St.Jhon v-Central match a few years ago. St john's
started their second innings half an hour before Lunch on Saturday. Central had a good I* innings
lead and St.john s know that unless they baited for a considerably long time after lunch, they would
lose the match. They therefore decided to ctiempt a ‘draw’ kmowing that Central’s attack was very
strong. This meant staying at the wickets for 4 hours. in spite of « desperate at tempt to get their
opponents.

One hundredth anniversary, though it is a mental construct, for those
associated with such an event it is not only an admirable milestone
but also an achievement to be proud of. It is incumbent on us who
are living, to honour those who contributed to this achievement.
We also have a responsibility to ensure that the event’s growth and
progress goes on ad infinitum.

| admire those who played in the first match in 1904 and
those who organized it, and for continuing the series with missing only three of the matches.
- Once because of a dispute between schools stemming from a football match in 1947, and
the other two because of the war that made refugees of the whole population of the Jaffna
peninsula. It is a tribute to the administrators, teachers and criketers two of the premier
institutions of learning and sports.

After the displacement in 1996 and 1997, as soon as the people returned, the big
match recommenced giving the participants and spectators a moment of relief from their
trauma. Educational institutions have a life that never ends. Events generated by them take
a life of their own. Interruptions notwithstanding, cricket matches small and big goes on.

 May the great educational institutions, through sports and leaming, begin and enhance
. peace for our people. '

In this first centenary, we who are fortunate to live, and those more fortunate to be a
witness and enjoy the match can reflect on the past matches and dream about the second,
. third and other centenaries to come. Many of us spent ten to thirteen years in our schools.
| The schools were our second home and to some the first home. We are therefore witness to
i the same number of big matches and other events of a school. We continue to keep ourselves
informed through our younger brothers, children or friends, and alumni organizations of the
school.

Our memories of the great Central - St Johns match can only be of those during out
time in school. Every decade there is at least one match that stands out. It need not be the
one we played. My brothers tell me of other matches they played that were equally exciting.
It is presumptuous for anyone to claim that that one match they saw is the match of the
Century. | pay tribute to the school administrators for saving most of the important records
of all the matches that were played even after the displacement of all the schools in the
Jaffna peninsula. Such is the importance of cricket and the big match for the schools.

During the 100 years of cricket, Jaffna Central fielded many brothers in the team.
There were two, three and even four brothers who played continuously. | can only remember
those brothers who played during my time or my brothers’time at Central.

As opening bowler | had the pleasure of getting the wickets of Mike Denness, Keith
Eletcher and Peter Denning and bowling to all the others giving up less than three runs an
over.

Our school cricketing heroes were W. Pathmanathan, Sivapatham, V.D.
Jeyaratnasingam, K. Shanmugam and my brother Rajasingam. Shanmugam who moved
from St Patricks to Central and Rajasingam were the heroes of the greatest big match during
my time at school.

The most memorable match during my 11 years at Central. The match took place in
1951 at Central grounds. Then there was the Clock Tower End and the Town Hall End. Now,
the war had deprived us of the majestic and symbolic Town Hall building with its unique
architecture. Nor do we have the beautiful Subramaniam Park. We can now call that end
ihe Lagoon End. If not for the protest of the people of Jaffna we would be calling that end the
High Security Zone End! We can thank fate for us to call the other end the Clock Tower
End. Appropriately enough it was Prince Edward Prince of Wales who laid the foundation

stone, or was it that he opened it, in 1894, Unknown persons removed the bronze plague
that had the inscriptions depicting that event during the war. Prince Charles, Prince of Wales,

fittingly opened the renovated clock tower.

The Town Hall End is still an uphill run to the bowling crease. The pitch t?ver years
has risen higher than the ground, Even after one hundred years of cricket we still have no
turf wickets to play. But ;
cricket goes on with the same spirit and pleasure. Events that gave tjrs p!easur? or pain
deep enough lo vibrate our nerve fibers through crescendos and diminuendos time after
time from beginning to end are etched not only in our brain but in all the nerve and body

cells in our body. Such was the big match of 1951.

Each cricket season, like football or athletic season, is a complete episode of a never-
ending drama, Though the time and the players teachers and coaches change they add
their own dimension, tone, colour and form to the drama. In that crucible of the playing field
the life of the players are tested and forged to face the realities of life after school. The
prologue of the drama starts at practice and proceeds through selection of the team and
captain. There Is intrigue, tear jerking sadness, anger, jealousy, exuberance and the joy of
being selected

to be part of thg team or captaining it or being dropped from the team or being unfairly
genled from being the captain of the team.

The expectation in the Central-St Johns match is such that as the Innings progress
the excltement rises to a crescendo, It is a drum beaten to a rh ythm raising to its climax with
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everincreasing speed and ends in a flurry of action with a well earned win to the team which
enjoys the feeling of achieving a peak experience in contrast to the team that drops to the
. depth of despair. Such was that 1951 big match. But in some season the big match ends
i in atame draw. Some other match steals the show with its version of heightened excitement.
In each match there is a personal story of each of the players and the coach who is the
teacher, in situ parent, friend and confidant.

'ﬁ A cricket game itself, though a whole, is part of a whole season which in turn is part of
! the whole perpetual life of a school, is composed of plays. Some episodes are sad, others

are enjoyable and others are thrillers with suspense and actions that keep the protagonist

and the antagonist battling with gains and losses back and forth. Such moments keep
| their supporters and spectators on their toes urging the players to perform at their best. The
spectators are so immersed in the progress of the game that they become part of it as if
they are the players keeping their eyes glued to every ball from the start of the bowlers run
until it becomes a dead ball starting all over again.

The spectators are one with the team and put themselves in place of the players to
the extent that their hearts beat raises, their hair stand on its end, arms are full with goose
pimples with every moment of suspense, their muscles tense and relax, their eyes and
mind focus on the ball. Allimages and sound around them are a blur. The battle between
the batsmen, be they defenders or hitters or who play by the book, and the bowlers, be they
| fast or spin specialists are dramas within a game. The wits and skills of the batsmen and
' the bowler in friendly combat is a joy to watch. Such is the game of 1951. | never took my
' eyes off a ball from the beginning to the end of the 1951 match. We the spectators become
| the overt expression of the thoughts and actions of the players bent on their skill in playing
 the game. They have neither the time nor energy to spend on expressing what they feel
~ and think of their own and their teammates’ performance. The players are bound by their
respect for the rules of the game, the decisions of the umpire and importantly the tradition
of the game left to them by those who went before them.

It is with a heavy heart that | leave the shores of this Island today, my home, without watching
the 100" anniversary match. Immersed in my work | lost track of time to plan my stay in
Jaffna to be a witness to the Centenary match. | wish the best to all of those of you who have
the fortune and pleasure to be part of the celebrations. To the players | wish you the best
and wish | were you once again. Enjoy every minute of it imespective of whether you succeed
or fail or your team wins or loose. Be proud that you have become a member of the family
of cricketers of the big match. You worked hard and long for it and no one can take it away
from you. Years of hard work for a memory of a life time and be recorded in the sports
history of your school for those who come after you to read long after you have played your
innings — the one inning life gave you.

During our time the matches started at 1:00pm on a Friday and ended the next day
at 6:00pm. During this time most of the game ends in a win or a loss. But the time was not
enough to finish a normal two innings for each team. | am glad now that three days are

E allocated for the match. Friday afternoon was school time till 4:00pm for all except the
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players for normal matches. But for the Big match the school closes at lunchtime. We were s
therefore in place under the shade of the trees orin a tent put up for the match. There were
no walls. Spectators stood around the field to watch. For the big match like for athletic
meets the streets on all four sides were packed and buses had to be re-routed.

Central batted first, and we were all out on the first afternoon for 156 runs and St |
johns faced the an over each from Shanmugam from the Clock Tower end and f?ajasingam
from the Town Hall end. Shanmugam at about 5’9" was shorter than Rajasingam at 6.
Shanmugam had a longer and faster run-up than Raj. Both bowled about the same speed.
Shanmugam’s deliveries were of good length all the time and the ball never bounced. Raj
on the other hand bowled slightly short of the length and bounced the ball at chest and
head length of the batsmen. He was therefore intimidating and batsmen often were afraid
to face him and gave catches. When the balls of both of them hit the wicket, it was often on
the top of it and the wicket carfwheeled past the wicket keeper who stood at a great distance
from the wicket. When the balls touched the bails they flew near the boundary line.
Notwithstanding these two bowlers’ pace and intimidation, no wickets fell on the two overs in
the fading light as the sun set in the lagoon.

Shun who was two years older to Raj grew up together in Athiady where we played
cricket, Athletics and football during each of the three season. Others who played with us
since 1943 went to St Patricks, St Johns or Hindu. Many families and youths from Athiady
came to witness the match where their two fast bowlers in the district and probably in the
schools in Ceylon were playing.

At the end of the first day all we talked about was about the match. At home where
two half brothers and two cousins who lived with us made eight of us and all we talked about
was about the match on the way fo the Nallur temple and on the way back until we slept.
The next moming St Johns batted and was all out for 103 runs. Then a confident and
spirited St Johns went in to bat their second innings.

Disaster struck in the form of Thevanayagam. Central batsmen could not play
Theva’s spins. He was like Muralitharan now. His style and strategy and how he got the
batsmen in knofs was a joy to watch for anyone who appreciated the game of cricket
irespective of which side he was chairing. The Johnians cheering squad was dancing and '
one of them was riding about on a big horse as they did the evening before. The Central
cheenng Squad rose to shrill when the team scored a run and fell in deep silence when the
wickets fell. They fell in quick succession and we were all out for the lowest score everof 35
runs. Those who went out to the Milk Bar in the corer of Main Street and first cross streets
or to the comer tea boutique on Chapel Street and First Cross Street missed Central’s
collapse and watch the magnificent bowling of Thevanayagam. Those who went to the
“Peddi Kade in front of the St Peters Chapel watched the fun sipping the mid-day tea.

These landmarks were destroyed during the war but the memories of past big matches and
the spirit of school cricket goes on.

With the fall of the last wicket it was lunchtime. Thevanayagam took most of the
wickets and Yogarajah aided him well from the opposite end. Central was all out for 35
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runs. Inone morning 20 wickets had fallen and that was a record at that time and may still be
a record.

My advice to my brother when both teams were entering the school Boarding
compound to have lunch in the dinning hall, was, “Don’t eat rice and curry, it will make you
sleepy and slow. Eat only bread or a light meal.” It was a practice that | learned from high
jumping and which | followed throughout my athletic and cricketing career later. It is what
most athletes | knew around the world practice now. Whether he took the advice or not, |
could not eat much. We ran all the way home a mile away and all the way back so that we will
not miss the first ball. What stuck in my mind was the score needed to win. We never
thought of Central loosing. The game is never over until the last ball comes to rest.

St. Johns batted carefully as they had to get only 86 runs for a win and they had all
afternoon from 1:30pm till 6:00pm with a half hour break for Tea.” For two and a half-hour
Shanmugam and Rajasingam bowled accurately and the fielding was tight. We could see
Central players were determined to win. The wickets started falling. Rajasingam was getting
tired and Captain Jeyaratnasingam bowled one over from the Town Hall end. But it was an
expensive over. The break however gave Rajasingam a breather and he was back on full
speed the next over. Jeyaratnasingam’s captaincy was great. He took upon himselfto give
Rajasingam a break but as he realized he was not being effective so he gave the ball back
to Rajasingam. Shanmugam did not show any sign of tiring and seemed he can go on
forever which he did.

At Tea St John’s had scored only 27 runs but lost five wickets to Rajasingam and
Shanmugam. On the first over after Tea Rajasingam started and took a wicket and
Shunmugam took a wicket in the next over. The collapse had started but the Johnian's were
determined to weather the fast bowlers till they got tired and wait for the other bowlers. St.
Johns had 19 runs to win with three wickets in hand. Soon with three wickets in hand St
Johns needed only 12 runs to win. All around the field the crowds were cheering both sides
but there were more Central supporters. Two more wickets fell and St Johns had eight to
draw orwas it nine but it was close. Shanmugam has taken five wickets in the second innings
for a total of 10 wickets for the match. Rajasingam has taken four wickets in the second
innings for a total of nine wickets for the match.

The last pair was batting and Shanmugam was bowling from the Clock Tower End
without a stop the whole afternoon. On the last ball the batsmen pushed the ball to Ainsley
Van Twest at short mid-wicket. The batsmen on the bowler’s end called for a run and ran.
The batsmen sent him back. It is said later that neither of them wanted to face Rajasingam
who bounced the ball a lot at high speed. The batsmen at the bowlers end tried to return to
the crease. Ainseley threw the ball and hit the wicket directly and the batsmen could not
return in time and was given out. Central had won by eight or nine runs. The field got crowded
with spectators and the Central bowlers, Shanmugam and Rajasingam, and Ainseley Van
Twest and Captain Jeyaratnasingam were heroes. Allthe cricket lovers went through opposing
emotions as their team struggled till the end. Both sides accepted the win and the defeat
with grace. So did the spectators.
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The whole game was a drama with fortune changing hands with every hour aqd at the

end every minute. Both sides fought well. We went home proud that two Athiady cricketers

had made history and Central as a team played a determined game and beat a team that

was equal in every respect. Is this the match the match of the Century? It is difficult to say

because there is no common judge. If we were to selecta match of the decade for the fifties,

in my view, this match would be it. Many of those who studied at both colleges would concur
1 think.

Most of those who played that game lived their life and performed their duties well.
Most of them are not with us anymore. Some others are in their seventies. During their
lifetime they had in one match or other, like one moment or other in their lives, experienced
the joy of peak performance, and also felt the depth of despair in their share of tragedies.
Cricket and sports in general have given them a sample of their life to come and how to deal
with success and failures. Schools have given the sportsmen of yesterday and today this
opportunity to sample of life without serious consequences.

Schooling gives knowledge and understanding to pass examinations. It is education
that prepares the youths to be a responsible part of society and contribute to the well being
and growth of the society they live in and society at large. We hope our secondary and
tertiary education system will provide a well-rounded education to our youths to meet the
demand of a society at war to defend its rights and the survival of its culture.

It is in this field at Central under the watchful eyes of the clock tower, the nurturing
gardens of the Subramaniam Park, the lotus and lilies in the pond, that thousands of
sportsmen, including myself, received oureducation. | would not be wrong if | said that this
playing field is the anvil which shaped our future with repetition of hot and cold, and triumphs
and tragedies. Sportsmen may come and sportsmen may go but this playing field at Central,

like the playing fields of all schools, will go on forever teaching the children about triumphs
and tragedies.

Most of us have studied the ‘water Cycle or hydrological system'.
Water circulates from clouds to the soil streams to river to the ocean and

then returns to the clouds. When the system backsup there is a flood. A
flood is an imbalance.

A number of factors can contribute to
the imbalance including Heave intense including, Run off from
a deep snow cover. Over saturated soil when the ground can'’t
hold any more water. Frozen Soil, High river stream or reservoir
level caused by excessive rainfall and Urbanization or lots of
by i, ‘,,, .; eity 't‘ buildings and parking lots.

There are two basic types of floods. In a regular river
flood, water slowly climbs over the edges of a river. The more dangerous type, a flash
flood, occurs when a wall of water quickly sweeps over an area.

River flooding while often more damaging to property is much easier tc predict.
The hand around the river is called a watershed. When rain falls on a watersned the nand
'sheds’ the water in to the river water is collected over a broad area and funneled te the
river.

Human activity that changes the surface of the earth also affects the water cycle
and can course floods. Buildings, Parking, lots and roads, replace grass and dirt with.
Concrete usually soil acts like a sponge and soaks up a fair portion of rainwater. In Crowded
cities and town rainwater flows in to storm. Sewers and drainage ditches and over loads
them. An Urban area can be flooded by rainfall that would have had no impact in a rural
area.

Destruction of the nation’s wetlands, swampy hand along the edges of scivie rivers,
may also contribute to floods. When it rains the wetland acts like a sponge and stores the
extra water.

Floods are primarily natural events although human activity influences the frequency
and severity of floods. Our best defence against floods in an understanding of the way
