Glimpses into the history of the Atchuvely Church

[Prepared by P, J. Thambiratnam on the oceagion of the 90th Anniversary

of the founding of the Church,

There are records to indicate
that evangslical work was done
at Atechuvely from about the vyear
1854, Such work was done from
Udupiddy as head guarters where
a Church had been already esta-
blished in 1847. The Christians
resident at Atchuvely and at
Thondamannar were registered in
the books of the Udupiddy Church
aad were regarded as members
of that Church,

By ambout 1887, a worker by
the npame of Joseph Manickam
Sanders was sent to work at
Atchuvely. Although he worked
at Atchuvely, he and his family
were regarded as members of the
Uduapiddy Church.

At that time there were in
Atchuvely two great communities,
the Catholics and Hindus. These

. two commaunities did not view
with favour the Christian work
done at Atchuvely and there was
real opposition to the work from
the Hindu Community. The oppo-
sition came to a head when Mr,
Sanders endeavoured to build a
new Church on the ruins of an
old Dutch Church. At that time
there lived in Atchuvely a pro-
minent and influential Hindu by
the name of Kanapathy Udayar,
and complaints were made to him

about the activities of Mr. Sap.-

ders. Kaoapathy Udayar sum-
moned Mr, Sanders and interro-
gated him about his activities ang
. ®ims and further programme of
work, "Mr. Sanders made out his
case so well that Kanapathy Uda-
yar decided not omly to ask the
members of his commuanity to
abandon the opposition, but also
to belp Mr. Sanders in his work,
He acted accordingly and in course
of time a close friendship deve-
loped between the families of
Kanapathy Udayar and Mr. San.
ders. This friendship extended to
the second and third genmerations,
Some of the children of Kana-
pathy Udayar embraced Christia-
oity in due course and were mem-
bers of the Atchuvely Church,

Mr. Sanders was able to ge-
cure anetbersuseful friendship from
the Catholic community as well,
This friendship greatly influenced
his life and work, The foremost
person in the Catholic community
at that time was Thambimuthy
Pulavar, He was not only a
wealthy poet, but also the pro-
prietor and Editor of a bilingual
paper called i Enpglish " The
Tribune” and in Tamil * San-
marka Pothini”', The famous Seha-
lar Father Gnanapiragasar was his
stepson. It was reported that
Mr. Sanders was of assistance to
Thambimuthu Puolavar in publish-
ing his paper. Whatever it was,
a close friendship grew between
the two and it lasted lifelong.

The work on the Church
building commenced in 1883 and
there is reason to bealieve that it
was completed in abour 1891, By
the end of the year 1591, the
Christiau community resident in
Atchuvely snd in Thondamannar
made a request to the them Mis-
gion Council, that they desired to
function a3 @& separate church at
Atchuvely, and to have Mr, J. M.
Sanders a6 their pastor, This re-

quest was acceded to and the
Atchuvely Church was recognized
and functioned as a separate en

tity from January 1892 The
members . at that time numbered
24, Mr, ]J. M. Sanders was ap-

pointed Worker. In May the same
year, he was ordained pastor at
the Atchuvely Church, This was
the first important eveat that took
place in the new Church, At
the Ordination Service, Rev. C. M.
Sanders, who was worker at Ka-
ralnagar, gave the right hand of
fellowship,

Rev. J. M. Sanders
assistant Workers, one N. V.
Joseph from Madduvil at Atchu-
vely and William Vythilingam from
Arwchuvely at Thendamannar,

Once the Church was esta-
blished, attention was paid to
educational service. Tamil Schools

were established at Thondaman-
nar, lIdaikadu, Kathiripai and Na-
vakiri, An English School was
established at Atchuvely. It is
said that the English Sehaol was
established mainly on the initia-
tive of the above-mentioned Tham-
bimuthu Pulavar,

Moonlight evangelical meet-
ings were held regularly at Thon-
damannar, Thampalai, Navakiri
and other places, and several per-
sons were converted. Prohibition
mestings on a grand scale were
beld in Atchuvely and surround-
ing areas with the co-operation
of adherents.

The membership of the Atcha-
vely Church hand gone up to 71
by 1906; and in that year Rev,
Sanders was transferred to Udu-
piddy. Rev. S. R. Hitehcock suc-
ceeded Rev. Sanders at Atchuvely,
and worked there till 1910. Dur.
ing his period of service he en-
abled several Hindu young men
to persue their education in Mis-
sion Schools and Colleges. Some
of them embraced Christianity.

Rev. E. T. Williams was
appointed to serve at Atchuvely
from 1910, while there, he received
his ordination. During his period
of service attention was paid to
another aspect of mission work,
viz medical service. The pastor
bimself rendered this service. It
was rumoured at that time that
he had been at the Medical College
for some time before joining the
ministry, He conoverted one ef the
roomé in the parsonage into a
dispensary and rendered free
medical service to all and Sunday,
His service was greatly appreci-
ated in the village. At that time
there was no Government dispen-
sary, on private medical practitioner
at Atchuvely. Cases beyond the
pastor’s skill were sent by him
to Manipay or Inuvil Hospital.

While he was serving at
Atchuvely, his son Ariam Williams
went to study Theology at Seram-
pare University. He was said to
be the first student from Jaffos
to do so. When Rev. Williams
was trangferred to Puogudutivy

Rev. V. M. John served at
Atchuvely from 1921 —1923 and
was succeeded by Rev, L. N.
Hitchcock, son of Rev, S. R.
Hitcheock who served earlier.
Rev. L. N. Hitchcock was ordained
in 1926 at the Atchuvely Church.
During his time, a Village Coun-
cil was established for the first
time in Atchuvely and Rev, Hitch-
cock was elected a member. A
parishoner, L. S, Ponniah, was
elected Chairman of the Village
Couancil. The prestige of the
Atchuvely Church rose high in
the village. Rev, L. N, Hitch-
cock was transferred to Datch
Presbyterian Church in 1926,

In 1931, there came to At-
chavely Church for the first time
& paster who did not wear a coat,
and whose clothes were made of
kadar. It was Rev. S. Kulendran
who later beeame the first Bishop
of the J. D.C.S.1. His apparel
was a novelty in the Church as
well as in the village. Attracted
by bis sermons and his persona-
lity several young men gathered
round the Church and the par-
SOnage.

In 1932 Rev. B. C, D, Ma.-
ther was appointed worker. Dur-
ing the period of his service
glazed windows and fanlights were
provided to the Church for the
first time. This was said to be
a donation from the Mather fami-
ly. In 1935 Rev. Mather was
succeeded by Rev. J. V. J. Arnold
who worked at Atchuvely till
1939, :

From 1947 — 1951 Rev. K. J.
Mills was worker at Atchuvely.
Duriog his period, the <hurch
was renovated and enlarged. The
vestry and store room were added.
Rev. Milis was succeeded by the
following workers ;—

Rev. Sam Thampoe was suc-
ceeded in 1979 by Rev., A. V.
Jesuthasan who was ordained
Deacon while at Atchuvely, Dur-
ring his time improvements were
made to the Parsonage kitchen,
and water service was installed,
Since the time the government
took over the Mission Schools,
the need for & parish Hall was
keenly felt by the Church. This
need was fulfilled by the initia-
tive and um-relenting efforts of the
worker, Rev. Jesuthasan.

On Christmas day 1921 foun-
dation was laid by Rev. D. C.
Ratnasingham, the Circuit Paster,
for a parish Hall, and this was
completed in September [1982.
The Parish Hall was declared
open and dedicated by Rt. Rev.
D, ]. Ampalavaoar, Bishop, on
23rd October 1982, in the pre-
sence of a large gathering which
ineluded representatives from other
Churches.

From January 1983 a nursary
school is being run at the Parish
Hall. This service is open to the
entire village, and about 20 children
are benefitted. The impact of the
church, on the village is being
continued and fastered by this
service.

met in the premises of Methodist
Headguarters in Jaffoa on land
purchased by the Y. W. C. A,
from the Methodist Church to lay
the foundation stone. Miss Mabel
Thambiab, the Pregident of the
Y. W.C. A. traced the history of
the Y. W. C. A, and the campaign
which had been launched in 1980
to collect funds. She refersed to
the generous grant of % 10,000
by the United Church Board for
World Ministries through the
kind efforts of Dr. Telfer Mook
the Secretary. The need for the
Y. W.C, A, to serve the commu-
nity especially young girls in giy-
ing them training in various fields,
by providiog them with Hostel
Accommodation and running cre-
ches was emphasised. Mr. J. M.

Two important world events,
the Bishop said are on the cards
this year —the Seventh Assembly
of the World Council of Chur-
ches to be held at Vancouver in
July this year and the 500th
Birth Anniversary of Martin Lu-
ther to be held in Nevember.

" Jesus Christ, the Life of
the World ! is the theme of the
Vancouver Assembly. The histo-
ry of creation as we read in
Genesis tells us that God made
man in his own image but it
did not take long for man to
begin to transform his life accord-
ing to his own wishes, The re-
sult was a situation of human,
predicament typified in the para-
ble of the ‘ Tower of Babel’

It is inte such a world that
with our conflicts and confronta-
tions Christ came that ‘' they may
have life and have it abundaatly ".
The Holy Spirit, however was
not te come until Jesus was glo-
rified- " 1If I go not away, the
Comforter will not come unto you
but if I depart, I will send
Him uato you" (Jehn XVI—7)-
It was only through death and
the resurrection that the abundant
pew life was to be born.

*Jesus Christ, the Life of
the World’ is also exsmplified to
ns through the parable of the
‘ceeds’. The grain of wheat must
first die for it, to give fruit,
The mustard seed must die for it
to grow into a big tree and afford
shelter. The seeds which the
sower scatters in the field must
die before it is possible for us
to reap the harvest. The life
which we have to give must mean
the abandonment of what we hold
dear.

Five hundred years ago, Mar-
tin Luther was born as a child
of a Chureh of which bhe was
an integral part. He became also
a Minister of the Church. But
soon he found that the Chureh
was only self-preservative. It was
an inward-growing organisation
which had little relevance to
the life outside, to the problems
affeeting the life of people, Mar-
tin- Luther found that Church ce-
remonies and Chuareh doctrines
did not by themselves constitute
the ‘good news’. Jesus Christ
came into the world so that the
world may have "life”.

It is not without significance
today, that the WCC Assembly
theme at Vancouver discusses the
theme of ‘life’ at a time of nue-
lear threat which could destroy
the whole buman race, ‘' Peace
be unto you' is the mission of
the Church in the midst of the
turmoil that surrounds us — peace
that has to be achieved not by
violence but by non-violence and
sacrifice,

But this not a
general one, The Mission of the
Church today is something spe-
cific and concrefe.
to specific needs and
the lives of people. “He cured
the leper, gave sight to the blind,
brought happiness aod joy inoto
the life of a widow who had loge
an only son. The Christian Mis
sion has to be meaningful in &
particular context,

But such a mission can be
achieved only when we first are
able to " see'" our problems. be-
fore Jesus performed his miracles
of healiug, he saew their plight
and had compassion on them.
Do we see the caste barriers in
our midst: Do we see the racial
barriers that divide man and man:
do we see the poverty that ecrip-
ples so many in the midst of the
opulence around us?

When the prodigal som was
yet far off, the father saw him.
Later, the elder son also saw
him. But there was a difference.
As a Christian Church, we have
to see our problems in the light
of the ‘good news™ which we
are called upsa to share with
others.

The great need'of ounr time
in our particular context as ‘a
Church of the CSI in Jaffna is
to recapture the breadth of vision
of our pioneer missionaries —
Spaulding, Winslow, Daniel Poor,
and others whose names sutoma-
tically came to our minds when
wa named our '‘homes'" which
we have established in recent
times with the aim of altering
peaple’s lives even as they (the
old missionaries) altered, the lives
of the people amomg whom they
worked 150 years ago.

QOur field today is vast, by
all standards., In this expanmsive
context, those who will be con-
siderad well equipped for their task,
are not those who are obsessed
with their comforts, their *food
parcels' or even their ‘chariots’,
but who (like the old soldiers, of
whom we read in the old Tasta-
ment) licked the water, on their
march, without releasing their hold
on their javelins,

As Church leaders too, on the
intellectual level, our mission in
the contemporary situation, is to
cha]lunsel time-warn doctrines
misconceptions with the spirit of
Albert Elnstein who, when asked
how he discovered the Theory of
Relativity replied “ It is simple:
I only challenged what was be-
lisved to be an axiom ".

At 3 p.m. on 24-3.83, when
the Council re-assembled after the
lanch interval, the Bishop, the
Rt.
