As w prephet, bis duty should
not be merely to build but also
to destroy and above all the qua-
lity of his ministry will be deter-
mined by the measurs of his
identification  with  the people
among whom he is placed. Eze-
kiel, found the suffering of his
people so immense that he had
o say nothing—an experience that
demonstrated the measure of his
identification with the people and
the character of his pastoral Mi-
nistry, Identification is the essence
of @ Deicon's ministry.

President Jeyvawardene ad-
dressed a series of UNP meetings
held at Ratnapura, Balangoda,
Pellmadulla, Eheliyagoda and other
places in the country,

He said: If we look at the
voling pattern in the 1977 gene-
ral election we’ll ses that of the
six million (odd) votes the Uni-
ted National Party polled 3.18
million; the Sri Lanka Freedom
Party polled 1.9 million and the
LSSP polled 235,000.

If he be-
comes President he would dissolve
Parliament and call for general
elections. Under his administra-
tion, mot omly M.Ps. but their
wives and children will be called
upon to declare their assets,

He intended to extend the
life of the Presideatial Commis,
sion for another two years.

JVP's policies are intended
to bring peace and happiness to
the people rather than bave fun
and games with the eapitalist
class. The JVP is the only party
that had the confidence of the
workers peasants and the under-
privileged.

Mr. G, G, Pennanbalam (Jor.),
the Tamil candidate for the Pre-
sidential election, said that his
objective is to insist on the right
of the Tamils of this country to de-
mand a seperate Tamil Eelam.

He wanted especially a man-

Sarah Chinnammah
Kanagaratnam

The death of Sarah Chinnam-
mah Kanagaratnam occurred on
the 23rd of September at the age
of 92 at the residence of her
eldest daughter, Mrs. C. Rajasin-
gham in Nallur, The funeral took
place at St. John's Church burial

grounds Chundikuli on the 24th
evening,
Born in the Pandeterruppu

parish in 1890, she moved at the
age of four with her pareﬁtl. Mr.
and Mrs. Subramaniam Samuel to
Vavuniya. Her grandparents and
parents were the earliest Chris-
tian pioneers in the Vanni Mis-
sion along with the first C.M.S.
missionary pioneer, Rev. Arulpra-
gasam Matthias. Her mother be-
lobged te the Danvers family, a
grand daughter of one of the ear-
liest Converts to Christianity in
Tellippalai,  After her earliest
childhood in Vavuniya she joined
Uduvil Girls® School as a student
in 1903 and had her entire edu-
cation under the principalship of
Miss Susan R, Howland. Throughout
her life she bore the stamp of the
high quality of education impart-

ed in those days at Uduavil. Her
life was wallI disciplined and
ordered. She kept up her life
without resorting to the use of
glasses. Everybudy admired her
wonderful skills in needlewaorlk,
cooking, nursing and gardening,

Her mind till the end was a great
storehouse of folk medicines whig
she freely and gladly prescri
to all those who eame to her
help and advice.

Before her marriage to M.
D. S. Kanagaratoam in 1921, she
was for many years Matron and

Tamil teacher at C. M.S. Girls’
School Chundikuli when Miss
S. L. Page was Principal, She

helped the
Chundikuli in many ways and
always cherised very happy me-
mories of her Chundikuli days,
friends and pupils.

After her marriage she lived
in Colombo. Her greatest joy in
life was when her only son, the
Rev, Donald Kanagaratnam was
Ordained Priest and she followed
him with dedication to every
parish in which he served. She
was greatly loved and cared for
by the Sinhala parishioners of
Moratuwa. She spent 15 years
with her son in the Theoligical
College of Lagska, Pilimatalawa
as the oldest member of the
College Community and endeared
herself to theological students and
members of the Staff. The last
year of her life was spent in her
native Jaffnoa and it was fitting
that she laid to rest in her old
beloved parish of Chundikuli.
