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JHC OBA (UK) so far.....

The President of the OBA has asked me to chronicle the birth and growth of the JHC OBA (UK) as
a matter of historical providence. I am immensely proud to write about an organisation that T hold
close to my heart. | was, however, somewhat hesitant initially as the task is not an easy one with the
cvents, achievements and the people involved not being properly documented in the OBA files.
Having agreed to carry out the task nevertheless, I must at the very outset crave the pardon of the
unsung heroes who are not mentioned in my synopsis for no wilful reasons. The fact is that the organ-
isation has grown to such great heights today not because of any single-handed individual, but
through the collective efforts of many old boys from various walks of life expressing their gratitude
and appreciation to their Alma Mater and their respected teachers, whose yeoman service has been
the contributory factor of our personal success stories here in the UK and other parts of the world.

JHC OBA (UK) is a unique organisation in that it is the first ever overseas OBA established in 1987
by a band of young old boys inspired and co-ordinated by Mr K Secveal. The small group of enthu-
siastic old boys gathered in Holborn and unanimously elected Mr T S Perinpanathan as the President,
who still continues to take active part in the affairs of the association. For unknown reasons,
however, the OBA was defunct for a few years soon after the inaugural meeting.

The OBA was revived in 1990 with a new constitution by the late Mr S Uthayalingam, Mr
T.Ganeshwaran, Mr R.Sureshkumar and several others. The 1987 committee was re-elected and they
successfully celebrated the centenary of the School at Lola Jones Hall in South London. Since then
the OBA has undergone a period of steady growth, to the admiration and envy of other organ-
isations, focusing on fulfilling the needs of the Alma Mater which has faced untold hardships during
the past decades.

I was elected as President in 1992 and during my presidency, with the help of other enthusiastic
committee members, we were able to initiate a scholarship programme for the welfare of needy
students at JHC through funds collected by arranging cultural programmes and from donations by
our members. Under the presidency of talented Dr S Jothilingam, the Scholarship Fund not only
grew at a rapid pace, but financial assistance was also provided to the college to buy furniture and
office equipment. These magnificent efforts continued under the able presidency of
Mr. T Ganeshwaran, who successfully organised the International Convention of OBAs around the
world in 2000, to coincide with the millennium celebrations (Kalai Arasi 2000). A highly rewarding
raffle draw netted the OBA a handsome seventeen thousand pounds (£ 17,000), which was donated
to the school Scholarship Fund.

The highlight of the *Kalai Arasi 2000” was the visit by Mr.A.Srikumaran, the Principal of JHC, as
the Chief Guest. He provided the audience with a vivid account of the hardships the students and
teachers face in the day-to-day school life due to lack of books and other basic amenities. Responding
to his request, our old boys readily extended their ever-willing hands in the subsequent years,
helping the Alma Mater in many different ways. Mr A F Mariadas in his capacity as the succeeding
President continued the good work done by the OBA, successfully organising the annual cultural
evening Kalai Arasi to collect funds. The current incumbent Mr.N.Selvarajasingam continues to
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function with vigour and enthusiasm upholding the ethos of the OBA.

Following on the footsteps of the UK OBA, it is heartening to note that our brother OBAs in differ-
ent such countries as Canada, USA, Australia, Germany and Switzerland have also joined the league
offering their helping hands to our Alma Mater in a healthy competitive manner.

Unfortunately in 2002, the JHC OBA UK became a victim of its own growth. Disenchanted by the
traditional school centred focus of the JHC OBA (UK), some members chose to establish another
Association. Despite untiring efforts by our President and those of our father figure Mr V
Sivasupramaniam, a veteran retired teacher, and many other well wishers, it has not been possible to
unify the two associations under one banner.

[ am indeed delighted to learn that our highly respected teacher Mr.S.Sivaramalingam will be partic-
ipating as our Chief Guest at this yearsi Kalai Arasi. How can anyone of his students forget his won-
derful illustration of Ramayanami, let alone his golden advice on moral values mingled with jokes
like sugarcoated tablets? 1 am sure he will have a very enjoyable day in the company of his grateful
students. Incidentally, this happens to be the centenary year of the Jaffna OBA, which was inaugu-
rated in 1905,

I pray to Saraswathy, Goddess of Knowledge, to grant the required wisdom to all the old boys, to
work together hand in hand in the service to our Alma Mater, especially at a time when she needs
our help the most.

Master Plan by Kunasingam, Social Secretary, JUC OBA of Australia - This is in our web. Comments
are awaited.

Hostel complex This has become untouchable to old boys or well wishers since there is a
Government inquiry going on for some time.

Kitchen for hostel - This is being constructed by the School Development Society with funding from
the Swiss OBA branch,

Old front side - Ministry Education has allocated some money for essential repairs.
Class Rooms by the side of College Road A decision by the Ministry of Education is awaited,

Networking of computers - Our OBA in USA is funding this. Work has got slowed down as there are
some administrating changes in the College.

Ground expansion - The acquisition process is on to secure the last plot. Compensation will be paid
by the OB Trust. Since the market values of land are going up there may be some difficulty in the
funding.

Special staff for teaching English and Computers - Funded by the families of the late Mr.
A.S.Kanagaratnam and the family members of the Trust President Mr. Kailasapiilai respectively.

Payment to non-teaching staff Jaffna OBA has been funding this. With the new changes, and very
little funding left by the previous Committee, the new Committee is finding it difficult to meet these
commitments. They expect other old boys also to help out.

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JAFFNA HINDU COLLEGE AND THE NEED FOR ITS
EVOLUTION TO CATER THE PRESENT EDUCATIONAL NEEDS
OF THE JAFFNA SOCIETY

Jaffna Hindu College continues proudly and
undoubtedly as the unmatched seat for secondary
education in the North of Sri Lanka, if not for the
country as a whole. Eminent persons of scholar-
ship, entrepreneurship and statesmanship serve
the world wide and far and continue to be a living
embodiment to the ideals upon which the college
was founded. The nourishment that they derived
from their Alma Mater has left them in a never
breaking motherly relationship with the school and
today the school has one of the most wide ranging
and participatory past pupils’ associations in the
country. These associations as they have proved in
the recent past contribute to enhance the vision of
the founders of the institution which has seen more
than a century of dutiful contribution to the society.

As the Jaffna society emerges itself from
the isolation that it had been pushed into as a result
of the devastation of the two decade old war, new
challenges confront the upcoming generation. As it
is evident everywhere, Globalisation has not just
restricted itself to its economic and financial forms
but has also touched and affected the social
aspects of the society, of which education is one.
The consistent awareness that is aroused in the
society - of the need for Jaffna youth to have a
working knowledge of the English Language and
that of Computer literacy - seems to have a pro-
found effect in secondary education in Jaffna. The
youths are consistently advised to catch up the
pace of other youth communities in the country
which are forging ahead in almost all spheres of life
in the country. Thus the role of Jaffna Hindu
College, as a premier institution of secondary learn-
ing in Jaffna has got to evolve to the present needs
of the society. A well planned and comprehensive
English Language teaching and computer educa-
tion is lacking even though overcoming these short-
comings are beyond the control of the college.
There is a dearth of qualified English teachers in
Jaffna and the college is also a victim to the conse-
quences of this problem. Computer education is a
growing and flourishing business in Jaffna, where
business goals are given paramount importance.
Therefore providing a comprehensive and mean-
ingful training in this field is an urgent necessity. In
addition to financial assistance, the Sri Lankan
Diaspora which includes a large ‘Induvin
Maintharhal community’, should also come forward

to provide with the human resources, for which our
Alma Mater has gone for begging in recent times.
Beyond English Language proficiency and comput-
er literacy proper career guidance should also be
imparted to the student community, which still holds
on to the conservative careers as the only avenues
and is reluctant to recognize the new careers that
are in offer
Yet another problem that the school

community in Jaffna faces is the ‘competition’ it
faces from the private tuition centres or those pop-
ularly known as ‘tutories’ (There is no such word as
‘tuitories’ in any of the English dictionaries at all !!).
Tuition centres have rooted firmly in Jaffna and they
have made significant contribution to the commer-
cialization of education in the society. Today the
reality is that the schools have become providers of
‘extra’ education to the students whereas the situa-
tion should have been the other way - schools play-
ing the major role and the tuition centres doing the
extra work. It also needs to be kept in mind that if
the schools do accomplish their role to their per-
fectibility there is no need for the extra coaching.
Moreover it is ironical that almost all popular tuition
masters are employed in well-known Government
schools. The root cause for such a disastrous sce-
nario in this field still needs to be researched.

Therefore it is important for schools to start
viable programmes that can distract students from
these tuition centres. If not it will not be long before,
students look upon schools as government offices
through which they make applications to sit for their
O/Level and A/level examinations.

To confront this situation it is vital that the
methodologies and policies of the educational insti-
tutions change for the better. The sooner this is
realized the better. Jaffna Hindu College with its
paramount influence and importance should forge
ahead in incorporating these changes, which is the
only way it can safeguard its unique position in the
Jaffna society.

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CONSTITUTION OF THE JAFFNA HINDU COLLEGE OLD BOYS ASSOCIATION (UK)
1. NAME

The Association shall be known as “The Jaffna Hindu College Old Boys Association” (United Kingdom),
hereinafter referred to as “the Association” and would be known as JHC OBA (UK).

2. AIMS AND OBJECTIVES:

2.1 To promote goodwill, unity and co-operation among the members of the Association and the College.

2.2 To foster a close and cordial relationship between the members of the Association and maintain a sense of
loyalty to the college and fellowship with one another.

2.3 To participate and assist in projects designed for the benefit of the college.

2.4 To maintain links and co-ordinate activities with other OBA’s in the UK that has similar aims and objectives
and it seems fit.

2.5 To organise social gatherings, sports activities, concerts, seminars, film shows and tours to achieve the aims
and objectives of the Association.

2.6 To maintain an up to date directory of all known past pupil and staff living in the UK.

2.7 To collect funds for the association, which shall be derived from the annual subscriptions, donations and such
other sources as the Management Committee determines, and in a manner not inconsistent with the objectives of
the Association.

2.8 To undertake and carry out any other activities as may be necessary to further best interest and welfare of the
Alma mater.

2.9 To undertake, carry out and support charity activitics, humanitarian projects and voluntary work as may be
necessary to further the interests and general welfare of the Tamil Schools in Homeland.

2.10 To hail and highlight the achievements of any past or present pupil or staff of the college, in life or in death,
and on gaining positions of high standing and respect.

2.11 Food and drinks served during the course of all activities shall be purely vegetarian and alcohol free in line
with the college ethos.

3. MEMBERSHIP:

3.1 Membership of the Association shall be open to:
(i) All past pupils of Jaffna Hindu College residing in the UK.
(ii) All past members of the staff of Jaffna IHindu College residing in the UK.

3.2 A person applying for membership shall undertake to subscribe towards the objectives of the association and
agreed to be bound by its rules as set out in this constitution.
3.3 Application shall be made in writing and shall be in such form as the Management Committee may from time
to time prescribe.
3.4 The secretary shall officially inform applicants of the outcome of their application for membership together
with their membership number where appropriate.
3.5 The secretary shall keep an up to date register of all members.
3.6 The membership shall be of three classes, viz.

1. Ordinary 2. Life 3. Honorary

3.6.1 ORDINARY MEMBERSHIP. All past pupils of the college may be enroled, as ordinary members of the
Association upon payment of an annual subscription and on acceptance of the management committee.

3.6.2 MEMBERSHIP FOR LIFE. Any person entitled to ordinary membership upon payment of a lump sum
equivalent to ten times the annual subscription shall hold membership for life and be exempt from payment of the
annual subscription thereafter.

3.6.3 HONORARY MEMBERSHIP. Any person who rendered valuable service to the College or the
Association may on the recommendation of the Committee of Management be appointed as an honorary member
at an annual general meeting of the Association.

3.6.4 Each member is entitled for one vote except the honorary member,

3.6.5 A member of the management committee in breach of the constitution may have the membership suspended
for a specific period subject to approval by the members at the annual general meeting (AGM).
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4.0 SUBSCRIPTION:

4.1 Every ordinary member shall pay an annual subscription and or a lump sum, which shall be determined from
time to time by the management committee and approved by the members at the annual general meeting. The
subscription shall be paid on or before 31st August each year. Any member who pays a lump sum not less than ten
times the annual subscription shall become a member for life of the association

4.2 Only members who pay the subscription would become eligible to vote at any meetings of the Association and
those not in arrears are eligible for election.

5.0 PATRONS.

5.1 The association at its AGM out of names shall nominate up to five Patrons of Old Boys and others who have
rendered outstanding and invaluable services to Jaffna Hindu College or the association,

5.2 Any member who wishes to propose such a person shall forward the credentials of that person to the Secretary
14 days before the date of the AGM

5.3 The management committee shall consider each proposal at its merit and present the names at the AGM with
their recommendations for the adoption

5.4 The patrons shall be appointed for four years or two terms from the date of adoption by the association

6.0 OFFICE BEARERS:

6.1 The office-bearers of the Association shall be a President Ex-officio, a President Executive, a vice President, a
Secretary, an Asst. Secretary, a Treasurer, an Asst. Treasurer and seven Committee Members, one of who shall be
the outgoing President/Secretary or Treasurer.
6.2 A member who has subseribed to the association for at least two years shall become eligible to be elected to
the management committee. In addition, a minimum of two years or one term of working experience in the
management committee and or as a Patron is required for election to the posts of President, Vice President,
Secretary and the Treasurer and shall have sufficient credentials to hold such posts,
6.3 The Principal of the Jaffna Hindu College shall be the President Ex-Officio.
6.4 All the Office bearers, except the President Ex-officio, shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting from
amongst the members of the Association.
6.5 An Honorary internal Auditor shall be appointed at the Annual General Meeting.
6.6 The newly elected body shall become functional as of 1st November each year and after a joint meeting of the
incoming and outgoing committees convened as soon as possible and any event not later than four weeks from the
date of AGM for the specific purpose of transferring the powers and responsibilities to the new committee. During
the transition period, the newly elected office bearers may attend the committee meetings as observers.
6.7 An interim commillee may be elected at a special general meeting, which needs ratification at the next
available AGM
6.8 The term of the office bearers shall be two years from the date of election/ ratification at the AGM.
6.9 The President, Secretary and Treasurer may not hold the same office for more than two consecutive terms.
6.10 All the meetings of the Association and of the management committee will be presided by the President
Executive or in his absence by the Vice President.
6.11 The Secretary shall be responsible for:
a) Maintaining a register of members containing full name, addresses. telephone numbers and E-mail
addresses of each member.
b) Recording, maintaining and making available up to date minutes of the general meetings of the
association and meetings of the Committee of Management.
¢) Maintaining proper and adequate records of all information including the annual reports,
inventories and all other information and documents in relation to the Association.
d) Informing all members of major activities of the association by post or e-mail.
¢) Attend to all relevant correspondence of the association and as directed by the management committee.
6.12 The Treasurer shall receive and keep:
a) Full and correct accounts of all funds belonging to the Association and shall make such payments
as authorised by the Committee of Management. All receipt of funds and payments shall be
recorded in an expenditure/income book and printed in the name of the association for such purpose
b) He may pay any payments as deemed necessary not exceeding £200 subject  to the approval of
the Management Committee at a subsequent meeting. A petry cash book shall be in operation for
this purpose.
c¢) Any expenditure over £200 at any one occasion requires prior approval from the management commitiee.
d) He shall assist the internal auditor with all necessary documents as when they are required for
effective auditing of the accounts.
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7. COMMITTEE OF MANAGEMENT:

7.1 The management of the Association shall be vested in a committee consisting of the aforesaid office bearers.
The committee would be responsible for forming, planning strategic policies for the betterment of the association
in accordance with the objectives and directive of the association. They shall promote maximum co-operation and
co-ordination amongst the members of the association and committee members.

7.2 Quorum of a duly convened meeting of the committee of Management shall be seven.

7.3 The Secretary shall convene a meeting of the Committee of Management whenever necessary or at the request
of the President Executive or on a written requisition signed by not less than seven members of the committee. He
shall give at least seven days notice of such meeting to every member of the committee.

7.4 Any office bearer, except the Patrons and President Ex-officio, who fails to attend three consecutive
committee meetings without valid reasons shall be deemed to have vacated his post.

7.5 The Committee of Management shall have the power to fill any vacancy that might occur in that body before
the next Annual General Meeting.

8.0 ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING:

8.1 The Annual General Meeting shall be summoned by the Secretary upon the direction of the President and or
the management committee in the early part of October cach year.

8.2 The secretary shall give notice in writing at least 21 days prior to the effective date  and should be circulated
to all members.

8.3 Thirty members (30) shall constitute a quorum at the general meeting.

8.4 The current or outgoing President or, in his absence the current or the outgoing Vice-President, shall normally
preside at the AGM.

8.5 In the event of the President or the Vice-President being unable to preside, Chairperson Pro Tempera shall be
elected. ;

8.6 No person seeking election to the President shall preside during the clection of the President.

8.7 The agenda for the AGM shall include the following items=-

8.7.1 Welcome Speech by the President

8.7.2 Adoption of the minutes of the previous annual / special general meeting.

8.7.3 Adoption of report of the management committec and the association presented by the Secretary

8.7.4 Adoption of annual statement of audited accounts year ending 31st August each year together with a budget
forecast for the following year presented by the Treasurer

8.7.5 Address by the President.

8.7.6 Election of Office Bearers ( and appointment of Patrons when necessary) .

8.7.7 Election of an internal Auditor.

8.7.8 Resolutions.

8.7.9 Any other Business

8.8 Notice of any resolution to be tabled at the Annual General Meeting should reach the Secretary at least
fourteen days before the meeting. Notices received after this date may nevertheless be accepted at the discretion of
the Committee of Management. Any resolution received shall be discussed in the Committee Mecting prior 1o the
AGM and the committee may recommend to the members cither to accept it or reject it.

9.0 SPECIAL/EMERGENCY GENERAL MEETING:

The Secretary either at the request of the Committee of Management or on a requisition signed by not less than
forty members (40) shall call Special General Meeting. Notice of the Special General Meeting shall be given at
least fourteen days in advance.

9.1 Thirty (30) members shall constitute a quorum at the Special General Meeting.

10.0 SUB-COMMITTEES:

10.1 The Committee of Management shall have the power to appoint sub-committees as and when necessary but
their function will be confined to the specific purpose for which a sub-committee was set up. The sub-committees
will be responsible to the Committee of Management.10.2 The Committee of Management shall appoint two of
the members to be responsible for the Association’s sports activities. Such members shall report to the committee
of management of their activities at every committee meeting.




11.0 FUNDS:

11.1The funds of the Association shall be invested or lodged in the name of the Association with any bank/banks
or building society/societies in the UK as determined by the Committee of Management. The account/accounts
with the bank/banks and/or building Society/Societies shall be operated by the Treasurer and either the President
executive or Secretary, Any two out of three signatures either from the Treasurer, the Secretary or the President
are required to withdraw funds from the Bank Account.
11.2 The funds collected through the life membership shall be invested in a separate high interest bank account,
life membership account. The funds from this account shall not be withdrawn without the approval by a special
resolution by the members at AGM.,
11.3 The interest earned on the Life membership account shall be transferred to the  current Account for the use
of administrative expenses.
11.4 The Auditor shall on a termly basis;
a) Carry out audits of the accounts for accuracy. legitimacy ol expenses, approval in principal and
for compliance to association rules.
b) Audit of Income and Expenditure accounts. The scope of audit shall cover check on invoices,
ticket sales, petty cash vouchers and authorisation.

12 PARTNERSHIP WITH SISTER/BROTHER SCHOOLS,

Partnerships may be formed with Jaffna IIindu Ladies College and Jaffna Hindu Primary Schools. These
partnerships will be on a specific project/activity basis. and shall expire when a predetermined conclusion is
reached (Example: a joint cultural event, for which the Association and one or more bodies representing the
interests of the aforementioned institutions may work until the event is held and accounts are settled; at which
stage the partnership will cease to exist.)

13 AMENDMENTS OF THE CONSTITUTION

A notice of proposed amendments to the Constitution shall be given at least 14 days prior to AGM or Special
General Meeting. Amendments to the constitution may be made at the Annual General Meeting or Special
General Meeting provided such amendments are supported by at least two thirds of the members voted at the
meeting.

14 DISSOLUTION

14.1 The Association shall adopt a resolution, to be passed by two-thirds majority of those voted at an AGM/
Special Meeting of the association provided that at least twenty one (21) days notice has been given in writing to
the General Secretary

14.2 In the event of dissolution, the assets shall be disposed to the college after clearing of all debts and liabilitics
in accordance with the provisions of the Act for dissolution prevails at that time in England.

15 CASUS OMISSUS

In circumstances where the constitution is silent in relation to any matter, the association at their AGM shall
decide on that matter.
