THE EVILOF MIXED MARRIAGES.
By THE Rev. C. W. Woob.

It is much to be feared thatthe Church’s
teaching upon the dignity and sanctity of
Christian marriage does not largely obtain

gst the bers of the Catholi
nity at the present day ; ‘otherwise it wounld
be difficult to explain the widespread pheno-. - -
menon of mixed marriages which, like a net-
work, covers the land. ° :

A mixed marriage, as is well known, ia the
union of a Cutholic and & non-Catholic pre-
sumed to be baptized. It requires but little to
understand that  these “mixed marriages” are
utterly subversive of the Church’s beautiful
and sublime ddeal of Christian marri; The
bare enumeration of tke principal gMve ob-
jections to mixed marriages is eufficient to ex-
hibit these unions in all their deformity.

We may premise these objections by stating
that mixed marriages have ever been prohibited
by divine law. The charch from the begin-
ning of the Christian era has in ber coantinuous
legislation proscribed them. The Church does

t besitate to brand mixed marriages a8 “‘un-
lawful, pernicious, and disgraceful.” They are
utterly d and forbidd, With dif-

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DEATH OF HIS EMINENCE

CARDINAL MANNING

We quote the following from the
Bombay Catholic Examiner.

“Cardinal Manning is' dead.” These
are the few and simple words in which
Reuter yesterday announced the pas-
sing away of the great hierarch whose
name will remain indissolubly associ-
ated with the history of the Catho-
lic Church in England in these latter
times. Al life of marvellous activity,
animated by the highest and purest
motives, and fruitful of large and
enduring results for the welfare of
religion and social progress has been

deceased Cardinal had passed the age
ordinarily allotted to man the announ—
cement of hix death will have come as
a painful shock to the Catholic world.
As a Prince of the Church, as a vali-
ant champion of Catholic® trauth, as a
great social reformer, Cardinal Man-
ning has bean one of the most pot-
ent personalities of our day; his name
has become familiar asa hounsehold
word in every land, and deep and
universal will be the sorrow that he
has been removed from the busy scene
where he played sonoble and distin-
guished a part. To the Church in Eng-
land his loss will be simply irrgpar-
able, The head of the English Catholic
hierarchy, he was the recognised rep-
resentative of Catholicism in England;
he was the leader in every Catholic
movement, and kad a controlling voice
in the connsels of his Catholic fellow-
countrymen. To him and to his late
l{{rpther Cardinal, the illustrions John

enry Newinan, it is mainly due that
the unjust though deep seated preju-
dices which for centuries existed in
England against the Charch have been

the English public has gained a more
equitable and correct appreciafion of
Catholic doctrine and Catholic prin-
ciples. In the See of Westminster a
successor will soon occupy the throne
of the 1eeeply-lamented Cardinal, but
it will®be long before the Catholic
Church -in England can find an ec-
clesiastic to take his place in the rel.

His Eminence Cardinal Manning

He
received his early education at a private
school in Totteridge, and afterwards at
Harrow,—he then proceeded to Balliol
College, Oxford, where he took his B.

In 1831, he entered the Col-
onial Office in preparation for a pol-
itical career, for which he fitted him-
self by a close ¢

Mr. Fr-
edevick Lneas thus referved lzo the
event of his reception into the Church,
in the Tablet, in April of that year:
Mr. Manning has really attempted t'o
work the Hstablishment upon Catholic
principles in a high and important offi-
cial pouition. But even he with all his
great position and his important con-
nections, his prudence, his eloquence,
his remarkable aptitude for and acq-
naintance with affairs, hiy forbearance,
his patience and his holiness has af
Jast felt he could do nothing; that the
Church of England is Protestant, and
Protestant it will remain; that il is not
the Thurch of Augustine and Anselm,
but of Cramner aud Burnet; that if men
wish to be Catholics they must have
reconrse to the Chair of Peter, to the
Roman Unity. But while vye.thus con-
gratulate our readers on thisimportant
accession of one of the leading rinds of
the Anglican Establishment, we sl]all
have not done our daty as journalists
or as Catholics if we do not say some-
thing on the great, the heroic sacrifice
this man has made for the sake of Ca-
tholic truth. He has given up all that

is most dear to that lofty ambition which-

forms the peculiar temptation of minds
of the noblest mould. A position exa-
ctly suited to his talents, of widely ext-
ended influence, and a splendid fature;
the favour of men, and the almost cer-
taingy (had he preferred it to his con-
gcience) of ultimately carrying out his
views as Bishop; the devoted adherence
of troops of friends: an abode as fair
as any of those we see scattered over
England and occupied by her ministers,
fortunate in this world’s goods; an abode
amid calm streams and green woody
hills, with that ancient village church,
iu its present state almost the creat-
ion of his genius and caltivated taste;
all this, and far more, Mr Manning
has given up with a great heart, gen-
erous and liberal to Almighty  God.
Who has been so liberal of graces to
him, counting all as nothing, so he may
fight in the Holy Catholic Charch now
that he has seen her star in the dig-
ance. He has not, like others, pointed
the way to Bethlehem, and then refused
to go thither himself.

When the Archdeacon and Mr. Hope-
Scott left the Church of England, Mr.
Gladsigue, who ¢tayed behind, said he
felt as if hghad lost his two eyes. The
ex-Archdeacon of Chichester never
gave to the world afull history of the
growth of his religious opinions; he
left them to be implied rather than to
be stated by tongne or pen. In this
connection it is interesting to learn the
distingnished converts’ convictions as to
his new faith and his old. Writing to the
Archbishop of Toronto in February:1886,
with reforence to a forged letter which
appeared in the Canadian newspapers,
and which puarported to be laddressed
by the Cardinal to Lord Robert Mon-
tagu, his Eminence ssaid:

““It gives me the opportunity to say
that from the hour I saw the full light
of the Catholie faith, no shade of donbt
has ever passed over my reason or my
conscience. I conld as soon believe that
a partis equal tothe whole as that
Protestantism in any shape from Luth-
erauism to Anglicanism, is the revel-
gation of the day of Pentecost. As tomy

ionds, the priests here and in many
(ls, they have been my help and
ation; and as to the conversion
s, my last five and thirty years
spent in receiving them into
1 am glad to take this oc=
casion whilthe forger bas made for
me to bear once more my thankful wit-
ness to the Catholic Church.,” The
new convert was ordained priest in the
summer of 1851, and spent sowe four
years in study at the Academia Eccle-
siastica. Rome, which was established
to fiffish the training of ecclesiastics
who had elsewhere taken their degrees
and who were destined for deplomatio
gnd  ecclesiastical duties as Nunciog
and otherwise. The futare English Oa-
rdinal went there by the advice of Pi-
us [X. In 1854 he took the degree of
Doctor of Divinity, in 1856, he visiteq
the Oblates of S, Charles Borromep

at Milan, and then proceeded to Rome
where a Rnle founded on theirs, was
drawn ap which received the approval
and blessing of Pius IX, Returning to
England Dr. Mauning founded = the
Congregation of the Oblates of St. Cbn-
rles at Bayswater in 1857, of whioh
community he remained the Superior
till his elevation to the episcopate. He

Provost of Westminster in 1857, and
Protonotary Apostolic in 1860. On the
15th of February 1865, Cardinal Wise-
man died, and on the 8th of June fol-
lowing Dr. Manning was conseciated
Archbishop of Westminster. In J869
and 1870 the Archbishop attended the
Vatican Council, took a leading part in
its proceedings, and was one of the most
influential supporters of the dogma of
Infallibility. In March 1875, Pins iX.
who had a tender affection for the Arch-
bishop, cummoned him to Rowe and
raised him te the « dignity of Cardinal,
his Eminence taking his title from the
ancient church of St. Gregory on' the
Ceelian Hill.

Two years ago the Cardinal celebrat-
ed his episcopal jabilee when he receiv-
ed numerous demonstrations of the love
and respect felt for him not merely by
his own flock and by the Catholic body
in England, but by the Catholics of Ire-
land and those of America and distant
Australia. A sam of three thousand
pounds which had been contribated by
his friends and admirers was presented
to him on the occasion: -this sum his
Eminence applied towards the liquidat—
ion of the debt on the Pro-Cathedral
at Kensington. The recent events in the
Cardinal’s life are well knowp. In 1885
he served on the Royal Commission on
the Housing of the Poor, and in the
following year on the Royal Commis-
sion on the Education Acts. His inter-
vention at the time of the Dockers’
Strike was attended with the happiest
results: he was mainly instrumental in
effecting an amicable seftlement where-
by a deplorable quarrel, which might
have had disastrous consequences, was
happily brought to a close. With the
Cardinal’s labours in behalf of Temper-
ance, and his efforts, hoth by voice
and pen, for the amelioration of the
condition of the poor, everybody is fam-
iliar. The WOl’king classes had no tru-
er friend or more eloguent and perse-
vering advocate. What were probably
the last words of his Eminence on the
subjects which were especially dear to
him, and in which he took the very
deepest interest, are recorded in ano-
ther column, in the report of an inter-
view granted to an American journal-
ist a short time previons to his fatal
illness.

Chorchman who fought the good fight
throngh a long and honoured life, and
who has now gone to receive the reward
of the good and faithful servant.

Freppel, the Comte de Paris
says that the paramount religious interests of
France will not find any guarantee under the
Republic, and that the reconciliation between
the Chureh aud that form DF Government will
never be sincere.

‘Why the Religious Orders are Dis-
liked. Several correspondents write to ask
us why the Jesuits and other Religious Orders

meet with such inveterate hostility in
countries which are  Catholic or nomin-
ally so. There are three main reasons

as clear as the moonday sun. First, the mem-
bers of the Religious Orders are often the
protagonists in the Church’s warfare against
the world; and being in “the gap of danger”
they are the first to be assailed. Secondly, re-
ligious communities sre admirable agencies or
the distribution of charity, and funds are from
time to time placed at their disposal for this
purpose by pious and humane persons. Hence
arises the cupidity of the modero infidel, whose
disposition is pretty much the same as that of
the lion in the fable, or Henry VIII and his
courtiers, Thirdly, the Religions Urders pro-
fess poverty, chastity, and obedience and your
bater of religion can tolerate anything but
these virtues.

An Emperor’s Christmas gift to
a Catholic Church. The Catholics of
Berlin aresadly in waut of more churches, and
of larger ones whero churches already exist, on
account of the rapid and enormous iucrease
of the population of the capital, The congre-
gation of St. Sebastian, finding their present
accommocdation utterly inadequate, are collects
ing money for a new church, and they made a
direct appeal to the Emperor for the fund. On
Christmas Day, the good pastor of the church
was enabled after the sermon to inform his
people that he had received an answer to that
appeal (dated the previons day), in which tha *
Emperor granted a contribution of 60,000 macks
(£3,000) to the petitioner, and he asked for the
special prayers of the congregation tor the
noble donor and his family. The Emperor is
