Some Issues with Children and the most Probable
Causes for such Issues.

There is a growing trend towards a substantial
increase in number of problems encountered by
children. The numbers of children who lost their
. parents or affected by conflict are increasing over the
past years from 2006 to 2009. Losses inflicted by
abnormal situation that prevailed in the country and
poverty are instrumental for such situation.

The abnormal situations that prevail in this countryis.

said to be the root cause for the increase in number of
child labourers and child abuse as well. Anyhow the
widespread loss of parents due to tragic and untimely
deaths had been drastically reduced since 2010, As a
result of this, there is a gradual drop in the number of
children who seek refuge at children homes, It is
obvious from the sharp drop in number of children in
children homes, As per the statistics, there were
nearly 3000 children at all children homes in 2006
while now this number has been drastically reduced
only to a mere number of 1483.

The statistics show that there is a significant increase
in number of school drop outs. The children who
dropped out the school education are at the age of over
14 years and not fell within the age limit stipulated for
compulsory education. Most of the child labourers are
also at the above age group.

There is an increase in the number of reported crimes
such a

buses, sexual harassments, extra legal

sexual inter courses, premarital pregnancies and
under aged pregnancies during 2011 & 2012 unlike
in the past. Itis observed that the slackness in social
discipline, indifference shown by the parents to the
needs of their children, lack of knowledge for
upbringing their children, parental care on children
and avoidance tactics adopted by parents are sharply
increasing in subsequent with the end of war. It is
clearly visible that the parents are fulfilling whatever
demands from their children by all means and thus
pave the way to access all facilities in excess. As a
result, youths are misusing such facilities and engage
in deliberate cruelty.

Intellectuals have an optimistic view that the children
often conceived with undesirable thoughts and struck
with strong influence that misguided them due to the
usage of mobile phones, internet, E-mail & Face book.
The female children nurtured by their loving parents
are especially vulnerable to such unwise thinking.
Despite the earnest efforts and commitments from
government authorities, it is seemed very difficult to
safeguard the children from some lustful and
lascivious persons. It is learnt from the hospital
sources and current trends that those who are
bounden with a duty to ensure the security, caring
and conducive environment to children are engaging
in evil deeds against children in contradictory to the
proverb “The law maker should not be a law breaker”.
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Now the people are very conscious about this burning
issue than before and the people are approaching the

Authorities concerned to obtain relief, | e
Eifective law enforcement, ocial individual

conscience and spiritual values are lacking in the
modern world.

Offenders do not get punished as they do something
bad with impunity the influence of western culture
does make a severe consequence on our cultural
values/ norms. Children get rid from family bondage
ana the economic stability of such family is disturbed.

We believe that many problems in respect with
children could be settled whenever the parents keep a
round- the- clock vigil at their children and take an
interest in their children. There are some other
redeeming features such as the parents and teachers
set an example for children, guiding & counseling
them for good conduct and creating awareness on
sexology. :

The Non- Governmental Organizations and
Institutions that strive for social well-being and other
volunteer organizations should try very hard in the
future to carry out its projects that aimed to provide
suitable livelihood and self employment opportunities
to the families with child labourers.

The Governmental, Non Governmental and other
organizations that strive for the sake of the society
should come forward to carry-out the effective projects
and other firm actions in respect to the followings.

1} Identify the immediate needs of children who were

. orphaned, children who require a lot of support,
emotionally and psychologically affected children
by the abnormal situation in the country,
differently able children and the children suffered
from rare disecases and provide assistance,
incentive and guidance for livelihood
opportunities.

2) Take action to reunite the children in children
homes with their parents or close relatives if they
survive. Take necessary follow-up actions to
safeguard their rights. and provide to protection
upgrade the conditions in children homes.

The insecurity and fear in respect to the children can
be exposed by way of forming and strengthening the
village, divisional and school level committees. We
should impose a restraint on conducting private
tuition classes after 5.00p.m. Private tuition center
should permit the students to engage in religious
activities on Fridays and Sundavs to cultwvate
thoughts on spirituality. Spiritual thoughts and
preaching’s could effect a change in the children’s
mind..

It is also my bounden duty to invite the wealth
individuals and philanthropists to have a sense of well
being of these children.

We will all unite together and strive for the flourishing
tuture of our children who considered as our future
social sculptors.

History of Child Abuse

Child abuse is Common in all countries and all parts of
Island. But this will not be physically gives Vision to the
public as like Aids, TUBER CLOSIS, and Cholera.
Therefore this is not into a serious affair. Thi Kembro has
placed this child abuse in western countries in 1962.
How it is common in undeveloped countries in the

world. The tourist industry in Sri Lanka/ Ceylon
dropped considerably in 1870 and to engage children for
sexual requirements of Tourists, This has been
publically

exposed in 5ri Lanka. The mmdent of killing a boy of 14
vear with parcel bank by Mr. L.L. Jeyawadne is a good
example for this. This is called Kadukannawa parcel
bomb Blast. This is for shutdown the spreading of news.

A law was framed to prohibit child abuse in 1980 and
approval obtained for same. but with the agitation of
UNICEF child Protection law framed and approval
obtained from cabinet. But the then Minister of Tourism
had refused for this Thereafter the Tournsm industry fell
down.

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SHORT INTRODUCTION ON YOUNGSTERS OFFENCE,
CONDUCT AND LAW PROCEDURES

Youngsters offence is defined as the action against the
culture of parents, habits of society complete violation of
conduct on action against the Law of the country by the
youngsters, Those who violate the Laws framed in this
country causes damages and to lead to undesirable resnits.
same of the undesirable activities are -late comers to home,
presenting themselves for the unwanted cinemalpicture}
prohibited for youngsters etc. some of the serious offences
are forgery, misappropriation, set on fire, fighting,
murdering etc. some of these acts will the erased when the
youngsters grow in the society and associate with the others.
But some of the youngsters continue to follow and later they
permanently perform these offenices as usual

This youngster's offence is not a problem for a single man,
butitis a problem for the society. A youngster between seven
years to eighteen yvears. who comimnit “offence is defined an
offenice committed by voungsters”,

This youngster's problem is not the problem of the present
society ot the problem prevailing in this country. The
parents of those in Egvpt who lived six thousand years back
have fell that their children are violating the limits and

functioning without any care of them. Their youngster's -

problem is not started just now and this is a continuing

problem. But lot of efforts taken to weed out the problem-

with out success, But attempts are being taleen on this
problem with full swing. The children who are seen on the
streets are "orphans 7 . some of those who are seen on the
roads are adopting tactics to increase their family income,
having connection with family members some are with the
intention cf deviating their normal life to leave the sexual,
physical. needs and feeling freedom on the roads or streets
when they are in the roads they get involved in all sort of
mistiehaviors and engaged in all types of offences.

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The children who commits these offences are sent to courts
and they were allowed to be live in children home or safe
home and continue to study or to learn good habits, In other
words it means they will be rehabilitated to fit in the society
in future.

Court to inquire the offences of youngsters are created. The
way of handling voungsters who committed offences are

completely differ from adults. The first type of their kind of
court is established in Chicago in 1989, There after this type
of court are established all over the places in the world.

This type of children court {(juvenile count) is established in
Ceylon under the law NO.48, at Bambalapitiya There is only
one such court in Bambalapitiva to investigate The offences
committed by youngsters. Offences and preventing offences
should be put together under this law. No children under
three years be blamed for offence and there fore court
cannol penalize them,

Laws in Sri Lanka regarding child offences:

1. Unless a child has committed an offence with an
adult, the child should not to be allowed join or
associate will adult either in police station or courts.

2. If a child has compiled offences murder or theft or
other wise involved in connection with the popular
offence makes, and the O.1.C of the police station
may send the child to the children home or
rehabilitation centre.

3. If a child has to be produced in the courts. O.0.C of
 the police station should inform the probation officer
of the area.

4. Probation office should be in a position to submit
school records health conduct ete. to the courts.

5. Children should not be penalized or allowed prison
life. He or she may he sent to the approved probation
school. If not the child may be asked to live with his
or her elderly reiation and the elderly person mav
take over responsibility for his or her conduct.

6. Male child may be given six numbers of canning
punishments but female child should not be given
this type of punishment. But the law act no 23 of
2005 prohibits the physical punishment including
canning.

According to the law if a child committed an offence in
connected with a case involved with adults. it court decide to
pay for compensation, parents can settle. It court orders
auything it should be followed in respect of the child.

According to the laws if the children accompanied with
discarded society and engaged m serious ofiences and those
who have no parents or ghardian may be produced before
courts for their offences. Courts will consider their offence
and sent them to the probation school-children home if they
are under 12 years of age. Jf not thevy may be allowed to
associate with or under the custody of probation officer.
Generally, probation officer visits to their places with short
interval and report their conduct to the court. In addition
advice will be given to seek a suitable job for them.
Assistance also may be granted to them, for their livelihood.
