District Administration

District Administration in the Jaffna District
took a great step forward with the establish-
ment of the District Ministry in April, 1979.

Field Kachcheries:

A novel administrative innovation in Dis-
trict Administration was the holding of Field
Kachcheries in remote parts of the District.
The District Secretary and Govt, Agent with
his key officials from the Kachcheri took ad-
ministration to door step of the villager as it
were. Problems were discussed and decisions
wherever possible were taken on the spot. Field
Kachcheries were held at Delft, Nainativu,Analai-
tivu, Usan, Pallai, Pokkaruppu and Thalayady.

New Baildings:

The Honourable K. W. Devanayagam,
Minister of Home Affairs paid his first official
visit to this District in July, 1980 and among
other things, declared opened the New A.G.A’s
Office building at Pallai, and the new Rest House
at Kayts.

RURAL DEVELOPMENT:

Progress has been made in the sphere ol
Rural Development activities by the organisa-
tiont of mew societies and reorganisation of de-
funct societies. There are now 278 Rural Develop-
ment Societies and 56 Women's Rural Develop-
ment Societies in the District.

The Rural Development Society Training
Centre at Atchuvely provides grass root level
training for village leaders from the Districts of
Mannar, Mullaitivu, Vavuniya and Jaffna. A
fotal of 1,475 trainees have been benefitted from
these training classes. 11 Needle work centres
one for each electorate in the district have been
set up and 856 women have been trained so far.

221 ztems o{' Public Utility works such as
roads, communal wells, industrial centres etc,
were completed under the  Decentralised
Budget allocations in 1978 and 1979 and 69
items of work have been undertaken in 1980,
502 village tanks have been restored between
1978 and 1979 on Shramadana under the World
Food Programme Aid.

REGISTRATION OF PERSONS:

Very appreciable progress has been made
in the issue of National Identity cards in the
District. This has been made possible becausc
of the network of propaganda organised through
the Asst. Govi. Agents, and Grama Sevaka
Niladharis. The estimated total number of
persons in Jaffna District of over 18 years was
463,414 as at December, 1979. Of this number
407, 309 applied for the issue of Identity cards
in 1972 onwards and a total of 398,147 persons
have been issued with identity cards todate.

CULTURAL AFFAIRS: ¢

Under the aegis of the Minisiry of Regional
Development, Hindu & Tamil Affairs consider-
able improvement has been achieved in the
administration of Hindu temples in the District.
A register of all Hindu temples is being compiled.
The Government's decision to ban animal
sacrifices in places of worship has been welcomed
byhmemﬁtheﬂnﬂnsmthemmm
Voluntary mﬁuous organisations and the District
Administration have successfully pursuaded 2

few remaining temples that confinued this

In Jnnr. 1978 people of Jafina District
paid their respects and made offerings to the
sacred relics from Kapilavastu.



The 15th Century Hijra Celebrations were
conducted in a grand scale on 16th March
1980. Hon. M. H. Mchamed, Minister of Trans-
port Boards participated in the celebrations. The
Vishva Hindu Parishad, Ramakrishna Mission
Bramanantha Ashram, Karaveddy and the
Nallai Gnana Sambhandar Aadeenzm sponsored
the Swemi Vivekananda festival which was
held from 20th to 22nd June, 1980 in Jaffna.
Religious dignatories and eminent scholars from
various parts of this country and from South
India participated in this festival. :

SPORTS:

The sports programme of the Ministry of
Sports is implemented through the District
Sports Officer and Divisional Sports Officers
attached to the A.G.A. divisions. A sum of
Rs. 50,000/- has been provided this year for a
new playground in Kayts and work is nearing
completion. 110 volley ball courts have been
opened in 10 clectorates. 55 net ball courts
were also opened in the District in 1979. Nearly
1500 male and 550 female athletes participated
in Athletic meets organised through Jaffna
District in 1980. National games such as
Tachchi and Kabaddi were introduced in 1979
and they are catching on popularity. A German
qualified football coach was posted to the District
and 46 part time coaches have so far been
tiained. The Jaffna District under 22 years team
were runners up in the All Island Inter Provincial
Tournament, 1980.

Since the assumption of office by the present
Government the Jaffna District Administration
was privileged to welcome and host a number
of Cabinet Ministers and Deputy Ministers.

The issue of Marriages, Births and Deaths
certificates is 2lso 2 function of this office. There
was an unprecedented demand for the certificates
and in order to clear the applications which had
gone into heavy arrears a mass Shremadana
Campaign was organised by the Government
Agent in 1978 2nd as a result about 6850 ap-
plications were disposed of within 10 days aad
the work was brought up to date. Another
noteworthy feature is the installation of 2 Photo
copying machine in May 1979. The certificates
are now printed by this machine and no delay
is experienced now in the issue of certificates.
Certificates on applications involving no searches
are issued on the following day and on applica-
tions involving searches within three to five days.




ARCHAELOGY

‘Excavation of Chinese pottery at Allaipiddy.
One of the most noteworthy event in the
history of the Archaeological Department was
the discovery of several thousand pieces which
were fragments of more than five hundred vessels
of Chinese pottery from Allaipiddy coast in
October 1977. This collection represents the
largest single collection of Chinese pottery ever
found in Sri lanka and dated 10-11 Century
A.D. Further excavation was made under the
direction of the Archaelogical Commissioner
and 2 good collection of Chinese pottery was
made. These pottery pieces have been assembled
ond are on display at the Jafina Museum.

Permanent Building for an Archaeological
Museum and offices was o long felt need and
foundation stone was laid in 1975, in the vicinity
of the premises of the late Arumuka Navalar
great Tamil scholar and revivalist of Tamil and
Saivaism. Progress on the building work was
delayed owing to several factors such as lack of
materials and other equipment. This state of
affairs was remedied and considerable progress
was achieved, and work on the general structure
is nearing completion. Shifting of showcases,
construction of new cases, display of exhibits
and light arrangements would be done stage
by stage during the next two years.

Excavaiion in relation to conservation of
monuments was expanded during this period.
At the Kanderodei Archesological work site o
number. of bases of votive Dagobas was dis-
covered and conserved during this- pericd ranged
from 41 to 50.

At the Delft site, excavation in relation to
conservation resulted in the discovery of two
small votive Dagoba bases on either side of the
large Dagoba base.

. Programme of work for conservation and
preservation of ruins was planned by the
clearing of wild vegetation in the reserves of the
Portuguese Church premises at Atchuvely,

Dutch Church premises at- Myliddy and Chan-
kanai. A large extent of work on the clearing
of the Ramparts and the surroundings in the
Jaffna Fort remained to be done for want of
Labour and supervisory staff. However
available labour from other sites was posted as
a temporary arrangement, for this work and
considerable work has since been dome.

Request has already been made for increase
in the labour force for a total clearing of the
Jaffna Fort Complex during the course of this
vear and to make it a centre of Tourist attraction.
Much work on conservation of Dutch Church
within Jaffna Fort, another centre of Tourist
attraction, remains to be done. Application for
adequate provision has been made and it s
proposed to take up this work during the course
of this year. '

Ruigs at Sankilithoppu, Nalur. Action was
taken for further excavation in relation to con-
servation of ruins such as Ruins of 2 palace, Roya!
Yamunari and Archway at Sankilithoppu in
Nallur, the capital of the Jaffna Kingdom.
Further expansion of work was hindered owing
to unauthorised buildings in the vicinity, con-
travening the Antiquities Ordinance. The
Programme of work during the mext two years
would be the clearing of unauthorised buildings,
exposing further exient ruins and expanding
Archaeological activity.

Conservation and preservation of Forts in Jaffna
District. The best example of a Dutch Fortress
is Jaffna Fort which covers several acres. It
has been described as a classic in military
architecture and has been a centre of Tourist
attraction for years.

Action was taken for o complete clearing of
the wild vegeiation and shrubs on the ramparts
and around.

Fort Hammenbeil at Kayts another 2ood
example of a Dutch Foriress has been much
damaged by the insurgents who were kept in
prison years ago. With the expansion

of Tourism, it has been decided by the authorities
to make this Fort also 2 centre of Tourist at-
traction.

The Archaeological Commissioner has been
informed of the immediate need for the conserva-
tion and preservation of these Foits and necessary
funds have been released for this purpose.

Effective steps have been taken to cut short
delay and conservation work is in progress
This Fort will be also a centre of tourist activity
shortly. It will house a Tourist Hotel and will
provide facilities for boating to and fro for
school children and other Tourists,




Decentralised Budget: 1979 &
1980

For the year 1979, the total 2lloc tion given
to the District was Rs. 37.9 million. The
programme drawn up leid emphasis on develop-
ment projects and the provision of infrastructuial
facilities to expedite economic and social develop-
ment. To a certain extent, the resources mede
evailable under the Decentralised Budget were
purposefully canelised to serve production
oriented programmes.

Even though the financial resources made
available were the highest in recent years, on
account of well organised endeavour it wes
possible to realise full expenditure, which meant
creation of assets to a high value. Out of a total
allocation of Rs. 37,989,389/- performance
stood at Rs. 37,988,815/-. The Executing
Departments responded in a spirited manner
to step up werk particularly in the latter helf
of the year and a high level of performance was
reagched. Much of the development work was
executed by technical departments and the effort
and cooperation of the technical officers were
significant and noteworthy.

Much of the work of the Education Depert-
ment involved the creation of capital assets in
the form of school buildings. These buildings

were put up to the value of Rs. 10.5 million.
Virtually, all parts of the District benefited from
this programme. In the sphere of rural electrifica-
tion too, a large volume of capital invest-
ment was made, in the course of 1979. However,
as funds were not available in full, construction
work had to be curtailed during the latter part
of 1979. Savings that accrued were made
available to the Ceylon Electricity Board for
rural electrification amounting to Rs. 9.5 mil-
lion. Tt could be stated that rural life is being
substantially transformed with this investment.
One of the important benefits of modern techno-
logy is being taken to the country side, where
the basis is being laid for industry, agriculture
and « better quality of life.

Milk Collecting Centres:

With 2 view fo encouraging livestock develop
-ment and dziry farming in the Jaffna District,
the idea of cpening two Milk Collecting centres
one on the mainland in Kilinochchi and the
other in the peninsula at Thinnavely, was con-
ceived. It was decided to open the Kilinochchi
centre first. An old office building wes taken
:p for renovation and necessary modification
0 house two Cooling units. Flectricity and
water supply were also provided. The cooling
units were provided by the National Milk Board.
This item of work was taken up for implementa-
tion and executed within la span of 45 days.

It is worthy of note that after the opening
of the centre, daily collection of milk had increased
from 150 pints per day to 1500 pints per
day. Due to certzin break downs zt the Con-
densery, milk collection was dislocated and
the steady tempo of expansion could not be
sustained. It i5 hoped to maintzin 2n upward
trend in the future.

For the second collecting centre 2t Thin-
navely 2 new building specially designed for
the purpose was put up in three month's time
and the centre is now functioning in full swing.
Surplus milk from the Kilinochchi centre is
now received at the Thinnavely centre to meet
the heavy demand for good, fresh milk. The
Thinnavely centre was opened in June 1980.
In five months, the volume of milk distributed
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to consumers has quadrupled. The operation
of the twe collecting centres will no doubt
provide the impetus for a thriving dairy industry
by providing an assured marketing facility to
prospective dairy farmers. Plans are also afoot
for the provision of a dairy in the premises of
the Milk Collecting Centre at Thinnavely, with
a strength of 100 animals. Long term plans are
being prepared to have a Sterilization Unit to
sterilize surplus milk.

Artline textile centre:

With a view to providing employment
avenues in an undeveloped area like, Tharmz-
puram in the Kilinochchi electorate, the Hon.
Minister of Rural Industrial Development came
forward to provide the equipment and stafl
necessary to run an Artline Textile Centre. This
offer was accepted by providing a building for
the purpose. The Hon. Minister laid the founda-
fion stone for this building on the 30th of
October, 1979. Due to heavy rain, work cculd
not commence till the 20th of December, 1979.
The building was, however, completed in a record
time of two months and was opened by the
Hon. Minister on the 18th February, 1980. The
centre is now in operation.

Another centre was planned for Pungudu-
livu as it was considered necessary to have an
avenue of employment in the industrial sphere
in this area. A building had to be put up to
be opened by the Hon. Minister of Rural In-
dustrial Development. This building of 120 <20’
was constructed in 18 days. This performance
could be considered a record one for any part
of the country.

Mulankavil project:

The project area which has been picked up
for development under Stage 1 covers an extent
of 360 acres. It comprises old allotments hav-
ing an extent of 100 acres, the D.D.C Project
of 80 acres and the first batch of alienation of
180 acres. Under Stage Il having a similar
extent, 20 tube Wells have already been drilled.
In Stage II, 160 youths have cleared 320 acres of
land.

The lands in Stage I have seen substantial
development. The Water Resources Board has
done a commendable job of work in 1980. Where

wells had been. drilled earlier, pump houses
have been constructed, pumps installed znd
lined channels lzid. In 1980 which was the
first year of production, the youths have realised
over Rs. [ lakh from the cultivation of onions.

In an effort at providing a hospitable
environment, a good sef of roads is being provided.
All these roads which were nestling in secondary
growth have now been completely cleared and
straightened up. The Department of Highways
has undertaken this work with imagination and
a sense of dedication. These roads named
after illustrious Tamil poets have been avenue
planted with mango grafts. Every eflort is
being made to remove the air of desolateness
and to create an atmosphere of discipline.

Fish Meal Plant:

The Jaffna District which happened to
be producing the largest volume of fish had 2
high potential for production of fish meal. This
possibility was examined by the Northern
Province Fishermen’s Cooperative societies union
Ltd. and a fish meal piant was installed. As
the Union did not have adecquate financial
resources, a request was made for supplementary
funding from the Decentraliced Budget. With
the autnority of the Ministry of Plan Implementa-
tion & grant of Rs. 120,000/- was made. Produc-
tion of fish meal has commenced and it is hearten-
ing to record that in the first month of produc-
tion, money incomes that have gone into the
hands of fishermen for fish which otherwise
would have gone waste has exceeded the amou £
given as a grant to the society. This preje
should be considered a pioneer one, which hes
blazed the frail for similar plants to be set up
in other areas.

Regional Poultry farm and batchery:

To develop the Poultry Industiy in ihe
District, it was necessary fo ensure &n even sup-
ply of chicks. To provide such a supply, it
was necessary for the District to hzve a Hatchery
of its own. A nutcnery involves the existence
at one central place of a Hatcnery, 2 prouder
house and layer nouses. Witn funds from
the Decentralised Budget, the complex of puild-
ing has been compwted and it was opencd by
the Hon.Mumister of Rural Indusinal Develop-
ment.




An incubator was installed. Five more are
to be instzlled in the near future. On account
of the power cut, the incubator could not be
worked after the ceremonial opening. The
incubator will be operational as soon as a steady
supply of power is assured.

Work on the construction of the brooder
house and layer house is proceeding. When
the project is in operztion 150,000 chicks will
be issued per year for distribution in the district.
The project involves a capital cost of more than
half a million rupees.

Cold Stores at Atchuvely and Kilinochchi:

The Cold stores at Atchuvely, one for the
Marketing Department and the other for the

Agriculture Department and . stores for the
Marketing Department at Kilinochchi are under
construction with a total investment of Rs.350,000/-
from the Decentralised Budget.

Equipment for Water Resources Board:

For ground water investigation, equipment
to the value of Rs 230,000/- was made available
{0 the Water Resources Board, Jafina, from the
funds of the Decentralised Budget. The Water
Resources Board has played a significant role
in development activities in the Jaffna District.
With the sophisticated equipment at its disposal.
The board will render further invaluable service.

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Allocation for 19_80

The allocation under the Decentralised
Budget for 1980 was Rs. 27.5 million. Full
expenditure has been recorded. The bulk of
the' expenditure was incurred on Electricity,
Irrigation, School Buildings, Highways and
Local Government. A noteworthy feature with
regard to Decentralised Budget work in 1980
was ‘the emphasis placed on items claiming
priority for the whole district. There was also
a conscious policy of veering away from in-
frastructural development to a  production
oriented programme. Some of these items in-
clude:

Milk Collecting Centre.
Central Dairy.

Feed Mix Plant.

Regional Hatchery,

Atrtline Textile Centres.

Tube well Irrigation Schemes.

This policy has received an added impgtus
for the Decentralised Budget programme for
1981, where nearly 50 of the funds are devoted
to district priority. [Items with a clear weightage
on employment generating projects.

Keerimalai Development:

Keerimalai with its historic past, legend
and tradition had seen virtually no development
for nearly a century. It is a place sacred to
the Hindus and of much interest fo all Ceylonese-
A scheme of development was initiated in 1980
to develop Keerimalai in a manner befitting
its sanctity and importance.

As a first step, money was voted from the
Decentralised Budget for derocking the shoreline
and to renovate the ‘Kerny’. With an alloca-
ion of Rs. 500,000/- made by the Hon’ble Prime
Minister, the two ‘Kernies’ are being provided
with changing rooms, showers and lockers.
The earlier structures have been demolished.
The new building has added a new dimension
to this historic place.

Keerimalai is associatied with religious
ceremonies and the deities of Naguleswaram
and Maviddapuram Temples. For the ‘The
ertham ceremony’, the place has been lacking
in a suitable building. A new ‘Theertha
mandapam’ incorporating Hindu and Dravidian
architectural features has been put up. This
project which is funded from the Decentralised
Budget is co-ordinated by the District Ministry.
The Buildings Department which is executing
the work on the Kerny building and the The-
crtha mandapam has done 2 magnificent job
in transforming the architectural landscape of
Keerimalai. Even as 2 touch of the modern

1s added, the sanctity of the post is being pre-
served.

Integrated Rural Development Programme:

In an effort at an integrated approach to
development for the Jafina District, a programme
spanning a period of 5 years has been formulated,
This programme envisaging an investment of
Rs. 750 million strives for o balanced and multi-
dimensional growth. This programme  was
prepared by the Planning Division of the District
Ministry. The draft programme which has been
published runs into 250 pages.

The pattern of investment concern the fol-
lowing sectors:

Agriculture, land and forestry.
Irrigation and Water resources.
Fisheries.

Industry, energy and minerals.
Transport and communication.
Population, education, health, housing
and social services.

.A wide range of economic objectives and
social goals are sought to be realised through
planned growth. The shortcomings and mal-
eﬁ‘acts of haphazard development are being
consciously avoided. The striving to integrate
the plan aims at striking both a sectoral and 3
regional balance. By so doing, the objecl}ves
of development and the aspirations of the social
system would be brought into a clear harmony.

The acreage sown increased from
73191 during 1975/76 to 85613 in
1979/80 with a relative increase in
the average yield from 3544 to 39.63.
Though 609, of the acreage under
paddy cultivation is rainfed, produc-
tion has been progressively increas-
ing despite not so advantageous rainfall
in certain years, duc to the plentiful
supply of inputs such as fertilizer,
agrochemicals  and  liberal  credit
facilities. Against a background of
scarcity, ‘‘duress” selling and a high
degree of adulteration in agrochemicals
during the years 1975/76 and 1976/77,
the liberal imports of fertilizer and
agro—chemicals coupled with liberal
loan facilities even to defaulters, backed
by intensive extension services and ap-
plication of new technology, Con-
tributed largely for the  increased
production both in paddy and in sub-
sidiary food crops in the year 1977/78
and thereafter.

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To the Jalfng farmer chillic
cultivation is an industry that gives
Him his bread and butter and for that
matter a large number of young
farmers in Jaffna District has taken
to chillie culiivation in a very big way.
Unlike the Chena cultivation as
practised in other parts of the country,
chillies in Jaffna are  intensively
cultivated under lift irrigation, each
crop lasting six to eight months of

~  the year. About 60 % of the islands

requirements of chillies and 859, of
onions are met by the Jaffna District.

The gereage under cultivation with
regard to subsidiary food crops such
as chillies, onions and potatoes suf-

fered a drop during the year 1978/79

. due to several factors, chief among

<25

themm were:-

(i) Increasingly high cost of
production necessitated by in-
creased cost of inpufs.

(i) Uncertainty of the market for
the producer due to periodical
imports of chillies and potatoes
as a measure of pegging down
consumer price for these com-
modities.

In response to several appeals the
Government appointed the National
Prices Commission fo go info the cost
of production of chillies and fo de-
termine a floor price. The National
Prices Commission after its sitting in
Jaffna and having heard oral and
written representations fixed Rs. 10/50
for a pound of dried chillies as the
floor price, which is in operation now.
The producer is protected by the opera-
tion of this floor price of Rs. 10/50
per pound at which the Department
for the Development of Marketing

- purchased chillies from the producer

in competition with the frade. The
Ministry of Agricultural Development
and Research has fixed & guaranteed
price of Rs. 9/50 per pound at which
the Paddy Marketing Board and the

s
.

Agrarian Service Centres of the Depart-
ment of Agrarian Secrvices purchase
chillies so that the farmer is assured
of a price which is equivalent to the
cost of production as 2 measure of
safeguarding the farmer from sustzin-
ing & loss in the event of o severc de-
pression in price. As the present cost
of production for a pound of chillics
is more than Rs. 10/50 this price needs
to be revised. The Government Is
taking steps to detzil the Marketing
Research Unit of the Agrarian Ke-
search Centre to go into the cost of
production of chillies.

During the coming years carcful
attention will be paid to increase the
produciion snd the income levels of
the farmers engaged in paddy and
subsidiary food crop cultivalion by
laying emphasis on the following:-

Increase the acreage  under

new improved varieties.
Judicious use of fertilizers.
Control of ~ weeds, pests.

Reclomation of saline  and
alkaline lands.

Sinking of wells in rainfed
paddy lands.
Reduction in the cost of
cultivation.

Provision of better marketing
and storage facilities.

Vegetable Cultivation

20600 acres are cultivated annualy
with vegetables in the Jafina District.
Vegetable farming in Jaffna has become
highly specialised and is on 2 com-
mercial footing. Among the exolic
vegetables culfivated in Jaffna, beans,
cabbage, caulifiow-r, beet roof, carrot

cowpes, brinjal, bandakkas,  bitter-
gourd, and snake gourd. In 1980%1
improved vegetable seeds will be is-
sued to farmers. -
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Home Garden
The  establishment of  home
gardens is an integral part of the

agricultural extension programme in
the district and from Yala 1979 an
intensive drive was organised.  This
programme will be accelerated in the
coming years by supplying packets of
popular vegetable seeds and  home
garden kits.

Horticulture

Except bananas, the cultivation of
fruits in the District was confined
until recently to homesteady but now
cultivation is being undertaken on a

commercial basis. The present acre-
ages under the main  horticultural
Crops are:

From 1980/81 fruit cultivation is be-
ing organised by the Department of
Agriculture  throughout the island
providing cash assistance to the
growers. According to a  planned
programme, Mango, citrus and bananas
are crops selected for the Jaffna District
under this scheme,

Farms

The farms ot Paranthan and Vad-
dakachchy will produce 25,000 bushels
of certified seed for Maha 80/81 and
5,000 bushels for Sirupokam 81. They
praduce snnually an average of 8,500
bushels of foundation seed and 10,000
bushels of registered seed. of different
‘verieties of paddy.

In addition they supply vegetable seeds

and planting  materials along with
gingelly and chillies M. 1.

Seed Processing Complex

A seed Processing complex is
sited at Paranthan to supply clean
and pure seeds free of weed seeds and
half filled grains to ensure 100Y%;
germination.

Storage of Seed Material
and Agricultural Produce

Provision was. made in 1979
Decentralised Budget programme for
the construction of the  following
buildings at a total cost of Rs. 300,000/-
Those are nearing completion.

RESEARCH ACTIVITIES

The three Research Stations
situated in  Thirunelvely, Paranthan,
Kilinochchi  (Vaddakachchy)  were
further strengthened with  additional
staflf during the course of the year.
The main research studies at Thiru-
nelvely have been on irrigation agronomy
ond on the control of pests on crops

~ of economic importance in the penin-

sula ( fruit, vegetable and cash crops).
Agronomic investigations on rice and
the breeding of rice varieties (drought
tolerant) suitable for rainfed highland
tracts of the District have been the
main concern of the Paranthan station
whilst the Kilinochchi station  con-
fined itsell to work on grain legumes
and soya-bean.

- 14
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Chillie cultivation suffered a setback
in 1976 when a greater part of the
cultivation was completely ruined by
a pest Spodoptera Exigua- which could
not be eradicated in a hurry. The
Research Staff with the Entomologist
Mr. Ross Fellowes carried out ex-
tensive experiments and discovered the
type of pesticide that could destroy
this pest. Though by the time
Sumicidin/Ambush that proved to be
effective and  recommended by the
Entomologist was airlifted and used,
almost all the harvest in the peninsula
and even a little of the mainland were
completely ruined, but their efforts
helped to arrest further aftacks by

this army worm called Spodoptera
Exigua.
The activities of the Research

Division of the Department of
Agriculture have expanded with the
appointment of a Deputy Director of
Research who is Posted at Kilinochchi.

50 acres of land at Kilinochchi
have been released to this Research
Division for the setting up of a Re-
gional Research and Training Centre
under the Agricultural Extension and
Adoptive Research project financed by
the World Bank. Another 7 acres
were released for the establishment
of an in-service training institute for
the Northern Region.

Training in Agricultural Work

The Hon. Minister of Public Ad-
ministration and Home Affairs paid
an official visit to Jaffna during Sep-

tember, 1979. After this visit he
directed the Ministry of Public Ad-
- ministration and Home  Affairs to

afford an opportunity for the new
S.L.A.S. probationers and the A.G.AA
to undergo an in-Service training in
Jaffna to  study . the agricultural
practices in Jaffna District carried out
under well irrigation and any other
matters of interest so that these op-
portunities could provide them a back-
ground of agricultural training.

For the first time in Jaffna about
120 S.L.A.S. probationers in hatches
of 30 were afforded a field oriendated
training in agricultural work for =
period of two weeks with residential
facilities at the R.D. Training Centre
at Atchuvely. The programme provided
apart from the theoretical aspects of
farming in Jaffna District with its
specialised agricultural practices, econ-
omic aspect of cultivation, land use
and cropping paftern, agro-climatic
condition and water management, field
visits to selected industrial land develop-
ment and seftlement projects viz
Mirusuvil Girls’ Scheme; Thiruvaiaru
Educated Youth Scheme and discus-
sions with project staff and seitlers,
combined with cultural aspects such
as visit to Nagadeepa temple, Naga-
pooshany  Amman temple, - the ruins
of Kanderodai and azn evening af the
Casuarina beach.

This training programme in Jaffna
has come fo stay and is now 2 regular
feature.

AGRARIAN SERVICES

Significant and far rezching changes
were effected in 1978 to enable the
Agricultural Productivity Commitiee to
provide more efficiently the various
institutional services to the farming
population than in the past. The 17
AP.CC in Jafina District were dis-
solved in September, 1977 and Agrarian
Services Commitiees were appointed
under the new Agrarian Services Act
No. 58 of 1979. As an _ interim
measure, the Divisional Officers of
Jafina District were ppointed temporary
Chairman of = these  Committees.
Under the  chairmanship of the
Divisional Officers of the Depariment
of Agrarian Services there had been
greater administrative centrol, better
use of finances and accelerated develop-
ment.

The Cultivation Commitiees esta-
blished under the Agricultural Lands Law
No. 42 of 1973 werc also abolished
and 175 cultivation officers at Village
level were appointed to this District.
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The following services were per-
formed through the Agrarian Service
Centres;

Distribution of Seed Materials

(i) Vegetable Seed

Vegetable seeds to the value of Rs.
10,000/- purchased frem the Depart-
ment of Agriculture were distributed
to farmers.

(ii) Coconut seedlings

30,000 coconut ‘seedlings
tributed to the farmers.

(iif) Seed potatoes

2544 metric tons of seed potatoes
Arka varicty were distributed to the
farmers in 1978. This function has
now been taken over by the  Asst
Director of Agriculture, Jafina.

Tractors and Agricultural Implements

18 tractors have been allocated
in 1980 to this District for distribution
to the 18 A.S.CC.

14,000 and 1,500 imported Monkey
Brand mammoties and Crocodile Brand
mammoties were sold to farmers in this
district.

360 sprayers have been issued to
the Cultivation Officers to service the
farming population.

Distribution of Fertilizers

Fertilizer distribution at  district
and divisional level was done through
departmental fertilizer stores situated
at Puttur, Paranthan, Poonakary,
Kilinochchi, Varany and Thunukkai.
The Kilinochchi and Varany stores
have since been handed over to Ceylon
Fertilizer Corporation. 7,500 tons of
fertilizer were unloaded from the ship
‘Silver Sun’ in the record time of 8
days and were despatched to depart-
mental stores.

Distribution of Agro-Chemicals

The Agrarian Services  Centres
play an important role in the distribu-
tion of Agro-Chemicals to the farming
population in this District. The value
of Agro chemicals sold by the A.S.CC
during 1978 and 1979 are as follows:-

Minor Trrigation Works

The maintenance of Minor Ir-
rigation schemes was transferred to
this Department by the Irrigation Depart-
ment with effect from1.1.1979. Out of
149 works undertaken by the Depart ment
131 works were completed at a cost of
Rs. 670,393/- thereby benefitting 3500
acres. Action has also been taKen
to rehabilitate 617 fanksand schemes
during the period 1981-1983at an
estimated cost of Rs. 6,406,550/,

Agricultural Insurance and Collection of
Premia

The collection from Maha 1977/78
upto date is Rs, 1,352,034.96 and the
indemnities paid amounted to Rs.
1,337,402.16.

With the revision of indemnity
rates in 1980 there was 45%, participa-
tion in the collection of premia for
Yala 1980.

This scheme will be extended to
other highland crops and dairy very
soon. The A.S.CC are also agents to
implement this scheme.

Repayment of Agricultural Loans

Farmers day celebrations were held
in all the 11 electorates in collabora-
tion with the banks to impress on the
farmers on the necessity to repay agri-
cultural loans, and prizes were awarded
to the best cultivators who have settled
their outstanding loans.

A long felt need of the people
of Jafina is the conversion of the Jaffna
Lagoon to a fresh water lagoon so
that it could improve the ground water
resources of the Jaffna Peninsula and
help to reclaim about 11000 acres of
non-arable lands.

Jaffna peninsula compriscs a total
area of 400 square mile and nearly
40 square miles of this extent is covered
by two internal lagoons namely the
North (Vadamarachchi) asnd south
(Upparu) lagoons. An external lagoon
of water spread area of 30 square miles
called the Flephant Pass Lagoon lies
between the main land and the peninsula.
These Jagoons are not inter-con-
nected. The first one starting from
Periyapachchilaipalli as its - eastern
boundary enters the sea at Thondaman-
naru. The south lagoon originates
from the lower plains of Kaputhu
Paddy lands, spreads abutting Sara-
salai, Madduvil, Kaithady and Navat-
kuly in the left, Puttur, Kopay, Iru-
palai and Ariyalai on the right
and links the sea at Ariyalai in the
outskirts of Jafina town. The Elephant
Pass lagoon is the portion lying
between the peninsula and the main
land and enters the sea at Chundi-
kulam on its eastern side and is isolated
from the sea on the western side by
Kandy - Jaffna road.

The main project features are as follows:
(a) Elephant Pass lagoon - con-
struction of a large dam of
length 4,700t incorporated with
a spill of total length 7,000 ft.

at the ecastern closure site.

(b) Access road to eastern closares
bund of Elephant Pass lagoon.

(¢) North lagoon (Vadamaradchchy)

(d) Replacement of perished gates,
other lifting device components
and connected works.

(e) South lagoon (Upparu) 24 Nos.
planked bays to be replaced by
screw operated gates etc.

(f) Improvements to bund, isolat-
ing the saltern and paddy field
from this lagoon.

Anticipated benefits:

(@) Gradual conversion of the
lagoons to fresh water lakes.

(b) Under ground storage will be
recharged thereby benefitting the
brackish wells along the fringe
of the lagoons, There may be
a possibility of suppressing the
interface of fresh and salt water
below the existing Ilevel and
thereby increasing the storage
potential of ground water to
meet the increased demand for
irrigation and domestic  con-
sumption.

(¢) Reclaiming 11,000 acres of non
arable land, by having salt
leached out. From the results
of present cultivation on small
extents in partially reclaimed
areas, it is evident that red

onicn, chillies, yams, cashe“f,
grape, etc. can be  culti-
vated in this land. However

a land use survey will help to
select the suitable crops.

(d) Supplement the 20,000 acres of
presently cultivated land (rain
fed) along the fringe during the
period of drought and during
the tail end of the cultivation
by pumping from newly created
fresh water storage in the 25,000
acres of the lagoon area. Due
to lack of water, cultivation
of paddy in this 20,000 acres
was a fotal failure during most
of the years.

(e) Cultivation in the lake bed will
be possible when the lake full
of fresh water draws down dur-
ing dry season. The bed may
also be used for cattle grazing
during the dry season.

(f) The total annual yield will be
400,000 bushels of paddy, 60000
Cwt. of chillies, 500,000 cwis. of
onions and 120,000 cwts. of
other subsidiary food crops at
full development.

There will be employment op-
portunities, growth of secondary in-
dustries and other indirect benefits and
would result in a substantial improve-
ment in the living conditions, including
the recharging of the  underground
storage thereby, benefitting the brackisl
wells along the fringe of the lagoons.

WATER RESOURCES BOARD

In the matter of farming and ir-
tigation, the Jaffna District presents
& unique picture. The agronomic
practices adopted for the cultivation
of subsdiary food crops are highly
advanced. The land is intensively
farmed under these crops and involves
o heavy coxtraction of ground water.
When good water is extracted from
tlie underground of the peninsuly, the
problem of salinity increases.  This
phenomenon has been under investiga-
tions for nearly 15 vears by various orga-
nisation and the Department of Irrigation.

In October, [978 ground water
investigation within the peninsula was
handed over to the Water Resources
Board on the recommendation of the
Jaffng District Hydrological Survey
Committee. After the establishment
of the W.R.B.Office in Jaffna qualified
personnel have been appointed sup-
plemented with modern equipment for
which funds were also provided under
the decentralised budget.

The main activity of the Board
is to identify the presence of fresh,
brackish and salinc water extents with-

Ln

in the Jaffna District, and study the
seasonal fluctuation of uvnder ground
fresh water to determine the extent
of extraction. The Board also provides
free consultancy services to institutions
youth schemes and to individuals.

Wind Mills

A programme is now underway
in the peninsula for testing windmills,
designed and fabricated by Water
Resources Board for lifting of water
from underground. Two windmills
have been already installed in the
peninsula for agriultural purposes are

“working very satisfactorily. -

The day is not far off when the
physical landscape of the Jaffna District
would be transformed with a number
of windmills located in centres of
agricultural activity.

Ipil Ipil

The Water Resources Board played
an important role in the 1980.District Tree
Planting Programme organised by the
Hon.District Minister, Jaffna. The
board has been called upon fo con-
tribute to this campaign and a separate
nursery has been established by the
Board and 50,000 Ipil Ipil seedlings
and 10,000 cashew plants were issued.

LAND WORK

With the creation of Mullaitivu
District, the entire Thunukkai A.G.A’s
division excluding Vannerikulam G.S.
Division, the Land Office, Thunukkai
and a small section of Kilinochchi
A.G.A’s Division, torm a part of the
present  Mullaitiva  Distriet. Con-
sequently a number of Major Colonisa-
tion Schemes such as Vavunikulam,
Thennivankulam, Ampalaperumalkulam,
Kalvilankulam, Koddaikaddinakulam,
Maruthankulam, Murukandikulam and
several V.E.Schemes now come under
the jurisdiction of Mullaitiva District.
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Youth Schemes

The District Agricultural Com-
mittee on Youth Scheme reviewed the
development of the five youth schemes
in Kilinochchi area in October, 1979
and highlighted certain shortcomings
with a view to effect remedial measures.

Piramandalarukulam Educated
Youth Scheme was started in 1974 with
491 youths without irrigation facilities.
The restoration of Piramandalaru-
kulam was completed in 1978 and
water was released to the  youth
settlement for the first time in 1979.
402 acres are under cultivation with
chillies, onions and vegetables. Work
under this scheme is programmed for
completion in 1981.

Akkarayankulam Middle Class
Scheme that was started in 1956 covers
an extent of 1000 acres under paddy.
With the augmentation of the tank
a major Colonisation Scheme  was
started in 66/67 in two stages with
600 colonists providing irrigation
facilities to an extent of 1500 acres.
About 182 of the residential plots in
the seftlement scheme have been
provided with lift irrigation facilities.

143 educated vouths were settled
in 1974 in Akkarayankulam Educated
Youth Scheme located at the tail end
of the L. B. channel About 60
allotments are fully developed. The
main reason for the non-development
of the balance allotments is due to the
location of the scheme. Steps are be-
ing taken to develop the balance al-
lotments in the coming years.

The Thiruvai Aru Educated Youth
Scheme Stages I, I, & III that was
inaugurated in 1966 attracted youths
more on account of the soil, lift irriga-
tion facilities and accessible marketing
facilities. The Jift irrigation operated
by electrical energy is the first of its
kind in Sri Lanka and was installed
in the year 1977. During 1977/78 six
power operated new pumps With
improved capacity of 65 gallons per
second per pump were installed fo

meet the increased demand of 550
youths engaged in the cultivation of
subsidiary food crops such as chillies,
onions, pulses efc.

The regular flow of water during

the dry season along the channel under

this scheme has not only helped to

_ increase the water table in the wells
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in this area but also the culfivation
of subsidiary food crops by the youths
by the use of water in the wells. An
extent of approximately 750 acres is
cultivated during Yala for subsidiary
food crops.

Thiruvaiaru Girls® Scheme started
in 1976 is an extension to the existing
Boy's Scheme. 170 girls trained in
agriculture with the promise of lift
irrigation facilities were settled there.
The construction of channel and
forebay have been long delayed due
io lack of funds and the release of
of Jands by the Conservator of Forests.
The Hon.Minister of Lands and Land
Development on his visit to this scheme
in October, 1980 assured the girls
of this scheme irrigation facilites in
1981/82.

Mulangavil Youth Scheme was
inaugurated in April, 1978 with 90
youths on the basis of 2 acres per
youth of which I acre is irrigable. The
cost of drilling a tube well 2t Rs. 16,000 -
was initially met by the vouths. This
sum was subsequently refunded fo the
youths.

In 1979 a sum of Rs. 24 lakhs
provided under the decentralised budget
allocation was spent on the construc-
tion of pump houses, forechays and
lined channel by the Irrigation Depart-
ment. A sum of Rs. 125000~
provided under the Land Commis-
sioner’s vote was paid as subsidies
to the Youths during this year. Dur-
ing Maha 78/79, 20 acres were cultivated
for subsidiary food crops and during
Yala 79, 40 acres were cultivated with
onions, chillies and ground nuts.
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With the setting up of the District
Ministry for Jaffna in 1980, this scheme
showed tremendous progress. All con-
struction works and the provision of
irrigation facilities under these tube
wells were handed over to the Water
Resources Board. A field  unit
cstablished by the Water Resources
Board at Mulangavil monitors these
tube wells tests the water for salinity.
During this year these nine wells were
provided with 37 pumps.

In April 1980 a batch of 160
youths were seitled under Stage II of
the Scheme and they have -cleared
an extent of 245 acres. During 1980
a sum of Rs. 417,500/~ was spent from
the decentralised budget allocation for
the purchase of pumps and provision
of irrigable facilities. As subsidies a
sum of Rs. 77,500/- was paid from
funds allocated by the Land Commis-
sioner.

Assistance was also obtained from

the British Government under the
Overseas Development Aid for tube
well pumps and five have already been
installed.

The Mirusuvil Educated Girls’
Scheme is the first girls youth scheme
started in the country in 1967 and this
is mainly confined to the cultivation
of subsidiary food stuffs. There are
177 girls in this scheme and most of
them are provided with electric pumps
for cultivation. The first batch of
girls are provided with type plan cot-
tages by the Department of Land
Development and of the balance 127,
the N.H.D.A. is constructing 70 houses
under the Self Aided Housing Scheme.

Regularisation of Encroachments

A survey conducted in March,
1979 revealed that 10,145 persons
encroached an extent of about 18,210
acres, of state land for which 150 land
kachcheries were held. An extent of
6,560 acres encroached by 4156 persons
could not be regularised, and action
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is being taken to eject them under
the State Lands (Recovery of Pos-
session) Act No. 7 of 1979.

Major Schemes

The Iranamadu tank with a
capacity of 106,500 acre feet of water
and a catchment area of 227 square
miles commands an acreage of 20,600
acres under paddy for Maha cultiva-
tion. As the farmers under this tank
resort to dry sowing during Maha they
are able to conserve water for 407, of
their land for Sirupokam cultivation.
Five major developed colonisation
schemes viz. Ganeshapuram, Uruthira-
puram, Murasumoddai, Vaddakachchy
and Remanathapuram covering an
extent of 6,000 acres are fed by these
tanks.

Provision of Houses by N.H.D.A. in
Village Expansion Schemes

The N.H.D.A. is constructing 30
houses in Thinnavely V.E.Scheme for
which pipe borne water supply is to
be provided by V. C. Nallur and the
Nallur Cooperative Dairy Society.

Five houses under the electoral
housing scheme have been constructed
in Ariyalai V.E.Scheme. Fifty allot-
ments in this scheme will be handed
over to the N.H.D.A. for construc-
tion of Self Aided Houses.

In the Jafina Town A.G.As
Division, & scheme in Koddady with
42 allottees have been handed over to
the N.H.D.A. for the construction of
Self Aided houses.

In Pommaively V. E. Scheme for
the Muslim community 32 houses
under the Self Aided Housing Scheme
have been constructed by the N.H.D.A.

Land Acquisition

Seventy proposals for land acquisi-
tion relating to 360A. IR. 89P in
respect of 26 schools, 14 local bodies,
25 Government Departments and
Corporations and $ V. E. Schemes are
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in various stages of completion. A
sum of Rs. 2,178 million was paid
out as compensation in respect of
acquisitions finalised during the year
1979 and 1980.

For the expansion of the K.K.S.
cement factory an extent of 216 acres
2R. 19P is to be acquired for which
Section 9 inquiries are being held.

Three new proposals for the
acquisition of lands for the expansion
of the University are -in Section II
stage. An extent of 150 acres of land
from the Kilinochchi Forest Reserve
has been released by the Hon. Minisicr
of Lands and Land Development for
the establishment of the Faculties of
Agriculture, Veterinary Science and
Engineering.

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LOW LYING AREAS RECLAMA-
TION AND DEVELOPMENT BOARD

Yala procurement has been alwavs
low as the cultivated exient and produc-
tion is only a fraction of the tolal
acreage cultivated during Maha.

Unlike during 1978 and 1979
Maha, the procurement duaring Maha
1980 is very low mainly due to the
increase in the price of flour and bread
from February 1980. The private
millers and traders are able to procure
paddy at prices much above the
guaranteed price to meet the incress-
ing consumer demand for rice.

The available storage capacity is
420,000 bushels. Additional stores

totalling 30,000 bushels capacity are

under construction with Australian Aid.

Four retail sale centres were opened
in the District st Saravanai, Velanai
Jafina and Chunnakam. These out-
lets are very popular and help o
stabilise the price. It is proposed w
open more retail outlets in the District
in 1981 at the rate of 2 centres per
electorate.

In this
respect the Corporation with its limited
resources in the District has played
its part very satisfactorily. The
Northern Administrative unit of the
State Timber Corporation situated in
jafina covers the four districts of the
Northern Province namely . Mannar,
Vavuniya, Mullaitiva and Jaffna.

The forest resources in the Dis-
trict is confined to areas outside the
peninsula.

Sawn Timber:- There is only one con-
tractor-operated saw mill in the Region
citnated =t Puliyankulam. The sawn
timber is sold only to Govern-
ment Departments, Corporations and
Statutotry bodies, This does not the
full requirements of the Departments.

Poles:- These are the poor man’s need

for cottage building, the house builder’s

requirement for scaffoldings and props
and the fishermen’s aid, for his in-
dustry. The demand is unpredictable.
Here too the source of supply is the
development areas and in & small ex-
tent the yield from thinnings in teak
plantations.

Fence Post:- The public is served with
two sizes the 7' length for fencing and
the 9° lengths to meet the needs of
Vineyards , the extent of which is
increasing. gradually.

Firewood:- The demand for firewood
is phenomensl. The statement in-
dicates the increasing consumption pat-
tern. The figures indicate the quantity
that passed through the S.T.C. outlets.
In the year 1978, 1979 large quantity
of firewood from private and alienated
lands went direct to the consumer,
In 1980 this outlet has been closed.
The increased production for 1980 is
due to the larger extent taken up for
reforestation by the Forest Depart-
ment. The consumers’ need for fire-
wood in the future will be a gigantic
problem if the pattern of wuse of
domestic fuel is not varied. It is where
the use of Wood Charcoal for domestic
use comes im.

The construction of a saw mill
at Chankanai is in progress and would
function from January 1981. This
would enable the STC to supply the
local Government Departments, which
hitherto collected them from Puliyan-
kulam 120 km away and even lo the
public. Further hand sawing at Depots
with the object of giving employment
to persons interested will be started
early.

Problem of the STC

It has to be repeated that the
number one problem is the scarcity
of firewood. To meet this fuel wood
plantations have to be started. A
moderate estimate is to plant about
3500 acres per year on a 10-12 year
rotation. Priority has to be given fo.
this problem in the integrated develop-
ment plen of the District.

Goat Rearing

The Jaffna Disteict has about
108,000 goats, and it is the highest in
Sri Lanka. The Hon. Minister of Rural
Industrial Development has inaugurated
a goat development programme for
Jaffna District by issuing 18 improved
stud goats, bought in the peninsula
to breeders and organisations in the
mainland, There is a proposal for
the issue of import of meat goats for
10 villages in Jaffna District each with
over 300 goats to assist goal rearing.

Poultry

As the central hatchery at Kunda-
sale is not able to cater to the increas-
ing demand for day old chick, Regional
Hatcheries have been set up. The
Regional hatchery at Atchuvely will
start issuing day old chicks in March
next year. 150,000 day old chicks
(Layers) and 25,000 day old chicks
(broiler) will be issued by this hatchery

Milk collection

Two milk collecting centres were
established in the district, one at Kili-
nochchi which was completed during
the latter part of 1979 and 2 chilling
units given by the Milk Board wele
installed in this centre. This was
opened by the Hon.Minister of Rural
Industrial Development on 29.10.79.
The other centre in Jaffna was declared
open by the Hon.Minister of Rural
Industrial Development on his first
official visit fo Jaffna on 19.6.80.

Rural Bridge 1980:-

For 1980, the Honourable Prime Minister
and Minister of Local Government Housing
Construction and Highways directed that a
Rural Bridge be construcied in the Kachchai
V.C. falling within the Kiiinochchi electorate.
This bridge was opened on the 21st of July, 1980
by Mr. V. Ananthasangaree, M.P. for Kilinochchi

clectorate. This bridge was constructed at a

cost of Rs. 115,000/- and it will serve the entire
village of Jayanthinagar consisting of about
350 families and more than 1500 people. This
will assist the farming population of the area
for transporting their agricultural products to
the Kilinochchi market.

Lorge scale investment in an  extensive
public sector housing programme is becoming
increasingly difficult, due to competitive demands
from the other sectors of the economy, it has
therefore become necessary to look for a practical
alternative to conventionzl housing projects.
The Aided Self [Help Programme could be
identified s one derived out of the local situa-
tion to meet the acute housing problem of the
country. The most important factor is that
the system of self help has been a part of the
cultural heritage and with the enthusiasm shown
by the people in the past, the proposed target
could be achieved during the planned period.

" _The implementation of Government’s Hous-
ing Programme outlined above, required an
institutional device to successfully execute its
programme of work. A National Housing
Development Authority equipped with  wide
powers in all matters related to housing was
considered necessary for -this' purpose as it was
felt that housing development activity could
not be satisfactorily managed by the Department
of National Housing. The new Authority was
thus established in 1979 by Act of Parliament
No. 17 to undertake more effectively, the large
scale development activities envisaged by
Government. For the time being, the mnew
Authority will concern itself with the Aided
Self Help Housing Programme and the Direct
Construction Programme only. With this in
mind the Authorify decided to establish an
Office in each disirict under the responsibility
of a District Manager who will be responsible
for housing development in the District.

The Aided Seif Help Housing Programme - 1979,

Aided Self Help Housing has been accepted
as a feasible programme for the solution of the
housing problem of developing countries.

- Until 1973 Aided Self Help Housing was an
alien concept in Sri Lanka. A study of public
housing prior to this period indicates that the
investment programme practiced were loans fto
individual house builders who own land and the
construction of multi-storeyed flalts on rent for
middle and lower income groups, mainly in
the urban areas. Both systems had their limita-
tions and it became necessary to evolve a system
which was socially satisfying and economically
acceptable to the low income group, particularly
those who did not own land. The technique

Madel Village Development Programme.

The Model Village Development Programme
at district level was conceived of by the Hon’ble
Prime Minister as part of Government eflo1t
to increase housing stock through out the Island.

The main areas of development include
low cost housing, provision of safe drinking
water, electricity and the provision of basic
facilities such as health, education, recreation,
communication, postal services, marketing, infra
structure etc. Other amenities include school
buildings, furniture, quarters for teachers, com-
munity centres fo  undertake  recreational
facilities to the people, supply of essential con-
sumer goods, promotion of the sale of local
produce etc.

The development programme envisages the
construction of 285 low cest housing units in
three stages.

As housing forms the major component of
village development, it is being financed from
funds allocated by the National Housing
Development Authority. Financing from the
de-centralised budget is being resorted to in
respect of the other amenities. Construction
work on the housing units and other amenities
have been completed.
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Other Model Villages.

As a result of the popularity of the village
Reawakening Movement and the demand for
more model villages, the Hon’ble Prime Minister

Programme and the Model Village had been
programmed for construction on a community
development basis, the electoral Housing
Programme and the other programmes des-
cribed below have been on a direct construction
basis. Under this programme, which was also
inaugurated by the Hon’ble Prime Minister
himself, each electoral division in the country
is required to construct a certain number of
houses annually. The Department of Build-
ings undertook to construct and supervise con
struction of these houses.

Whilst the Aided Self Help Programme, andfthe
Model Villages Programme cater to low income
groups the Direct Construction Programme
provides housing for the middle and lower
middle income groups.

The Navatlmh Pm]ect - Stnge 1

: Constructmn of 298 housing units for the
. middle income group has commenced on a site
97 acres in extent belonging to the National
Housing Development Authority. The amenities
which will be provided in this housing complex
will be pipe borne water supply, street lighting
including house connections and wiring, sewerage
. disposed system, shopping complex, playground,
school, park, dispensary and a hcalth centre

etc. There are 6 types of housing units, each
comprising 800 sq. ft. The Engineering Con-
sultants Ltd., Colombo under a consultancy
arrangement with the National Housing Develop-
ment Authority is supervising construction work,
which is being undertaken by several Contractors.

The Tharakulam Project - Jafina.

The construction of 5 blocks comprising
39 two-tiered units is under way in the heart of
the city to house municipal families living in
temporary huts under unhygienic conditions
Each unit will have 400 sq. ft of living space.

Gurunagar flats, Jaffna.

Construction work on 8 high rise blocks
is in progress at Gurunagar, a very densily
populated area. A total cf 160 low cost flats
will become available when completed. Each
unit will be self contained and will have 300 sq.
ft. of living space.

Kannapuram, Jafina.

A Transit Camp to house the families, who
were living on a refuse dump in shanties, is under
construction at a nearby site. The Kannapuram
refuse damp, after reclamation, will be used for
the construction of 75 low income group hous-
ing units for the use of these families. Reclama-
tion work is in progress and construction work
on the new housing units will commence shortly.

Pommaiveli Flats, Jafina.

A 4 acre plot of land has been identified
for the construction-of 30 low cost flats for the
Muslim Community. Construction work will
commence as soon as the land is acquired by
Government.

City of Jaiina Middle Class Housing Scheme.

It is proposed to construct 1,200 Middle
Class housing units in Jaffna shortly. A 25 acre
site within the Jaffna Municipal limits, served
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by 2 frunk roads has already been acquired
for this purpose. The project will cater to the
immediate needs of the middle income group,
who are houseless at present and will case the
housing shortage considerably. The project
when completed will have its own sewage dis-
posal system, a dual water supply system, parks,

DEPARTMENT OF BUILDINGS

A noteworthy contribution made from 1978
towards the development activities of the Jafina
District are the construction of several housing
schemes and residential quarters, which were
undertaken by the Jaffna South District
Engineer’s Office of the Department of Buildings.

The Jaffna Seouth Office covers the electorate
of Jaffna, Chavakachcheri, Udupiddy, Point
Pedro and Kilinochchi. Under the: Hon. Prime
Minister’s progtamme for the Consiruction of
houses in each Electorates; houses for the low
income village folk were constructed in the above
electorates as follows:-

All the above houses were completed within
the target date and are now in occupations.

Perhaps for the first time in the history of

the Jaffna District; storeyed flats are being put
up for housing scheme. A significant con-
tribution in this respect by this office is the con-
struction of Low Cost Flats at Gurunagar for
the local fisher-folk.

Eight blocks each of five storeys are being
constructed at present. Each storey can ac-
commodate four families and each block can
accommodate twenty tamilies. A total of 160
families can thus be accommodated in the eight
blocks” The estimated cost of the eight blocks
including » water supply and o sewage disposal
scheme is Rs. 16,000,000/-.

It is proposed to construct six more such
blocks to accommodate a further 120 families,

Five numbers two storeyed flats that can
accomodate 39 families are also being con-
structed by this office at a cost of Rs. 2,600,000/-
at Tharakulam, Jaffna for the people of low
income group of the Area.

It has been found that Public Servants from
putstations are reluctant to serve in Jaffna due
to lack of residential facilities. To obviate
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this difficulty; the construction of a four storeyed
flat that can afford residential facilities to 90
Bachelor Public Servants is being undertaken
now at Forest Lane, Jaffna by this officc at an
estimated cost of Rs. 4,450,000/-. In this respect.
nine quarters for married officers have already
been constructed at a cost of Rs. 2,680,000/-

Four quarters at a cost of Rs. 1,120,000/~
have also been constructed at Jaffna for Judicial
Officers.

The construction of a Telecommunication
Building under the OCADS projects is being
undertaken at an estimated cost of Rs. 7,300,000/.

 Direct dialling from Jaffna to Colombo and other

outstations would be possnble once this Build-
ing is completed.

A Sewerage Scheme is under construction
for the Base Hospital, Point Pedro. The scheme
comprises of the conversion of the existing
bucket latrines into water seal latrines from
which the sewage would be led into a com-
prehensive Treatment Plant consisting of several
Civil Engineering structures, into which plant
and machinery would be installed for the com-
pleted decomposition and disposal of the sewage.

All the above works are expected to be
coripleted by the middle of 1981 and including
other minor works; it could be said that com-
struction works costing about Rs. 50 million
would have been undertaken from 1978 for a
period of 3 1/2 years, by the Jaffna South District
Engineer’s Office of the Department of Buildings.

BU!LDING MATERIALS CORPORATION

The Building Materials Corporation fall-
ing under the purview of the Ministry of Local
Government Housing and Construction has its
head office in Colombo with a number of
branches and sales depots all over the Island
The most important role played by this Corpora

tion is to help the house-builders in supplying

them with the required building materials. As
far as Jaffna District is ¢oncerned the Corpora-
tion plays pivotal role among the house-builders
Industrialists, Government Depertments and
other Organisations in satisfying their needs of
building materials as well as tools and implements.

This Corporation has confributed largely
to the expeditious implementation of the develop-
ment proposals of the District viz; Electoral
Housing Schemes started by the Ministry of
Local Government, Housing and Construction
on the directive of the Hon. Prime Minister.
Some of the major housing schemes have been
identified in the electorates of Udupiddy, Kayts,
Vaddukoddai and Point Pedro where more then
50 houses are planned in each electorate. Almost
all the building materials required for these
houses are being supplied by this Corporation.
In addition the Corporation also helps a number
of Government Departments, Corporations,
Boards and Local Bodies to obtain their
supplies of building materials and related service

Jaffna is onme of the few districts where
private house-builders have burgeoned. These
builders and other industrialists are being served
“by the Corporation to get their building meterials
quickly.

The maximum monthly sale recorded for
the year 1976 was Rs 218,950.96 and the recent
sale, for the month of Janusry, 1980 recorded
a figare of Rs 1,831,379.80. This difference in
sales volufme indicates the promotion of sales
by the Corporation which has resulted in more
materials being supplied to schemes formulated
by the Government for the sccelerated develop-
ment programme of this District.

DEPARTMENT OF HIGHWAYS

About 23 years ago at the time of integra-
tion of the former Territorial Civil Engineering
Organisation with the parent departments most
of the roads in the District were in a dilapidated

condition, mainly due to the maintenance ~and .

jmprovements of roads being - handled - by
Engineers and- Technical Staff who had not had
prior experience in Highways Engineering.
This was a consequence of the formation of a
hodge-podge  Civil Engineering Organisation
termed the T.C.E.O.

2. Since the time of the Department of High-
ways taking back the roeds, most of the damaged
roads have been rtehabilitated. Besides the
existing roads being repaired, several miles of
roads have been newly metalled and tarred and
several stretches of trunk and main roads have
been widened or resurfaced. A number of
failing structures on the roads have beem re-
built and widened.

3 It is programmed to improve some
important junctions, widen roads, raise low
lying secticns and ease had curves on several
roads during the next three years.
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4, It is confidently anticipated that work
on the Mazahadeva Causeway that forms the
second road link between the peninsula and the
mainland will be recommended very early after
a lapse of nearly a quarter century and is expected
to be completed before the expiry of term of the
present Government. The Mahadeva Causeway
is situated in the Jaffpa District at the North
Western end of the Elephant Pass lagoon. Work
was commenced on this scheme as far back as
1937 when the gap was 13,700 ft.

Introduction:  Northern Region comprises
Jaffna, Vavuniya, Mullaitiva and Mannar
District with 14 electorates. ~ The Regional

Manager’s office Northern Region is situated
at Kilinochchi. The planning, investigation,
preparation of preliminary designs of small

to medium  size  water supply and
sewerage schemes  are its  functions.
Construction of major and minor water
supply schemes are done either through

direct labour or on contract. Supervision of all
such works are done by the sife officers.

2. The operation, and preventive mainten-
ance of all water supply schemes main-
tained by the Board and Technical assistance
to schemes maintained by the local authorities
within the Region are also within the Board’s
purview,

4. Progress from July 1979 to January 1981,

The objectives of any water supply scheme are:-
(a) to supply safe and whole-
some water (uncontaminated
and free from poisonous
substance, excessive minerals
and organic matter) to the
users.

(b) to supply water in adequate

© quantity.

(c) to make water readily avail-
able to the users in order
to encourage personal and
household hygiene.

(d) to supply adequate water
at reasonable price.

3. Jaffna District is divided by astretch of lagoon
water spread over an area of30 square miles.
The Peninsula is flat and due to the prevailin
geological conditions, water for domestic and
agricultural purposes cannot be impounded in
large surface resouvoirs for use during the
period 7 to 8 months of the year.Due to the non-
availability of adequate water in all the water
supply schemes within the Peninsula intermittent
supply is given for drinking and cooking only.

It was decided at the conferenze held at the
Jafflna Municipality chaired by the Hon’ Deputy
Minister of Local Government, Housing &
Construction in Oct’ 79 to augment the Jafina
Town water supply scheme. Construction work
commenced in December, 1978 and to be com-
pleted by March, 1981. The work got delayed
due to heavy rains in 1979 and non-availability
of explosives The estimated cost of the project

JAFFNA POLICE DIVISION:
Policing:

Crime:  Considering the over-all picture of
crime in the division, there is a significant drop,
particularly in offences against persons. Even
in property crimes, there has been a sharp
decrease in arson and mischief. Robberies and
thefts too have considerably decreased. The
comparative crime figures for 1977 & 1979 are
as follows: '

1977 1979 1980

3160 2128 2508

Investigation: About 959 of the offences
against persons reported have been successfully
solved. In property offences the percentage
remains around 30 - 35%. This is fairly a high
rate of success even by international standards.
Taking into consideration the various difficulties
that the policemen have to face in this division
including that of language, it is indeed a very
high rate of success for the division.

Crime Trends: More crimes are now being
reported to police with a better climate of police
public relations now prevailing. There is an
increasing trend in crime in the current year

——, -

The inflationery irends in the country too have
been contributory to this trend. This Thas
resulted in the distorting of the real picture of
property crimes reporied.

However, with several gangs of criminals
operating in the division being now in prison
or custody, organised crime in the division is
well under control. This has resulted in several
crime free days in the division with Jaffna Head
Quariers police station topping the list. On
14 days in May not a single grave crime had
been reported at the Jaffna Headquarters Police
Station,

Police Emergency Service: A Police Emergency
Service has been started during the past few
weeks on an experimental basis. This is an
emergency service on pedal cycles.Police officers
on bicycles petrol the town area within the M.C.
limits of Jaffna. They are on radio communica-
tion with the Jaffna Headquarter police station
and could be rushed to any place within this
limited area in an emergency within several
minutes. Although this was originally started
as a preventive patrol, their services arc now
available to the public who contact the Jaffna
Police Station in an emergency. Depending on
the success of this experiment, it is hoped to
extend this sorvice to the other areas within
the Municipal Limits as well. An emergency
telephone with a special number is to be installed
soon.

Public Relations: In the latter part of 1979
a Police public relations campaign was launched
by the police. Several public mectings were
held in different Police station areas and through
this means, a dialogue was established between
the police and the public. The public reacied
to this approach with a tremendous respouse.
Up to now, on 41 occasions they have assisted
the Police either by apprehending criminals
or by recovering property or doing both. The
value of property recovered by members of the
public is worth more than Rs. 50,000/-. They have
also heiped the police with information on a
number of occasions leading to the recovery
of property, the value of which amounts to mor
than 1 1/2 lakhs of rupees.

Members of the public have expressed
their good-will towards the police by tais and
various other means. The expiussion of tais
good-will was significantly noticcable during
the Thai Pongal festivals this year waoen several
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po]iae sfations received plate full of Pongal
This is something that the police men w;[[ always
remember with gratitude.

Police-public Relations Committees have
now been formed to strengthen this relationship.
further. Prominent members of the community
have been invited by the police to serve on these
commitlezs and they are functioning on an
experimental basis. These committees provide
a permanent forum for exchange of views between
the police and the public and is designed to
narrow the communication gap and promote
2 healthy dialogue.
consultation of law and order problems and
policing of the respective police station areas
and function as Consultative Committees in
this respect. They have already proved their
worth during the recent New Year celebrations.
These New Year celebrations were organised
by Police Public Relations Commiitees in each
Police station area and they were a grand success
not only in bringing closer relations between
the police and the public but also in preventing
crime for the division, in that not a single crime
was 1eperted in the division on this day. Be-
sides this the committees are active in many
other ways. They are now establishing
Vigilance Committees and have been responsible
for even settling minor dispufes.

The Police Station complex at Jaffna with
21 garages and 44 matried quarters for P.SS &
P.CC. has been completed and handed over. This
complex has been constructed at a cost of
Rs. 5,000,000/- '

At Point Pedro new quartets have been
constructed for the OLC. A new singlemen’s
barracks too has been constructed.

At Kayts a new police station complex is to
be constructed at a cost of Rs. 750,000/-. The
work in this connection is now in progress.

About 3 acres in extent has now been
qcquired for construction of a new police station
complex for Pallai.

A separate office and a bungalow for the
D.1.G. Notthern Range are now under con-
struction, This building is nearing completion.

Comnmunications:

Jaffna Police Division is now installed with
a new radio communication net work. With
ihe establishment of this new et work, it has
now been made possible to start an Emergency
Police Service even though on a limited opera-
tional nature.

The demand
for masonary cement is steadily increasing day
by day. The concrete department which was
closed down during the past regime has now
been reorganmised profitably. It is hoped if
feasibility studies about changing over to conl
firing instead of fuel are successful manufactur-
ing costs of cemeni can be brought down con-
siderably in view of the fue! crisis.

Stage HI Programme:

With the acceleration of construction work
during the last few years, consumption of local
cement in Sri Lanka has shown a marked in-
crease from around 357,637 toms in 1977 to
391,797 toms in 1979. Cement consumpticn
in the year 1980 is estimated to be around
1,200,000 tons. The consumption of local
cement for the first ten months of 1980 amounts
to 442278 tons of Portland and 67,373 tons
of Masonry Cement. Thus the additional
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requirements have to be met by either increase
in local production or imports. With clay deposits
in large quantities aveilable in the Murunkan
area along with good limestope in KKS, work
has commenced on an cxpansion programme
for the KKS Plant. 1,600 tons of clinker per
day capacity Kiln which could produce approxi-
mately 450,000 tons of cement per annum
has been decided upon.

All Civil construction work has been under-
taken by the Corporation on this expansion
programme. Work is in progress on the Raw
Meal Silo Pre-hezter, Klin, Gas conditioning
Tower, Cozl Yard, Cement Silo, Limestone
Yard and Crusher.

The levout and machinery are to be ob-
tained from M/s. Klaockner Humboldt of West
Germany.

Pre-Calcinator Programme:

A Pre-calcinator, that is, a meodification
to the existing cement clinker manufacturing
line, was proposed in latter part of 1979, and
was commissioned in 1980. This modernisa-
tion of the Plant would ultimately result in
enhanced production and reduce operating costs.
The total cost of the project was around Rs. 15
million. High productivity due to major
development work such as the above and Large
repair work such as the change of Kiln tyre in
1977, is clearly reflected in the highest produc-
tion recorded during the year 1980.

Coal firing

The conversion of Cement Corporation
Factories at Kankesanturai into Coal firing,
is another project the Corporation intends
embarking on, in the near future. At present,
the two Kilns are fired with furnace oil ob-
tained from the Ceylon Petroleum Corporation
and due fo the constant increase in the price of
furnace oil the cost of cement also has in-
creased rapidly.

Although the conversion to Coal firing
involves installations of certain facilities such as:

(a) Coal drying and grinding.

(b) Separation of Grit.

(¢) Collection of coal dust. and

(d) Metering and feeding the coal;
still it will save the Corporation Rs.94 million

per annum and the net foreign exchange saving
would result in Rs. 85 million per annum.

With regard to the progress made in con-
nection with the above  project, fabrication
drawings of auxilary furnace from the Con-
sultants have been received. Further develop-
ments are awaited.

Lime Kiln:

A Lime Kiln has been set up for burning
Jime. Limestone is burpt in this Kiln and pure
quality lime is obtained. The lime produced
can be made use for the following purposes:

(a) Selling to House Builders for mortar
and plastering work.

(b) Selling to lime consuming Industries
like Eastern Paper Mills Corporation,
Paranthan  Chemicals  Corporation,
Steel Corporation.

(c) Producing Masonry Cement.

In the alternative the Kiln could be used
for burning clay for production of Pozzolana
Cement.

PARANTHAN CHEMICALS CORPORATION

Paranthan Chemicals Corporation, esta-
blished in 1956 under the State Industrial
Corporation Act, is a salt-based chemical in-
dustry. Tt is concerned with the manufacture
and sale of caustic soda and chlorine as its main
products and hydrochloric acid, table salt, ferric
chloride and zinc chloride as by-products. These
chemicals and their derivatives are necessary
for many industries in Sri Lanka for the process-
ing and or for the production of end products
which are commonly encountered in our daily
life. Therefore this industry is committed to
supply the needs for other industrialists and
other users of chemicals in Sri Lanka.

The Production commenced on & com-
mercizal scale in 1960 and there had been a gradual
increase in the out put over the years. Only one
third of the country’s requirement of caustic
soda is met by this industry and the balance
impoited. The demand for chlorine has always
been fully met by the Corporation. Caustic
and chlorine being co-products from the plant
the caustic production cannot be increased with-
out an outlet for chlorine - which had been the
main hindrance for rapid expansion of the
caustic/chlorine industry in Sri Lanka, during
the past years.
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The development and industrial growth in Sri
Lanka during the past few years necessitated
increasing the production capacity of the plant
from its original 5 tons/ per day of caustic to 10
tons per day of caustic. Although the full
rated production has not yet been achieved due

These production achievements inspite of the
obsolete cell technology adopted at the factory
have been realised due to proper utilization of
the available facilities and effective Management.

The increased demand forecast during the
coming few years requires further expansion
of this industry. A proposal to set up another
plant with a capacity to produce 10 Tons caustic
per day is now under consideration. Further,
improvement to the factory at Paranthan by
adopting better cell technology is also being
viewed.

Production of chlorine has been increased
to meet the requirement of the expanded
peper industry.

Production of Hydrochloric acid increased
to substitute imported sulphuric acid,
thereby saving Rs.2 million annually for
Sri Lanka.

Production of Caustic Soda increased
thereby saving Rs. 3 million in Foreign
Exchange.

The decentralisation of transport services
in 1978 under nine Reginoal Transport Boards
and within of the creation of the Northern
Region Transport Board was of great help to
an under developed area like the Northern
Region which has remained neglected for the
past several years. Decentralisation has removed
some of the worst features of over centralisation
and the new Board is now in a position to handle
the local transport problems much more effectively
than under the former centralised set up.

Vehicle position:

This region was consistently neglected in
the matter of bus allocations during the past
several years. It was only after the present
Government was elected to power in 1977, that
new buses started flowing into the bus fleet of
the region. In all 102 new buses and 58 recon-
ditioned buses have been added to the bus feet
of the region. The arrival of 25 new buses in
one convoy in November, 1979 was a unique
occasion in regard to Government’s attitude to
those in the Northern Region. This was fol-
lowed by the arrival of a further 26 buses up to
the end of June this year. The second batch of
buses was handed over by the Hon. Minister
of Transport & Transport Boards. 1t is on
record that this was the first time that a fleet
of buses, amounting to one third of the total
fleet of the region was sent as new vehicles to any
region.

New services | extensions:

During the last three years 13 new services
and 13 extensions have been inaugurated. These
services have helped to ease the load factors on
routes in heavy pressure areas and also to meet
the demand for capacity arising out of the in-
creased traffic in the region.

It is significant that the N.R.T.B. was not
only able to increase the quality of services
extended to commuters but at the same time,
was in 2 position to mak reasonable profits
during every year of operation since decentralisa-
tion, The profit in the year 1978 was Rs. 2.4 M

profit helped to cushion the heavy losses incurred
during the second half of 1979 due to the un-
precedented fuel price hike in January, 1980.
Since the introduction of new farc surcharge
scheme in March 1980, this region was once
again able to show profit.

This profit would have been over a million
rupees each month, if not for another fuel hike
introduced in June, 1980 amounting to 50%

Another aspect that received much attention
is the conservation of fuel. All aspect of main-
tenance affecting fuel consumption were at-
tended to, with extreme care and improvements
effected.

Development :

Tangible steps have been taken to expand
the infra-structure of the Board to mezet the
growing demand. Work is in progress on the
construction of a new depot at Mannar, the
estimated cost of which is about Rs 6 million.
Tenders have been called for construction of a
50 bus depot at Kilinochchi, and the estimated
cost is about Rs 6 million. Steps have been taken
to acquire land at Keerimalai and Velanai for
the construction of new depots.

increase in the price of fuel. The operation of
private vans also affected the revenue.

Engineering :

The engineering division for the period
under review has not only attempted to meet the
daily time table reugirement of the vehicles but
also made a conceited effort to increase the
reliability of our vehicles and eliminated to o
great extent, if not completely, the problem of
recurrent failures and wayside breakdowns. The
standard of maintenance was inproved by resort-
ing to effective supervision and rigid inspection
of all maintenance work. The stafl, especially
supervisory officers, was given refersher courses
wherein their technical and supervisory skills
have been updated. The net result of all these
is clear from the following statistics:

Work has also progressed satisfactorily on
the establishment of a body overhaul shop at
Mallakam. The decision to put up this body
overhaul shop is a dream, come truec for the
people of the WNorth.

To improve commuter comforts, the exist-
ing facilities at Jaffna, Kilinochchi, Vavuniya
and Mullaitiva have been improved. In the
case of Jaffna, construction of a Central Bus
station at a cost of about Rs 3 million, is under
consideration. At Kilinochchi and Mannar,
new bus stands are expected to be construcied
shortly and in the case of Mannar, work is
expected to commence this year to provide
modern terminal facilities. A proposal to build
a bus stand at Mullaitiva is also ready.

DEPARTMENT OF
TELECOMMUNICATIONS

The development works in the Telecom-
munications field in the Jaffna District has con-
siderably improved since 1977. Proposals for
major development works have finalised and
are expected to be completed by mid, 1982.

12 Sub-Post Offices in remote areas have
been provided with telephone facilities. Four
. of them are equipped with single channel VHF
radio link which provides direct line telephone
services from Jaffna and Kilinochchi exchanges,

Installation works on a 12 channel UHF
links is in progress and on completion, all
Colombo - Jaffna. lines working on metalic con-
ductors will be transferred to this UHF links to
provide veliable service.

Major development in telecommunications
in the Jaffna District will be undertaken in
3 phases. The first phase of this development

[ndo Sri Lanka project 1s already being imple-
mented and will provide adequate steady micro-
wave channels between Jaffna and Colombo.
The second phase of the project is the OCADS-
II project. 1750 line exchange in Jaffna will be
replaced by digital electronic exchange of 4000
line capacity providing direct dialling faci'ities
in the Sri Lanka Subscriber Trunk dialling
network. The third phase of development will
involve 2 replacement of rural exchanges and
manual board in the District by 7 electronic
exchanges and four line concentrators. The
foreign cost of this project will be met by the
World Bank under the Rural Development
(Telecommunication) project. When this project
is completed, the whole of Jaffna District will
be able to interdial and dial direct any other
subscriber in the subscriber trunk dialling net-
work of Sri Lanka.

The 25 lines Rural Automatic Exchange

which was full for 10 years was replaced
with a 50 lines Exchange in November 1980.

DIVERSION OF FOOD VESSELS TQ
JAFFNA DISTRICT.

Jaffna District is a deficit area as far as sup-
ply of rice is concerned. Food vessels are
diverted by Government to Kankesanthurai 2nd
Jaffna Ports.

These are seasomal ports. K.K.S. port
operates from March to October 2nd Jaffna
Port from November to February. Of the two
ports K.K.S. port is deep and could provide
anchorage facilities to any vessel.

In April, 1977 ship S.8. “Gorvielia” was
diverted with a load of 260,293 bags of flour
(14,089) tons. This ship earned a despateh of
over 9 days U.S. $2,000 per day.

Earning of despatch money is a rule rather
than an exception as far as Jaffna Ports are
concerned, though the ports operate manually
and workers carry bags from lichters which
loads rice or flour from vessels anchored about
two to three miles away from the shore.

The lighters too stop about 25 yards from
the shore and the workers carry these bags on
their heads in waist deep water [rom the lighters
and load them into lorries.

With primitive operations, it has been
possible sometimes to keep up a discharge rate
of over 1,000 tons per day.

As this is 2 seasonal port, operations depend
on many factors like weather conditions and
the condition of the sea efc.

[n 1977, 1978, 1979 and 1980, 14, 11, 08,
and 13 vessels were diverted and it is on record
that these ports had earned despzich money
every year in subsiantial sums amounting to
several lakhs of rupees each year.

The Food Commissioner is the major user
of the port besides the Cement Corporation
and the Ceylon Naiionzl Salt Corporation.

JAFFNA A.C.C.D. DIVISION

There are 22 Multipurpose Co-operative
Societies serving about 750,000 people, through
about 650 outlets. In addition to the above
there are 8 Fisheries Co-operative Societies,
361 Credit Societies, 4 Hospital Societies, and
other Co-operative Societies totalling 577.The
Fisheries Co-operative Union exports Beche de
Mer and Chanks.

There is a membership of 153,000 and the
employees strength is about 3000. There are
74 lorries owned by the Co-operatives.

Almost all the Multipurpose Co-op.
Societies are consumer oriented. Five Societies
have powerloom textile plants.

Earlier the majority ot Board of Directors
were nominated. But with the change of
Government, the Co-operatives were handed
over to the members who elected their own Board
of Directors. In the Multipurpose Societies,
there are 7 elected Board of Directors for each
Society. .

There were educational programmes for
members, Branch Committee Members, Board
of Directors, women members and employees.
Since half the population are females and our
Multipurpose Societies. are mostly consumer
oriented, Women's Consumer Committees have
been organized in 20 out of the 22 Mullipurpose
Co-op. Societies.

Particular reference is made to the follow-
ing large development projects in hand by the
co-operatives in Jafina.

The Chankanai Palm Products Society Ltd.
is managing a toddy bottling plant. During the
Palmyrah toddy season this year it bottled nearly
2% lakhs bottles of toddy and it proposes to
increase its output next season.

These Societies had been supplying toddy
to the Kaithady Distillery at 200 gallons per day
during the palmyrah season. It was proposed
to open three low wine centres at Kankesanthurai,
Kayts and Kaddaively with the help of the
Palmyrah Board & Distilleries Corporation
during this year. But only the low wine centre
at K.K.S. functioned during this year's Palmyrah
season and it is hoped that the other two centres
will definitely start functioning next season.

With the increase in the price of sugar the
Palmyrah Board took over 5 jaggery centres of
these Societies and started producing jaggery.
These Societies supplied the necessary sweet toddy
for these centres. Next year these Societies
propose to operate all the 50 jaggery centres
which were opened earlier.

The Paranthan  Co-operative  Division
Comprises the A.G.A. Divisions of Karaichchi,
Pachehilaipalli and Poonakary.

The Thunukkai A.G.A’s Division also
formed a part of this division but with the for-
mation of a separate electorate for Mullaitivy,

the administration of Co-operative Societies in
the Thunakkai Division which is now & part
of the Mullaitivu Electorate, has been taken over
by A.C.C.D. Mullaitivu.

Z. Though the number of Societies in the
Division numerically is small, in all 37, in view
of the area being mainly agricultural, there is
much potential for Co-operative Development
Activity in this Division.

3. Multi-purpose Co-op Societies: There are
four M.P.C.SS in the division with 58 branches
and 75 selling points. The Management of
the Societies was in the hands of nominated
directors, and they were managing  these
Societies according to their whims and fancies
without having any regard for consumer
members, being not democratically elected they
felt that they were not answerabe to the members.
The result was that members lost interest in
their Societies. Shortages from employees be-
came heavy and funds were misused by errant
Boards of Directors. This downward trend
in the progress of the movement would not have
been arrested if not for the timely decision of
the present Government to hand over the
management of the Societies to elected
representatives of members. Branch commit-
tees and new Boards were democratically elected
during the months of July to September last

64



vear and Societies have now completed nearly
one year under the newly elected Boards.
Progress made during this year has been very
satisfactory.

4. Fishing « Co-operative Societies: There
are two Societies, the Poonakari FCS and the
Pachchilaipalli FCS. The latter Society is
functioning very satisfactorily. [t has obtained
four boat loans from D.F. and has granted them
to groups of fishermen, who have already repaid
509 of the loans and have qualified themselves
to get the beats outright. The Director of
Fisheries has also approved the granting of an
additional six boats to this Society. This Society
is now making arrangements to market the dry
fish of its members.

5. The ;Kilinochchi Electoral Development
Co-opegative  Society Limited: This Society
was registered in 1976 with the opject of under
taking the following projects:

(a) Ayurvedic Herbs Cultivation.
(b) Beche-de-mur Factory.
_(c) The Mulankavil Tube Well Projects

The first two projects had to be abandoned
and the Society is now functivning like an MrCS
supplying consumer items to its memoers.

6.  Milk Collecting Society:  This Society
was registered on 19.9.79. The Kilinocheni
Co-operative Milk Production and sales Society
was opened by tne Hon.vlinister of Rural
and Industrial Development on 29.10.7/9 1ng
cost of the buliding and equipment amounied 0
4.5 lakhs. This Society had iniial sel DackKs due
to its inability to sell fhe muk coilected. Now
it has arranged to hand over its milk collection
to the Jaffna Dairy Society. The collectip,
is now about 3000 litres per day. The Society
is confident that the intake could be increaseq
to over 5 hundred litres per day within a month.

7. Extension Work:  The extension Divisign
of this Development of Department in coll-
aboration with the National Co-operative

Council of Sri Lanka has launched a scheme of
member LEducation of Co-operative  Society,
primarily focussing attention on the Multi
purpose Co-op. Society. In accordance with
this plan, the Department has drawn a program-
me of Seminars and Training classes to educate
Board of Directors, Members of Branch Com-
mittees, Employees of Societies and the General
Body of Members in Co-operative principles,
methods and practices. Towards achieving this
objects the Department held 33 seminars from
Jannary to July 1980.

SRI LANKA CO-OPERATIVE MARKETING
FEDERATION LTD.

The Sri Lanka Co-operative  Marketing
Federation Ltd. came into its own on the 16th
of March, 1973 as the national apex of the co-
operatives with a full fledged branch office and
a store in the Jaffna District, Since its incep-
tion it has built a vast stores complex capable
of holding a buffer stock of 2000 Cwts. of dried
chillies, 2600 Cwts. of Red Onions, 4000 Cwis.
of animal feed, 2000 Cwts. of fertilizers. In
addition to these, agrochemicals of known
popular brands, Irrigation water pumps, hand
tractors,spraying equipments, backed by adequate
spare parts and after sales services are available
to the farmers of the District.

During the period August/September 1977
when the normal food supply services were
disrupted the Sri Lanka Co-operative Marketing
Federation responded by railing 2.5 millions
rupees worth of vegetaoles, red onions, dried
fish and dried chilies to tne consumers in Colombo
pY special trains.

The following figures will reveal the extent
of the fledging apeX institutions services to the
farming community since 1973, and in open
competition wita the private sector waicn was
allowed to import and handle Agcicultural
services from the year 1977.

It is proposed that with closer and active
participation of the member cooperatives in
the district and in the context of open competition
from the private sector, to expand its services
in Agricultural production and marketing in
the coming years.

days of declining foreign assets, and cooperative
production linked to cooperative marketing
and distributions should be best suited to bring
producer and consumer into closer relationships
for the mutual benefit of both.”



Finance

BANK OF CEYLON

The most important structural change
introduced during the period of the present
Government was the decentralisation of control
by the appointment of District Managers. The
number of main branches in the Jaffna District
is 8 covering the whole District. Some of the
very important financing activities provided by
the bank in the development field are:-

1. Special loan scheme for small Industries
in collaboration with the Industrial
Development Board.

2. Financing scheme for rice mills.

3. Financing of mechanised boats for
fishermen in the self employment scheme
formulated by the Ministry of Fisheries.

4. Financing scheme for modernisation of
existing handloom industry and for the
establishment of new powerlooms.

5. Special loan scheme for coconut re-
planting.

6. Consequent to the visit of the Hon.
Minister of Rural Industrial Develop-
ment fo Jaffna a special financing
scheme is being formulated to assist
dairy development,

Expansion programme for the coming yeurs
will lay emphasis in the opening of new branches
in areas where the bank could assist in the
development activities.

PEOPLE'S BANK

Contributions of the People’s Bank in the Jaffna
District :-

This bank has a reputation [for entering
the most risky investment sectors in the country.
Loans have been granted both 1o individuals
and through the Cooperative societies network,
Private sector lending has been quite appraciable
in the past-three years as the following figures

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NATIONAL SAVINGS BANK

During the tenure of the preseat Govern-
ment the depositors balance in the branch sector
of the National Savings Bank has increased by
Rs 1842.6 million of which Rs 156.2 million or
8.5% came through the three branches in the
Jafina District namely the Jafina Branch, Kili-
nochchi Branch and the Point Pedro Branch.
This increase compares very favourably with
the total net increase of Rs 1220.74 million for

the entire Island and Rs 524 million of the
Jaffna District during the period 1972 to June,
1977.

The achievement of the existing three
branches of the Jaffina District in the task of
savings mobilisation indicates the availability
of a high savings potential in the Jaffna District
and the Bank proposes to explore the possibilities

of setting up more branches to tap this potential
for chanelling the savings for national develop-

ment.

UNIVERSITY OF JAFFNA

The Jafina Campus of the University of
Sri Lanka was established in August 1974 with
the Faculties of Humanities and Science. The
Ramanathan Academy of Fine Arts which had
been functioning under the Education Depart-
ment was brought under the administration of
the Campus in December 1975 and now forms
part of the Faculty of Arts. A Faculty of
Medicine was started in 1978. On January 1,
1979 the Jafina Campus became the University
of Jafina, Sri Lanka under the Universities Act
No. 16 of 1978.

Initially the Campus was small in size with
limited facilities and restricted range of courses.
The Faculiy of science functioned in 2 con-
stricting location in Vaddukoddai with makeshift
laboratory  arrangements and  inadequatc
amenities. The Faculty of Arts was located
in Thirunelvely with only a few departments.
The acquisition of lands in the neighbourhood
of the Campus in Thirunelvely doubled the
extent of the premises and made it possible for
building programmes to be initiated concur-
rently with the decision to site the Facultyof
Science also at Thirunelvely.

Year by year there has been a steady increase
in the student enrolment tagether with an ax-
pansion in the range and content of the courses
of study. At the same time the establishment
of two more faculties is envisaged - A Faculty
of Agriculture which has been approved in
principle by the University Grants Commission
and a Faculty of Engineering on which a special
committee has already submitted » comprehensive
report which has been accepted by the University
Coungil.

The completion of the Natural Science
Block in 1978 enabled the Science Faculty to
move out of the Vaddukoddai premises which
are soon after handed back to the Jaffna College
authorities. Stage I of the Arts block was also
completed the same year casing somewhat the
pressure for lecture rooms. However the science
Faculty has to conduct some of its lectures in
the main administration Building and the new
Health Centre has been used since its comple-
tion in 1978 for the Office of the Dean/Science
and the Dept. of Mathematics | Statistics. In
October this year & Department of Edueation
was started and this has made still more acute
the need for space. In fact there is hardly any
area either in the Academic Sectors or in the
Non-Academic arcas where burgeoning numbers
and work have not imposed a very heavy strain
on inadeugate buildings and fecilities. A di-
lapidated building houses the rapidly expanding
library. Work is in progress on a new Library
Building. But this in turn has reduced the
size of the playground on 2 part of which this
building is being constructed, and =although
an alternate site for the playground has been
earmarked on land acquired in the neighbour-
hood there is as yet no financial provision for
constructing a proper playground.

The cutbacks in funds will stall many of
the puilding programmes, affecting the work of
all faculties and the supporting services.

DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION

In the District of Jaffna, development in
the field of education has been continuous.
This development however cannot be arbitatily
assessed in terms of the momney spent yearly
of in the academic performance of  children
at Public Examinations. The social changes,
the economic progress, the religious and cultural
revival and  the improvement in the health
standards of studenis reflect ihe impact educa-
tional development haz had on the district.

An attempt is made here to indicate briefly
ihe extent to which physical facilities have been
provided to meet the developmentsl changes
in education.

The present Government since its incep-
tion has provided physical facilities to schools
on a planned basis taking infe consideration
the principles of socizl justice, equality of op-
portunity, the current educational pattern and
other phenomens such o4 mobility of population.

The policy of the Government is to give 2
sound education fo every child in the country
irrespective of community, creed or caste and
this 15 being implemented all over the district
The issue of free text books to students, granting
of scholarships on merit to a large number of

hostels in popular schools, constructing class-
rooms, laboratories workshops, resource centres
sclence umits, primary education unit, school
halls and providing water supply and electricity
are some of them. Schools with AL. classes
have been equipped with Home Science and
Agricultural Science units. Land has been
acquired for the expansion of schools and for
play grounds. Living quarters for Principals
and teachers have been constructed. Every
effort has been made to improve the Health
and Sanitary conditions of schools.

The allpcation from the D.C.B. have been
utilised beneficially due to the untiring efforts
of the officers in charge of school works. An
estimated sum of Rs. 300 million is needed
according to the Five Year development plan
for Education during the period 1980-1985.

This development plan has been submitted
to the Hon. District Minister for his approval.

POLYTECHNICAL INSTITUTE.

This Institute was established in 1959 as
a Junior Technical School and was subsequently
upgraded as a Polytechnical Institute in June,
1971 with the amalgamation of the Junior
University College, Palaly.

The administration of the Institute which
was under the control of the Regional Director
of Education, Jaffna was taken over by the
Ministry of Higher Education from 1-1-1979.

With a view to providing maximum
facilities for students desirous of gaining admis-
sions to various courses, a total of 900 students
were admitted ip June, 1980 to follow classes
during the Academic Year 1980/81.

DEPARTMENT OF SMALL INDUSTRIES.

Ever since this Gevernment came into
power the Department of Small Industries has

played a major role in the development of small -

industries in the Jaffna district in particular.
The Government gave a substantial amount
under the Decentralised Budget in 1979 and
thus started the development work with vigour.

Artline centres:

Tharmapuram: A colony created in 1977

was without any industrial development.
Hence the Ministry felt the needs of the
people and started an Artline Centre. There
are 25 learners at the moment. It will
be increased to sixty by the end of this year.

Pungudutiva:  An-Artline centre was opened
and 25 learners are at work,

Three more Artline centres have been
carmarked at Chunnakam, Vaddukkoddai
and Chavakachcheri. Construction work
will commence during the course of this
vear, When all these centres are at work
employment will be provided for 300
learners.

Mechanised Carpentry Scheols:

A Carpentry school is under construction
at AkKarayankulam - a newly created colony

in the Kilinochchi area. When it is completed,
work will be provided for 25 learners.

At Chunnakam in a land taken over from
the Plywood Corporation, a school has been

" put up and about 15 learners are at work. A

boundary wall also has beeu put up at a cost
of Rs. 350,000/-.

Coir:

A Fibre Mill, only one of its kind in the
Jaffna District is under construction at Uruthira-
puram a newly created colony. When once
this mill is completed the:fibre produced at this
factory will be fed to. all the Coir centres in this
district. This massive project will employ
about 50 people.

Coir Centres:

New centres have been opened at Araly,
Colombuthurai, Talawatte, Chankanai and
Perunkadu. )

Baskets & Mat Cenfres:

Four basket centres and a mat centre have
been opened at Pannakam, Nelliyady, Chunna-
kam and Kurukulam which has provided employ-
ment for 100 learners.

Pottery centres:

Five pottery centres have been opened at
Moolai, Udupiddy, IrupaLn Thunnalai and
Kurukulam,

. Tools sales centre:

For the benefit of the, craftsmen of the

 Jaffna District who were hitherto striving hard

to buy their tools and accessories, this Govern-
ment has cased their difficulties considerably by
opening a tools sales centre in the Secretariat
premises.

Laksala:

As a boon to the local craftsmen to sell
their finished goods the Government has opened
a Laksala Branch.. Further the Government
has undertaken to provide the craftsmen with
raw materials such-as gold, silver, brass etc.

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Textile Industry

JAFFNA DISTRICT TEXTILE WEAVER’S
CO-OPERATIVE SOCIETY LIMITED

There are 3469 Handloom in the District.
Out of these 1099 are found in the workshops
run by the Jaffna District Textile Weavers’ Co-
operative Society Limited. The rest are found
in the private Sector. Nearly 6000 weavers
are engaged in the Industries. The Jaffna
District Textile Weavers® Co-operative Society
which was formed as far back as 1942 is the major
supplier of the raw materials required by the
weavers in the District. The Society had been
importing its requirements of yarn and dyes
and also making local purchases from state
owned Textile Mills formed in the other parts
of the Island. The Society undertakes the

marketing of all the textiles praduced in ite
own looms and pays the weavers reasonable
wage. Since of late the Handloom Industries
is facing stiff competition from the imported
materials. Though the traditional products
like verties, sarees, bed sheets and towals turned
out by our Weavers are superior qualities, people
normally prefer the imported Nylex and other
synthetic materials as it is easy to wash and
wear. The Handloom Industries js now facing
stiff  competition. Action is being faken fo
diversify production sothat we may cxport our
products.

There is ready demand in the Middle East
and European Countries for handloom garments
cheesed cloth, bed sheets of high qualitiy, rigs
etc. In fact India is exporting cores and cores
worth of the above items. The Department
of Textile Industries has opened up two centres
with forty handlooms in each centre. These
centres are located gat Udupiddy and Vaddu.
koddai. In addition to these Handloom service
centre has been opened in the K K.S. clectorate.

PALMYRAH DEVELOPMENT BOARD.

The Palmyrah Development Board — was
consituted by Gazette Notification of August
18, 1978. But the Board started functioning as
carly as June, 1978 at the office of the Minisiry
of Plantation  Industries. The Coconut
Development Authority has granted Rs. 500,000/-
for the initial start of the Palmyrah Develop
ment Board. During 1978 the Board started
purchasing office furniture, equipment, sta-
tionery, cte. for the use of the Head quarters
office in Juffna and its sub office in Colombo.
For the year 1979 an ailocation of Rs 500,000/-
was granted for re-current expenditure and
Rs 1,000,000/- for capital expenditure. A
major portion of the recurrent expenditure had
been spent when a few lakhs of rupees had been
spent from the capital expenditure.

During 1979, the Board worked with a
minimum staff. Accounting  procedures and
administrative control were mnot maintained
properly. During the first half of the year 1979,
the Board could not make much headway due
to these drawbacks.

In December, 1979 the Board wes brought
under the Hon. Minister of Regional Develop-
ment. Consequent to this change, an advisory
committes was appointed to advise the Board
on:

Research Traiping and Development:

(1) Growth and cultivation of  palmyrah
palm, and also the cultivation of other crops
intercrops) in the palmyrah groove.

(a) The area suitable for palmyrah planta-
tions;

(h) The selection of seeds for plantation
and mother palms;

(¢) The varieties of quick and high yield-
ing palmyrah palms;

(d) The varieties of dwarf plants;

(e) The species of catile fooder and other
crops that could be planted on such
plantations:

(f) The identification of land in palmyrah
plantations suitable for inter cropping.

(2) Protection from pests and diseases.

(3) Nutrients of the Palmyrah Palm.

(4) Suitable soils for palmyrah palm.

(5) Survey of the existing palmyrah industry.

(6) Demonstration centre and the pilot project
for the processing of Palmyrah products.

Training:-

The training of advisory and extension
workers to assist the palmyrah industry is vital
to the expanmsion of the industry. Training
may be provded in manufacturing handicrafts
carpets, brushes, cordizls, jams, beverages,
food, etc. and other fancy and utility goods
for export.

Development :

Development should be intensified on the
following basis.
. Development of the productivity of
land in palmyrah plantations;
2 Thinning of clusters and cleaning
of young plants and removal of
excess stalks

(:



Production:

Production should be increased by the
promotion and regulation of the manufacture
of palmyreh products (sweet toddy, sap products,
fibze and fibre products, hendicrafts from ola,
fruit based products, catle feed from green
fronds, hard board from sts¥k and leaf fibres etc)

The industry should be modernised by the
promotion of new techniques in the processing
of palmyrah products.

Quality conttol of palmyrah products is
cssential to enhance its sales potential.

Marketing :-

The purchase and sale, and the regulation
of the purchase and sale of palmyrah products
should be done on plunned basis to facilitate
casy markefing,

Finance and Financial Resources:

New invectment of funds in the manufacture
of palmyreh products (czpitalland,raw material
and equipment ) will be necessary to incresse
productivity.

Plantation:

The advisory commitiee hgs recommended
that palmyrah seeds should be planted in large
numbers in Jaffne, Vavaniye, Mannar, Bati-
ticaloa, Anuradhapurz, Trincomslee, Hamban
tota and Puttalam Districts, Accordingly plans
have been worked out to plent large number of
selected palmyrash seeds in these districts,

Seminar and Exhibition:

Palmyrah is 2 forgotten palm and the people
have to be reminded of the 802 uses of the
palmyrah palm. A Seminar was arranged to
explore the possibility of promoting palmyrah
industry and development in  Jaffna during
December, 1979. The Seminar was attended
by more than 2000 delegates and many South
Indian experts also participated in the discussions.

Following the Seminar, the Hon.District
Minister of Jaffna opened a large Palmyrah
products Exhibition on the 26th of December,
1979. High quality palmyrah  goods were
exhibited and this exhibition brought in many
foreign trade inquiries in regard to palmyrah
handicrafts.

Sales Cenfres:

The Board has ovpened up o Sales centep
in Jaffna. The turn over at this centre per day
is more than Rs 5,000/-. The Board buys and
sells high quality palmyrah products in this
centre. It helps a lot of villagers who are
engaged in the production of palmyvrah goods
to market their products.

Training:

Though palmyrah products are manufactured
in the villages in large numbers, yet the products
are not of good qulaity and the villagers need
proper training and advise in the making of
palmyrah products such 2s handicrafts and
Jaggery.  Keeping this in mind, the Board
started short term training courses of three
months duration. Under this training program-
me, youths were drawn from ali electorates in
batches and were trained by experienced handi-
craftsmen who were sappointed from other
Government Departments and outside. The
training programme proved so successful that
the Board could not meect the demand of ap-
plicants for the training courses.

Each trainee was paid Rs 8/- as pocket
allowance for a day for three months. Seme
of the trainees who passed out well were ap-
pointed Instructors and Assisrant Instructors.
Under this project more than 900 youths received
training and 27 who received training were
employed by the Board as Instruciors.

Research Centre:

There is a shortage of skilled and experi-
enced researchers in the field of palmyrah
development and industry. The research func-
tion is an important function of the Board.The
Board has decided to construct a Research
Centie in the Point Pedro electorate where large
number of pa'myrah palms are found. A
research Consultant has been appointed and
another experienced Research Officer’s services
are being sought through the Commonwealth
Secretariat to set up a Research Centre,
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Youth Affairs

NATIONAL YOUTH SERVICE COUNCIL

P{miona! Youth Services Council though
established in 1967, commenced operation in
Jaffna District only after 1977.

Concrete and meaningful steps were taken
by this government, to achieve the aims and
abjectives of the NYSC which briefly mean to
make the youth of this country good citizens
and responsible leaders, by festering a spirit of
nationalism and patriotism, creating awareness
of socizl and cconomic problems, instil a sense
of discipline and thereby marshalling  their
resources for the alround development of them-
selves as well as the country,

Nationel Service Projects of the NYSC
present @ proud record of schievement in the
distriet. 13 Projects involving 846 vyouth, and
costing Rs. 330,245/- were completed. 16 Projects
involving 695 youth, costing Rs. 528,360/- are
in progress and 11 Projects approved involv-
ing 640 youth costing Rs. 349,982/30 are to be
undertaken for completion in the near future.

Seminars and Training courses were held
involving youth cngaged in National Service
projects as well as outside re enhancing their
knowledge and broadening their outlook.

Under the Youth Exchange Programme
two youths went to Canade in 1979 and four
have been selected this year. At national level
there was an exchange of youth between Mul-
lativu and Jaffna Districts. Seminar exchanges

with other districts in the South is planned to
promote integration and close understanding
among youth in various parts of the country,
breaking barriers of race, language, religious
and culture.

NYSC also identified itself with different
religions by celebrating all festivals thereby
fostering religious amity among the youth
population. Independance Day was celebrated
in all the NYSC Projects with patriotic fervour.

One of the High Lights of the activities o}
the Council was the All Ceylon Tamil Cultural
Competition conducted in December 1979,
graced by the Hon. Minister of Youth Afiairs
and Employment, which brought to Surfac'e
the hidden literary talents of the youth of this
district.

An important mile stone is the Regional
Youth Work Force inaugurated on lIst of July
1980. This is a pilot project started in 5 selected
districts in Sri Lanka including Jaffna. Chava-
kachcheri A.G.A’s division has been selected
for this project. This involves restoration of
5 tanks in the division and building irrigation!
and flood control bunds and clearing channals.
250 youth will be employed for 2 years afnd
during this period will be given on the job train-
ing in techniczl fields such as carpentry,masonty,
motor mechanism, radio repair, welding efc.
This is the novel feature of this scheme by which
youth will be trained for vocational trades as
against unskilled labour in traditional NYSC
Projects.

A training Centre for youth from Tamil
speaking areas will be established, in the Jafina
District.  This will be sited at Kilinochehi f({l‘
which already land has been earmarked. This
centre will train vouth in agriculture and other
vocational trades and will start functioning
before the end of this yuar.

Under the youth guidance and youth in
business scheme Tricycle  Rickshaws  and
Cigarette Vender Catts will be supplied 1o
selected youth in the district for self employ-.
ment before the end of this year

A scheme to involve University youth on
research projects and shramadana in collabora-
tion with the Council also has been initiated to
uplift remote villages in the district.

DEPARTMENT OF LABOUR,

The activities of this department are sum-
marised below: It has eleven tailor traning
centres, two mason training centres and one
carpeniry training centre. The duration of the
training courses in tailoring and carpentry is 9
months and measonary 6 months. In each
course twenty trainees are trained and they were
paid Rs 5/- daily during the period of training.

On successful completion of the training they
are issued a trade certificate which would enable
them to obtain employment in both private
and public sector.

DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL SERVICES

Meaningful results have been achieved in
oll areas of activity during the period under
review. Apart from the expanded and improved
services in the mormal schemes of assistance of
the Department, there is evidence of positive
end conscious cffort to fall in line with the
development process through a programme of
rehabilitation and welfare in order to give
greater meaning and content to Social Work in
this District,

Public Assistance:

For several years the allocation for pzyment
of Public Assistance which is the main scheme
of assistance of the Department - had remained
more or less stagnant with a very large back
log of applications on the waiting list. With
additional allocation of Rs. 183,000/- granted
in 1979 and further allocation of 60,000/- allowed
early this year, all the eligible cases on the wait-
ing lists were accommodated for payment. Thus
the fotal number of persons assisted under this
scheme in this district went up from 10,000 to
13,000 and the present monthly commitment
has almost doubled from what it was in early
1977 as would be seen in the statistics given
below.

Assistance to Tuberculosis and Leprosy Patients:

Following the 25% increase in the payments
under all assistance schemes to individuals and
families from July 1978, the maximum payable
went up from Rs. 80/- to Rs. 110/-. Also with
the introduction of decentralised ftreatment
facilities for both Leprosy and Tuberculosis
patients and amalgamation of both schemes of
assistance under the same rules of payment,
it became possible 1o accommodate more
families in the cligible group. As a step towards
a more comprehensive programme and with
the quality of service, a co-ordinated programmsa .
in conjunction with the Department of Health
Services, has been drawn up, at the District
level,

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Rehabilitation:

Cash grants of Rs. 750/- to the recepients
of Public Assistance to cngage themselves in
peity trade, cattle and poultry breeding, cottage
industries and such other means of self-employ-
ment and also gift of sewing machines, had made
it possible to rehabilitate nearly 90 families so
that they can be self supporting and selfreliant
instead of dependance on the monthly Public
Assistance. In the long run it is an ‘investment’
for development and a ‘saving’ for the State.
Recent arrangement to give 14 new  scwing
machines each costing Rs. 2,250/- and ine
rehabilities selected on the recommendation of
the Members of Pariiament of the District is a
sﬁﬁcaut feature of this programme.

Distaster Aid Services and Emergency Relief:
(1) Refugees: At the very oeginning of ihe
period under review, tais Deparument was faced
with an un-precedenied cnabenge roiwwing tne
Augnst 1977 distruvances. All Service oiganisa-
tions and voluniary social woikers In ine Disiiict
ralied round ine Department and pooled toeir
resources in casn and Kind wilhout any disiine-
tion of cast, creed or religon o render ald to
the refugees waoo Were coming I tae Uisulct
in large numoers, Tae wcpariment  very
liberally allocated funds for wlt ad-pov arcange-
ments, mainicnance of reiugee camps to ac-
commodate and jeed tihe reiugees and renaolilta-
tiopn througn ex-gralla payments - all at a cost
of mearly rour miulon rupees. Oul of tais 45
amilies who bad lost toclr oread-winners weret
paid nearly five lakns.

(ii) Flood Relief: Although payments have
been made every year, the worst floods in recent
imes was experienced in Novemper 1978 whenj
the Hon.Minister of Social Service and pis
officials were in Jatfina on toeir odicial visit,
The Minister personally supervised the im-
mediate retief operations and wiln nis approval
nearly 3; lakhs of rupees were spent onf

emergency flood relief and cash assistance to
rebuild the damaged houses.

(i) Droaght Relief: Supply of  drinking
water in the Islands area of Pungudutivu, Velanai
Saravanai, Kayts, Naranthanai and Delft, is
an annual feature for four or five months com-
mencing in May or June every year, Until a
permanent solution is found both through the
District Administration and local bodies, this
arrangement will have to continue. Daring
the period under review the Department has
spent nearly 6% lakhs and this Year’s com
mitment is likely to be in the region of about
35 lakhs.

(iv) Casual Relief and Relief to fishermen:
Cash assistance up to a maximam of Rs. 300,-
to re-puiid nouses destroyed by fire and such
otner unforeseen causes and also for the loss of
implements of trade, poats, nets ete. was granied
to nearly 250 families in the district during this
period.

Care of the Aged and Infirm:

In view of the increasing demand for this
service, a new block of buiiding with all facilities,
fo accommodate additignal 60 inmates, was
opened py e don. Minister of Social Services,
on his visit in 1978. Moreover, through a
scheme of ad-hoc granis given for new buildings
and equipment and increased per-capiia grant
given for the care of inmates, the services ai the
institutions like  the St. Josephs Home for
Elder’s, Colomoogam and Sri Paramananda

Home, Karaveddy, have peen streamlined and
improved.

The ‘Lions’ Club of Jaffna has given the
lead in opening a Home for the Physically
handicapped persons at the Kilner Hali, Van-
narpunnsi early tnis year in a paased out
progamme for tho ‘Rutary’. [ have inidated =
progcamme of placement and self empoyment
of the disabled persons.
