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WHAT ARE COMPUTERS?

A computer system includes computer hardware, software and people. A
computer is a device capable of solving problems or manipulating data by
accepting data, petforming prescribed operations on the data, and displaying
the tesults in the desired form. The computer is a useful tool for data (or
Information) Input, storage, processing and output.

Electronically, all computers work about the same. Computers vary widely
in size and use. However all computers are similar in what the hardware does. So-
called microcomputers (like your desktop Personal Computer (PC)) are designed
for personal use, relatvely low price, and modest data processing tasks.

Minicomputers are moderate sized (a small refrigerator size) and perform
more complex tasks with larger amounts of data. Minicomputers might be used in a
small engineering office or a local bank branch to send transaction data to a head
office computer.

Mainframe computets ate large, expensive and process billions of characters
of data rapidly and fill entire rooms,

Finally, supercomputers are built to minimize distance between circuit boards
and operate at very high speed for complex uses such as designing airplanes, animating
complex movie sequences graphically or solving complex engineering formulas having
billions of steps mathematically. Supercomputets are built for raw speed.
SuperComputers are the main servers in the Internet System.

Some terms apply to all computers. INPUT is how data gets into a computer.
The keyboard and mouse are familiar INPUT devices. OUTPUT references how
data is provided from the computer. A Monttor ot printetr are good examples of

OUTPUT devices.
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PRIMARY STORAGE or MEMORY is the computet’s immediate data
storage area - usually this is in small integrated circuit chips which hold data ONLY
while power is supplied. This PRIMARY STORAGE area is thus temporary. More
permanent SECONDARY STORAGE is used when computer power is off or
when data overflows primary storage. This is usually floppy or hard disk drives but
can include paper tapes, punch cards, or even non-volatile magnetic bubble memories.

WHY DO WE USE COMPUTERS?

This similar to asking ivhy do we use cars? But too many people and
organizations purchase and use Computers for the wrong reasons. Computerts are
practical tools to be used in helping you get results. Due to technological developments,
Computers are now used in virrually all spheres of life. Here are a few of the
application areas:

SCIENCE & TECHNOLOGY (S&T)

Computers are used in S&T to promote advances that could be useful to
mankind, ie. discoverng better and more efticient ways of doing things. They are
especially usctul for humanly mtractable calculations and simulation experiments.
This is especially critical in situatons where it would be too risky or expensive to
directly carry out the required operation. For example, in Space exploration, underwater
exploration, testing of new drugs, ctc. Computers enable S&T professionals can
carry out their practical procedures using faster, more accurate and safer methods.

EDUCATION

Computers are useful for promoting learning experiences. From the toddler to
the full grown adult, educational Computer tools are available. Computers are useful
for learning about Computers and learning about other subjects, 1.e. using Computer
Assisted Learning software. Learning is usually interactive and can be reinforced
over and over. For children, the advent of Multimedia, has made learning tun. They
often don’t realize it when they're playing that they are also learning.

BANKING & FINANCE

Computets are very useful for handling financial transactions, most especially
the storage and processing of huge amounts of information kept by financial
institutions. Computers enhances Customer service, through the provision of uptodate
and timely information for their Customers. Computers additionally assist with the
monitoring of operational costs, to ensure cost effectiveness and profitability of
operations.In some financial mstitutions, Computers are used to identify trends and
provide timely information for present and future management decision making,
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RECREATION

On your average PC, you can play a variety of games. You know what they
say about Jack.

SECURITY

Computers are useful for storing information about crimes, criminals and
suspects. This can be very useful in Crime detection and prevention. Such systems
can be interfaced with photograph capturing and fingerptint systems. They can also
be linked to mobile radio communication systems over a wide area to enable in the
fast and efficiegt sharing of information on Criminal activities. Such systems would
possess enquity tacility for historical and analytic purposes.

In every situation the Computer performs different functions relating to
Information storage, input, output and processing. It is no wonder that productive
Computer based activity is referred to popularly as Information Technology. What
arc Computers? A computer system includes computer hardware, software and people.

HARDWARE

In simplest terms, hardwatre is the physical parts associated with a computer -
the electronic, magnetic, and mechanical devices (monitor, keyboard, printer, micro
chip boards, floppy drives, cables and physical pieces of a system. These INPUT/
OUTPUT DEVICES allow the operator to interact with the computer.

SOFTWARE

Sets of programs (stored sets of instructions) that govern the operation of
the computer system and make the hardware perform. These programs (instructions)
tell the hardware how to do a particular task such as word

processing, games, database management, etc. Although these instructions are
usually stored inside a piece of hardware (e.g, software instructions stored inside a
circuit chip or floppy drive) but they are nevertheless software.

In a way, Software refers to the instructions that enable an otherwise dead
machine to understand your inputs and transform them into desired outputs.
Computer hardware by itself lacks personality; this is determined by the software.
Word processing software turns the computer into a word processor, accounting
software turns the computer into an accounting tool, etc. There are two majot types
of software: Operating system software and Applications software.
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Operating system software (like DOS, UNIX or Windows 95) performs very elemental
housekeeping instructions (e.g., where is the monitor, how can [ keep track of what
data is on which track or sector of a floppy drive, whether more than user can work
on the system at the same time e.g. UNIX))

The operating system that all IBM and compatible PC’s use is called DOS (sounds
like floss). DOS 1s software that allows the terminal, printer, computer and mass
storage systems (floppy disks) to work together as a unit, and controls the execution
of programs. It also allows you to do housekeeping chores regarding managing disks
and files.

Applications progtams perform tasks on a higher level (e.g., word processing
Spreadsheet, Games, Database Management, Accounting, Payroll programs are
applications.) Generally an application software package uses the lower level operating
system (DOS) to do routine tasks (e.g., your word processing application uses the
lower level DOS operating system frequently to write and store data on a disk.

DATABASE

A database is a collection of information that is organized for ease of reference.
For example, your address book is a database, just as an inventory of goods, a list of
all students in a class or a staff list.

Before Electronic processing of information, databases had to be maintained on
paper stored in file folders that were kept in filing cabinets. With Electronic DataBase
Management Systems (DBMS), information stored electronically and be recalled
{nsrﬂntl)f and accurately.

TERMINOLOGIES

CPU: The CPU, or central processing unit, 1s the brains of the computer. Most new
Windows based programs usc a Pentium processor. New Macs use a different type
of CPU called Power PC.

Floppy Disk Drive: Vittually all computers come with a disk drive that can read
and save information on portable diskettes, also called floppy disks. You can use
floppy disks to save information or to load new software onto your computer.

Hard Drive: The hard drive also is called the hard disk. You'll probably never see it
because it is nestled inside your computer. It’s the computer’s electronic filling cabinet,
and it stores the computer’s operating system, files, programs and documents.
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Keyboard: Just like a typewriter keyboard, this device 1s the primary way of inputting
data into many programs.

CD-ROM Drive: Most new computers now come with a CD-ROM drive as standard
cquipment. A CD-ROM drive reads data from a disc. These CDs look like a music
CD, but hold data instead of music. CD-ROMs also contain games, dictionaries,
recipe files . . . the list is endless.

Megahertz (MHz): This is the clock speed of the microprocessor. The higher the
number, the quicker the information is processed. MHz relates to how many millions
of instructions can be processed per second.

Memory: This is the circuitry or device that holds information in an electrical or
magnetic form. There is read-only memory (ROM), which is information primarily
stored on a disk, and random-access memory (RAM), which is chip-based storage
inside the computer. Memory is typically measured in megabytes (MBs).

RAM: Computers save data in two ways: on the hard drive and in random access
memoty ot internal memory. New computer buyers should look for models with at
least 16 MBs of RAM (or more, depending on what types of programs you'll be
running). Make sure that the computer can be upgraded.

Cache: Cache is another type of memory kindred to RAM. Cache is used by the
computer to quickly move data between the RAM and the CPU.

Motherboard: The motherboard is the circuit board that everything in the computer
plugs into. The CPU, RAM and cache all plug into the motherboard.

Modem: This mechanism connects a computer to a phone line so information can
be sent from one computer to another or the user can access an on-line service or
the Internet. In view of the popularity of the Internet, a modem is now considered
basic equipment and comes on practically all new computers. Most modems come
with fax capabilities.

Monitor: An output device that allows you to see what you are doing. Most computers
come with 14 or 15 inch monitors. This size is good for most people’s needs. Larger
17 ot 21 inch monitors also are available, but may cost more,
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Mouse: The mouse is another input device that makes getting around in your computer
casier. It is 2 handheld object that is good for doing tasks such as moving and pointing
to objects on the screen, and can replace the function and control keys of the keyboard.

Printer: A printer is an essential part of the computer if you want a hard copy of
your work. There ate four types of printers on the market: dot matrix, inkjet, bubble
jet and laser. The dot matrix is the most basic. Most inkjets and bubble jets can print
color and graphics, and a laser printer offers the best resolution at the highest speed.

Scanmer: A scanner is a useful accessory to have if you are working with lots of
artwork or photos. This device can copy written documents, pictures or photographs
ditectly into yout computer. Thete ate three types of scanners: handheld, hopper-
feed and flatbed.

Sound Card: This device allows your computer to reproduce music, sounds and
voices. Make sure you have a sound card if you’re planning to play multimedia
games.

Video Card: The video card is the part of the computer that sends the images to the
monitot.
