Mr. S. Jebanesan is an old
student of Drieberg college and Jaff-
na College, and is an Arts graduate
of the University of Ceylon
and holds a Diploma in Education
of the University of Ceylon
B. D. from the Serampore Uni-
versity and Master’s degrees
from Madurai and Peradeniya. He
has also submitted his’ Ph. D.
thesis to the University of Jaffna
on the topic, “The Batticotta
Seminary and its impact on
Tamilian thought in Sri Lanka,”
He counts 23 years of service as
a teacher-six years at St. Anthony’s
College Kandy and 17 years at
Jaffoa College. He is an Advanced
Level teacher of Tamil and Chris-
tianity; Head of the Department
of Tamil and Religiop; Faculty
Adviser to the Tamil Manrum and
Young Idea Editorial Board; Editor
of the Jaffaa College Miscellany,
He is a well-known lay preacher, a
public speaker, ‘research scholar
and author of a book, ‘'Contribution
made to Tamil by the American
Missionaries who served in Sri Lan-
ka” He is Secretary of the Cathed-
ral Church, Vaddukoddai; Associate
Editor of the Morning Star; member
of the Diocesan Executive Com-
mittee; delegate to the C. S. I. Synod
and member of the Synod Theo-
logical Commission.

The history has been written
by Mr. W. N. Thevakadadcham.
The Navaly Church, founded onm
November 15, 1860 had as its first
Pastor, Dr. E. P. Hastings. At
the beginning thera were only 27
members, 13 men and 14 women.
From 1860, there have been 31
ministers of the Church who had
served there.

The first national to be ordain._
ed was Rev. Francis Asbury. To.
day the church has as its wor-
ker one of the younger members
of the JDCSI clergy who has
already been ordained Deacon —
Rev. C. T. Roberts. The Circait
Pastor is Rev, D. R. Ambalava-
par.

The narrative 'is interesting
and inspiring and has not ignor-
ed even the small details in the
life of the church as the gift of
an organ or the planting of tem-
ple trees in the church com-
pound by the youth of the church.
By its fellowship and corporate
life, and by its evangelistic out-
reach, the Navaly Church is a
local church which has been a
witness to the commuaity in
which it is placed.

For reasoms best known to him the Eresident’s Address at
the Opening of the Sixth Session of Parliament on 20-2-86 at
Jeyawardenepura struck a different note from the Independence
Day Message :— ‘

" Non-violence is the creed of faith of the government of Sri Lanka
and of the Founding Fathers of India’s freedom and constituition.
The use of violence to achieve political ends is totally against the
ideals preached by the sons of Iudia, Gautama Budda and Mahat-
ma Gandbi,”

It was ironic that while non-violent mass protests were
mounted in a single act of anguish against the 1000 metre secu-
rity zones around military camps in Jaffna_death deallpg' mili-
tary hardware was hurled freely from the air from sophisticated
fighter planes on thickly populated areas on 19-2-86.

Two incidents since 19-2-86 have aggravated the situation.
At Dehiwatte ¢in the Trincomalee District) where border-cla-
shes, [consequent on the government colonisation policy of re-
settling armed colonists in depopulated areas) have been taking
a heavy toll, some 35 civilians and five army men are report-
ed to have been victims of a landmine ambush. According to
official sources, the civilians were bound to the market and for
security reasons were travelling in an army truck.

The reprisal for these killings was staged, of all places
amidst the ripened corn fields of Udumpankulam in Akkarai-
pattu (E P.) where over 100 peasants harvesting the paddy were
brutally killed and some dumped into the haystacks and burnt
with the stacks. The scene was almost redolent of the massacre
of Palestinian civilians at the refugee camps ot Sabra and Sha-
tila im West Beirut under the glow of Israeli flares.

“Facts do not cease to exist because they are ignored”
said Aldous Huxley, the English Novelist and Essayist. What
has riveted India’s attention and the attention of the world in
recent times has been the fact of the enormity of civilian kill-
ings in battle against * Terrorists”.
