Bishop Michael Hoellis

We regret to record the death
of the Rt. Rev. Michael Hollis, a
former Bishop of Madras and the
Moderator of the Church of
South India, on the 1lth qf
February, 1986. Bishcp Hollis
was a son of the Bishop of Taun-
top, the Rt. Rev. George Arthur, .
Hollis, and was born on June 13,
1899. He got 2 firstin his Mods
and Greats at Trinity College
Oxford a very high distinction
indeed. Ogne of his brothers Chri-
stopher Hollis was a British
Member of Parliament for sometime.
Two of his brothers were very
high up in White Hall, Sir Roger
Hollis baviog been the head of
M15. It is obvious that he belooged
to the highest circles in Eogland.
He came out as a missionary
under the SPG about the mid-
twenties. The SPG is a wel]
known High Church Missionary
Society. In selectlog him the SPG
certainly did mot select a typical
SPG churechman.

He was teaching at Nazareth
Theological Iostitute fer a long
time, till in 1941 he succeeded
Bishop Waller as Bishop of
Madras. While in Nazareth
in 1935 he bhad married Mary
Cordelia a daughter of the
then Dean of Salisbury. She was
a dynamic and vivacious figure
in her own right,

In the meantime the Church
Union movement in India had been
dragging on for nearly twenty
years and the leader of the
Anglican Church Union movement,
viz. Bishop Azariah had died at
the beginning of 1945 and people
were wondering how things in the
Anglican Church would turn out.
Bishop Hollis lent his might
heavily in favour of Union aud in
fact his vote made all the differ-
ence in the Provincial Council of the
Anglican Church — C.I.B.P.C. —
when the motion in favour of the
Union was carried by just one
vete in the House of Bishops,

When Church Union came in
1947 he was rightly elected the
first Moderator of the new Church.
The office of Moderator corresponds
to that of an Archbishop in the
other episcopal Churches with the
difference being in a democratic
Church the Moderator is elected
once in two years
holding office for life. Having
been Bishop for sixteen years for
the premier diocese in the Church
of South India he was well
qualified to guide the proceedings
of the new Church,

While we have been concerned
with the connection of Bishop
Hollis to the Church of South
India we had not been attending
the effect of his actions om hisg
own career. It may be said that
he wrecked his own career as an
individual for the sake of the
Church. He gave up the Bishop-
ric of Madras while he could easi-
ly bhave continued in the position
indefinitely and he resigned after
four years his Moderatorship in
the C.S.I. though he could have
been elected continuously. The
C.S.I. will always continue to
be grateful to Bishop Hollis for
the wisdom, restraint and courage
with which he Carried out his
duty and put the new Church on
sound foundation. He visited Cey-
lon in 1945 as one of the Bishops

who consecrated the Rt. Rev
Lakdasa de Mel as Assistant Bi-
shop of Colombo acd then in

1952 as Moderator ¢f the C.S.]I.
when he visited the Jaffna Die-
dese as Chief Guest at the anm-
nual Diocesan Festival. Bishep
Hollis characteristlcally bequeathed
the entire residue of his estate
to the C.S. 1.
