Rehabilitation role of
the YMCA

On 14-1-84 the National Coun-
cil of YMCAs, Sri Lanka, started
on its rehabilitation program for

those affected by the July 1983
disturbances.

truction of 316 houses and work
with 12 YMCAs spread out in
the island.

Mr. Bradman Weerakooan, Com-
missioner-General of Essential Ser-
vices, complimenting the National
Council on its contribution, indi-
cated to the President and national
general seeretary of the council,
Messrs. Eraj Wijesinghe and Boyd
Perera; that this project would
be part of the government’s Mas-
ter Plan for constructing 3,000
houses throughout the island,

The rehabilitation committee
of the council met at 10 a, m,
on 14-1-84 in the national coun.
cil office at Kollupitiya, to dis-

cuss how best the funding re-
ceived from abroad should be
utilised,

Messrs, Donald Speldewinde
and Y. W. Goonewardene, Asst.
Commissioner, Essential Services,
were present at the meeting, to
brief the local YMCAs on their
role in rehabilitation and what
government assistance to them,.

C. A. which was born in Chun-
dikuli, reached successful maturity
with her help guidance and sup-
port. Her name is indelibly stamp-
ed in the annals of the school

Impressions on Church Life in Japan by a Fellow Asian

[The writer visited Japan for
3 months on scholarship to study
Sociology at Doshisha University,
Kyoto and was visiting Professor
at the same University, His Japan
stay was sponsored by CCA, This
article has been reproduced from
Japan Christian Activity News.]

It is not possible for me to
feel the whole body that is the
Japanese Church. I must be like
a blind man feeling an elephant
and trying to give a description
of it. My impressions must be
one-sided. But the experience of
my visit to Japan although only
three months long has been of
great value for me and 1 felt
that I want to share my impres-
sions.

Pocket-size Churches

' The Japanese deserve praise
in many areas, One of these is
for their ability to make big
things small —small calculators,
small cameras, small cassette re-
corders. Everythings is pocket-
size. Churches also, are often
small having only 20 or 30 peo-
ple.

Japanese churches
impression of simpleness rather
than of splendour. The buildings
are small, many of them resem-

give an

bling ordinary houses. The pul-
pits are small. The benches are
small. Small is beautiful, and

the small churches in Japan ra
diate a beautiful spirit like the
house churches we read of in the
New Testament. The atmosphere
is friendly and personalised. There
is a feeling that they are all con-
sidered members of a close union,
There is a strong group cons-
ciousness among them. After the
morning  service members often
eat the noon meal together.

The relationship within the
church itself is very intimate.
However, the relationship with
other churches is quite different,
The union within a church synod
or council of churches ijg very
distant. There is rarely an ex-
change of preachers or even a
joint church activity.  Financial
help from a strong church to g
weaker one is rare,

We must appreciate the fact
tbat the churches in Japan use
a pocket-size pattern, But that
certainly does not mean that the
horizons of the church must also
be pocket-sized,

Free frem too many Baptisms

If a church' has twenty peo-
ple in it, that does not necessa-
rily mean that it has twenty mem-
bers. It could be that only eight
are members and the rest are
Permanent visiters. This is epe
of the unique features of the
church in Japan- People wil]
faithfully attend the worship ser-
Vice every Sunday, but they don't
easily receive baptism and become
chureh members, Tq them bapt-
iSm represents g surrender, or g
very meaningful promise; becauge
of this, they are very careful
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to it. In these

are

about agreeing
churches there no formal
catechism classes. In fact, they
don’t have a standard catechism
book, although the number of
titles and the quantity of Chris.
tian books are amazing. Evident-
ly, catechism is taught personal-
ly from time to time. And this
can go on for three or four years.
During | this time, the catechu-
men are given the opportunity to
participate in church life.. It is
this participation that becomes
the criterion for baptism.

All this is very different from
most other Asian churches where
baptism is more or less regarded
as a person’s right after he has
attended catechism classes for g
stated number of months, This
concept of baptism being some-
body’s right is foreign to the life
of the Japanese church. Certain
churches in Asia pride themselyag
on their rapid growth, wherein jp
one year hundreds of people are
baptized at one time. Such chyy.
ches evidently need to learn from
the Japaneses churches the under-
standing of the meaning of bapt-
ism. In the churches that grow
so rapidly, there is an inflation
of baptism, when baptism is given
easily after only a few months’
instructions, without an actualiza-
tion of the faith.

The Octopus Pastor and the
Shrimp Paster
What is amazing is that a

church with only eight members
will have a pastor. They can't
imagine that in many other Asian
churches, just the opposite is true,
One pastor will have eight chur-
ches. This is another unique fea.
ture of the churches in Japan,
Each church no matter how small,
will have its own pastor. [t is
quite possible that the Japapese
church has the highest ratio in
the world between the number of
pastors and the number of cop.
gregations. It seems that the
Japanese pattern of thinking s
that each church should haye its
own pastor, just as a school has
its own teacher. This pattern of
thinking needs to be questioned
and examined by the churches i
Japan. It is true that each church,
no matter how small, really needs
ts owa pastor? ° And it jg true
thet each pastor has to work full-
time for the church and therefore
receives his total salary from the
church ?

A Japanese pastor has to be
very clever at creating new forms
of service. He has to find or
create his own work, The pastor
who is creative at making new
forms of service will be both
functional and very busy. He can

become like an octopus with his
bands everywhere. But the upn-

lucky pastor who is not elever
at creating jobs for himself will

just sit in a corper huached up
like a shrimp,
