English Teaching — Experts
from India

Dr. N. S. Prabha, English
Studies Officer of the British
Council in Madras and Dr.
Esther Ramani, Assistant Pro-
fessor of the Indian Institute
of Science in Bangalore are in
Sri Lanka to conduct Seminars
on Communioational  English
Teaching. The Seminars are
sponsored by the Curriculam
Development Centre of the
Ministry of Education and the
British Council, Colombo.

Communicational English
teaching as opposed to the
structured approach where the
emphasis was on set patterns
and rules has been tried out
in India with learners in the
age group 8 —15 for five to
six periods a week.

No elaborate visual aids
are necessary say the experts,
except ‘‘black board, chalk, pa-
per and pencil ”.

The new approach empha-
sises ‘‘a pre-occupation with
language through activity and
the necessary struggle - with
language which such activity
demands ”.

The problem - solving com-
muuicational approach, say the
Experts. could be related to
any subject, Mathematics, His-
tory, Geography or Science.

Tea-drinkers * who paid Rs.
29-48 for a kilo of tea in Janu-
ary 1983, have paid as much as
Rs. 71.26 from January this
year —a marked increase of 141.7
per cent.

The total domestic consump-
tion of tea in Sri Lanka accord-
ing to the Tea Board is some
28 million kilos of Tea per year.
The per cipita consumption is
about 130 grams per month or
1.56 kilos per year. For a family
of four members (making allow-
ance for visitors) about 600 grams

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Sri Lankan Banks Slash

Interest Rates

Banks of Ceylon which paid
18.5 per cent on one year fixed
depogits has, from 9-7-84, re-
duced the rate to 17 per cent.
A three month fixed deposit
which originally earned 15 per
cent interest will now yield
only 13 percent and a six
months interest only 15 per
cent against the previous 155
per cent. A fixed deposit of
Rs, 10,000 will now earn only
155 per cent if the interest is
drawn monthly-

The N.S.B. has extended
its one year fixed deposit to
18 months but will continue
pay ¢0 per cent. But if the
interest is to be paid monthly
the rate will be 16.8 per cent
The new rates are operative
from 2-7-84.

The People’s Bank will con-
tinue its existing rates which
are same as the new rates of
the NsB,
