Dr. T. Thambyiahpillai, for-
merly Lecturer in Physics at the
University of Ceylon passed away
in Londen on 4-12:-84. He was
an astro-physicist of international
repute and was attached as a
Research. Fellow to the Imperial
College of Science and Techno-
logy in London. z

Born at Vanparponpai on
21-9-25, he had his early eduvca-
tion at St. Patricks College, Jaff-
na.
