“Nava}iyur is one of the carliest settlements of the Tamils in Ceylon. Its history
is woven in Ceylon History. Gaja Bahu I in the fourth century, when he returned to
Ceylon after fighting the Cholas, brought PATTINI worship with him and after
landing near Keerimalai is reputed to have rested the first night at Navaly., He left
instructions for the building of a temple for her there. This temple is today referred
to as Kalai-odai Amman temple. Gaja Bahu rested at various spots, on his journey
to Kandy e.g. Kantarodai, Pattakalachai etc. at everyone & Mort places have a
Amman or Pattini temple to this day.

Temples to Vinayagar and Murugan gradually came into being, but the lack of a
temple to the Lord of Hosts, Sivan was being [elt.

Though there were many eminent and rich men in the village, it was the good fortune
of a Brahmin Priest to found a Sivan Temple in Navaly. Ramasamy Kurukkal, a man
learned in the Vedas and Agamas, a saintly scholar and a devout devotee proceeded to India
on pilgrimage a hundred years ago. At Benares he had a vision of Lord Visvanatha and
Visalatchi who enjoined on him to build them a shrine at Navaly. With public support, the
present temple took shape, with poojas conducted with strict adherence to the Agamas. Itis
this temple that the present incumbent Shanmugaratna Kurukal is attempting to renovate
today. Repairs are urgently required if the structure is to be saved for posterity. If the
renovation is delayed, there is a likelihood of the main building collapsing. The maintanance
repair and supervision of temples is a paramocunt duty cast on the community and the merit
gained in restoring an old temple is even greater than the merit gained by the original
builders.
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Thus it behoves every one of us to do our mite at this juncture. What is a happy
augury is Mangaleswary’s effort to bring in some money.

That her dance recital will be appreciated is certain, She deserves our encouragement
and thanks. That her example will be emulated by many, is my prayer. ”

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BHARATA NATYAM

BHARATA NATYAM is one of the four major schools of dancing in India
and is over 2,000 years old, Like the Russian Ballet, it is a stylised art form and
an apt subject for the connoisseur

Bharata Natyam is unquestionably the classical dance art of ancient India and
like Carnatic music, a vast medium of the nuvances of the art, full of rich beauty,
unfettered rhythmic movements and spontaneous expressions.,

The three letters Bha, Ra Ta which make up the word “Bharata” signify the
three fundamental elements of the dance- Bhava (emotion) Raga (melody) and Tala
(rhythm), There are three aspects of Bharata Natyam- Nritta, Nritya and Natya.
Nritta is the pure dance form where the expression is manifested only through the
movement of the limbs. In Nritya the song is expressed in Bhava (facial emotion)
and bhand gestures. Though melody and rhythm are essential, the dominant factor is
emotion. Natya is dance-drama where different characters represent different themes.

There are also four modes in expression-ANGIKA, which is the representation
of physical gestures, VACIKA, tee speech occuring in the song sung in praise of the
deity, AHARYA, the ornamentations with gralands, bracelets etc. and SATVIKA-the
exhibition of emotions.

The nine Rasas (facial expressions) representing sentuments are love, humour,
pity, anger, heroism, fear, disgust, peace and hatred.

The programme of a Bharata Natyam recital is essentially composed of six
items, viz. Alarippu, Jatiswaram, Sabdam, Varnam, Padam, and Thillana. These are
explained further in the programme under the various items of the dance.

The chief musical instruments used in Bharata Natyam are the Mirudangam and
a pair of cymbals. The cymbals give the main beat and the Mirudangam produces
the varieties and niceties of the beats of the cymbals. The theory of Bharata Natya
sastra is a complete art and a thorough study of it is necessary to maintain the
dance in its true form.

A dance form where Sahithya (words) are set to music and
RAGAMALIKA-CHAPU Abhinaya is introduced. This Sabdam describes the passions
of a Saki (devotee) for her Lord Krishna.

VARNAM — —— . An elaborate dance composition which combines NRITTA
ANANDA BHAIRAVI-ADI and ABHINAYA. It starts with a Thirmanam (rhythmic
pattern} followed by Abhinaya. It continues in this form
with Abhinayas punctuated by Thirmanams up to the final
passages which are accompanied by Swaras (Musical Notes).
Sanchari Bhava is a Characteristic feature of the Varnam,
when one line or sentence is repeated several times with
different interpretations. This explains the unusual length of

the item.
