We regret to record the :Ieafth
which tosk place on 12.7-82 of
Rev. J. T. N, Handy MBE, former
Deputy Director, Social Services,
Singapore and later Secretary of

the Diocese of Colombo, Church
of Ceylon. ;
Rev. Handy belongs to a

family, rich with the names of
Ministers of the Church apd
Educationists who made a dis-
tinct contribution in their fields
to national life in this country,

Rev, J. T. N. H!;andy’s reha-
bilitation work in v}ar-ravaaed
Singapore won for him the award
of the MBE in 1949, His greatest
achievement in Singapore was
the building of the new Church
of St. Hilda’s on the foundation
of the old school buildiog — the
Chareh which he re-visited in
1959 when he was iovited as
the Chief Guest for the Silver
Jubilee Celebrations of‘ the Church
and School,

His period as Secretary of
the Diocese of Colombo was
marked by unparalieled zeal and
energy. After his retirement in
1957, he came to Jatioa and was
Rural Dean and also Property
Secretary of the Diocese in the
North, consequent on the Govern-
ment ' Take.over’ of schools,
For two years he was alse [o-
cumbent of Christ Church, Jaffoa,
acting for the Archdeacon.

Rev. Handy's Funeral took
place at the house of his daughter,

Rapgi Senanayake. A Requiem
Mass was held at the Cathedral
Church of Christ, the Living

Saviour, conducted by the Bishop
of Colombo, assisted by Bishop
Cyril Abeynaike and Archdeacon
Guoapapiragasam,

His ashes were interred at
the family burial grounds in Jaffna

after a Service at St. James
Church Nallur cooducted by
Archdeacon Horshington assisted

by Rev. A, ]J. C. Selvaratnam. Rev.
J. T. M. Handy's wife predeceased
him in 1972.

6. In the alternative routes
to Higher Education indicated in
be White Paper, we come to

1t is claimed that almost every-
man, given maturity and the right
kipd of opportunity, is capable of
a degree of higher education;

In the State of Bombay Vs
Bombay Education Society, the
Bombay High Court held that
the Apglo-Indian community had
the right to conduct its schools
using the Enpglish medium and
admit pupils of other communities
and receive proportionately equal
grants for all their pupils,
