AEDU UK 2009- 2019

AEDU UK was launched in July 2009 by 5 persons committed to serving the educational
needs of the under-privileged children of the North and East of Sri Lanka. The early years
were difficult and total collapse was averted against all odds, Vague “visions” became
documented policies, governance was streamlined and AEDU UK became a registered
charity in 2011, We are proud of our accountability and transparency and the trust placed
in us by both individuals and organisations. We struggled to educate 20 children in 2010
but we are educating 425 children in our 10th year.

WAYS FORWARD

We are aware of the dire needs of school leavers particularly those not engaged in higher
education.

We are exploring the prospect of providing vocational education, skilling them in
farming, baking, sewing and carpentry making them employable and ultimately
self-sustainable. We envisage their employability in the established sector or initiating
their own employment.

They will need financial and other material support. Financial support will be in the form
of interest free micro - loans initially, followed by interest only repayment, monthly capi-
tal re-payment thereafter. This will help the growth of our funds and free them from the
dependency culture.

We hope this venture will prove attractive to our well wishers to make one off contribu-
tion to support self-employment projects.

One of our main objectives when we initiated our educational project was the holistic de-
velopment of destitute children. Placing them with guardian families in their own locali-
ties enabled the re-building of shattered communities. The vocational training scheme is
an extension of the same objective enabling youth to live and work in their own localities
and prevent drift to towns and migration abroad.
