on geographical and political nature and the mantality of the
people. For example people who live in cold olimates face
problams different from those of the people who live in hot
climates. If we take I[thiopion problams like droughts and the
Bangladesh problams like floods those are considered to be
geographical diferences.

Hence for the Muslims they also have their own kinds
of poverty and frustrations such as when a husband dies the
widow has to be seperated from males from whom she is allowed
to marry for a period of four months and ten days During this

peried if the widow dces not have sufficient means to look after
her family and if she has dependants under the support she

will have problems of maintanace. Similarly during the Ramazan
period every Muslim has to commence and break fast at a par-
ticular time of the day but there are families who cannot afford
to provide their meals for those occasional requirements, Also
among Muslims since taking and giving interest is forbidden gran-
ting and taking loan facilities are restricted. Even in education
and in sports we have to abide by certain restrictions.

Today almost all the Muslim countries in the world are
in severe turmoil with sending 37,000 American troops to Somalia
to make it a Western Camp: dropping missiles to Iraq in order
to threaten Arab countries not to rise against the West: making
Saudi Arabiya and kuwait American Colonies; Puting Muslim
States of Russia to cut each others throats and to make pieces
of those countries; erasing Bosnia from the world map by a
complete massecre of the Bosnian Muslim population; bringing
down the Pope of Rome to Albenia;  removing the Turkish
Mustim forces from Cyprus by Western influance; keeping Libia
silent by enforcing restricions; Torturing 415 Palastinian Scholers
by exiling them to nomans land; reducing the petroleum price
down and makes Arab wealth to flow towards the West: Grab-
bing the Arabian wealth from the banks by charging them war
expenses, Putting B J.P. Party forward against the Muslims in



India; removing Pakisthan from the list of charity. books of the
West: harsh attitude of the west towards the Malaysia and Indu-
nesia_exhibition of skelitons and carcases of humen beings of
Muslim countries make the 1992 year the most defeated year in
world history of Muslims and the year of mourning for the
Muslims in the world, and also considered (0 be the Muslims
are being gradually pushed back to the fourth world to the
third world.

In Sri Lanka statistics state that there are only a 2% of
Muslims who are affluants and the rest of them suffers from
various kinds of financial difficulties. This statistics also taken
long before the year 1993 after whice year the communal rits
commenced and this percentage had increased grastically, In
spite of this status of our society there are some practices and
customs which are unwarrented and not preached by the religion
such as dowry system, grand wedding functions. Even in their
daily life the affluants pour their wealth in the drain for unne-
cessary expenses; and the people who cannot afford too prcmpt
to follow the same resulting to wiassive troubles. It can be seen
and heard very often in the Court Houses that Muslims become
deprived of their properties due 1o their default of settling loans
of hire purchasings On the other hand due to the unmindful
activities of Muslims they become target of jealosy enmity, and
hatred of Non-Muslims.

Islam preaches us thearies of FEconomy in high degree,
although It appears humble and inocent of the result of them
are magnificient and could be treated international standard,
1t concerns individual as well as social thrift thereby economi-
cally well balanced social justice The common warning of for-
bidden of wearing golden jewellary by men brings down the
country’s economical inflation. When males 100 begin to spend
their mony buying for their golden jewellary which are being
worn to defeate others in pride his capacity of wealth rotation will
become stand still, following the same one nation’s currancy rota-
tion will drain to satisfy nation’s golden jewellary. It also does
wot allow unreasonable stocking of goods in trade, and creating



demands in goods and making unjustified profits out of it. It
advices little profit and more business, but not more profit in few
business.

In order to prevent these powerly striker status of the
society Islam gives ue solusion which also apperantly uncommon.
Although other religion forbids to have more than one wife,
Islam says if you can maintain, you may have up to four. One
of the important reason for this is to give social right to women
who have become widows, refugies, slaves or victims of war
affairs. In a Hadis once a Sahaba came to Prophet Mohammad
Sellallahu Alaihi Wasallam and complained that he and his family
was suffering from poverty and was pleading for a solusion.
Then Rasool Sallallallahu  Alaihiwasallam adviced him to get
married to another lady, the Sahaba too did not utter a word
went hack and got married to another women. But he found
that his burden become double. After some rimes he again came
1o Rasoolullah and complained and again the solusion was to marry
to a third women. This innocent Sahaba respectfully followed the
leaders word and gor married to a third women, but his status
become worst. Third time too the man came and told the Prophet
Sallallahu Alaihiwasallam that although he followed his word
he was unable to find a- way to maintam his family, even in
this time Rasoolullah’s advice was to marry again Thogh the
man was wandering, to respect Holy Leader’s advice again got
married to a fourth women, this time man hit the chance; the
