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PREFACE

In Sri Lanka enforced disappearance has become a culture.
It is used to suppress voices against the government and to
enforce genocide. It has been used against Tamil people for
several years. There is no guarantee that this will not be used
again. There is no response from the government for que-
ries about enforced disappearance. But it is proved that those
who are responsible are the Sri Lankan security forces and
paramilitary forces affiliated to them.

Because of this reality, mothers, sisters fathers sisters and sons
are leading the protest to against the enforced disappearance
and to find their disappeared loved ones. Since the end of the
war in 2009, there were protests against enforced disappear-
ance and it reached a different level after 2017.

Families of the disappeared jointly held protests on the
streets. They have been continuing their protest for the last
several years, holding pictures and other details of the dis-
appearance. They held protests in Mullaithivu, killinochi,
Vavunia, Trincomalee, Ampari and other places.

Usually, the Government suppress these protests by shoot-
ing at them, abuse them and threaten them. But since the
new Government came to power in 2015, they allowed them
to hold these protests but ignored the protests. Their hope
is that families will be tired and give up their protests. This
also helps the Government to advertise to the outside world
that the new Government is allowing these protests and that
Tamils are enjoying democratic rights.



But in reality several of the family members have dies out of sorrow, stress
and sickness. Since 2017 over 75 of these relatives who were involved in
these protests have died. For these family members searching for their
loved ones is the only mission in life and has lost interest in all the activi-
ties. With these people dying also erases the evidence for enforced disap-
pearance. Due to this over 75 witnesses for enforced disappearances have
been erased.

This is a tactic by the Government to drag on the enforced disappearance
without taking any action and weaken the families resolve. We as families
of the disappeared are continuing to face abuse and harassment by the
authorities. Government is also using other tactics to weaken our resolve.

It is in the mist of these challenges that we lost over 75 of our members
who fought against enforced disappearances. Here we have compiled the
list of over 75 of our members who died fighting against enforced disap-
pearances.

There are many, many more of the family members who died in silence.
The list consists of names of those who were with us in the demonstration
and departed during the course of our continuous struggle which com-
menced on February 20th 2017.

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Maasilamani Pushparani passed away on January
23, 201S. Her daughter, Maasilamani Suvitsala
(age 19) was arrested by the army in Umayalpur-
am, Kilinochchi on November 23, 2008. She
became a victim of enforced disappearance ever
since. Pushparani participated in protests in
search of her daughter.
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Kanthiah Nadarajah, who was sick passed away on
July 21, 2019. His son, Nadarajah Ahilarasan (age
23) was abducted by the military intelligence offi-
cers from Chavakachcheri on May 18, 1996. In
1998, Nadarajah filed a case with the High Court of
Colombo regarding his son’s abduction and identi-
fied the abductors in the court. However, the court
dismissed the case, stating inadequate evidence.
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Arumugam Thuraisingam who had suffsred from prolonged
iliness and depression due to worries about his missing
daughter and grandchildren, passed away in February 2019,
His daughter, Nimalanathan Sumathi {age 39), son-in-law,
Ramanathan Nimalanathan {age 40}, and their chiidren, Ni-
malanathan Kalalyarasan (sge 11), Nimalanathan Sintharasi
(age 8), and Nimalanathan Kokalai {age 5) became victims of
enforced disappearance in 2009 during the last phase of the
civil war after surrendering to the army in Vadduvakal, Mul-
faitivu. Thuralsingam along with his wife Annalakshmi had
been searching for his daughter and her family for the past
ten years.
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Chidambarampillai Yogarasa died of myocardial infarction on
September 29, 2018. His son, Yogarasa Amalan became a
victim of enforced disappearance during the last days of the
civil war in 2008. A photo of him believed to have been taken
while being detained after surrendering to the army was
published in the media. His wife, Yogarasa Kanagaranjani is
the head of the Association of the Relatives of the Enforced
Disappeared from the North and East. She actively pursues

justice for her son and other victims of enforced disappear-
ance. While he was alive, Yogarasa took part in many pro-
tests along with his wife.
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Raman Kathirvel died of myocardial infarction on May 11,
2018, His three children became victims of enforced disap-
pearance, His sons, Kathirvel Ravi {age 18) and Kathirve| Bal-
asubramaniam (sge 13} disappeared in Ambalkulam,
Kilinochchi, an army territory in 1996, His daughter Kathirvel
Sivananthi {age 21) disappeared in Vadduvakal during the
last days of the civil war in 2009. Amidst poverty, the search
for his missing children made him sick and finally, took his
life.
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Easwaran Uruthradevi died of myocardial infarction on
August 31, 2017. Heartbroken over her missing son, she was
severely depressed. Her son, Easwaran Janarthanan {age 21)
became a victim of enforced disappearance in Vadduvakal
on May 17, 2009 during the last days of the civil war. Believ-
ing her son to be in the custody of the Sri Lankan govern-
ment, she continued to participate in many protests while
she was alive.
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Vaithilingam Yogaratnam passed away on fanuary 27, 2019
His daughter, Yogaratnam Vijitha {age 30) surrendered 10 the
army in Irattaivaikkal, Mullivaikisl on May 16, 2009 during
the last days of the civil war. She was taken by the army for
inquiry and became a victim of enforced disappearance. Yog-~
aratnam took part in various protests in the hope of reunit-
ing with his daughter.
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Kanagaraththinam Maheshwari died of myocardial infarction
on July 05, 2018. Her three sons, Kanagaraththinam Vaji-
ruban {age 29), Kanagaraththinam Pratheepan (age 28), and
Kanagaraththinam Kayatheepan {age 25) became victims of
enforced disappearance. They disappeared at different
places during a displacement in the year 2009 towards the
end of the civil war. Losing her three children made her men-
tally ill and she underwent psychiatric treatment while she
was alive, She continued to fight for justice in the hope of
seging her children again.
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Thuraisingam Easwari, who was suffering from hypertension
passed away on iune 22, 2017. Her eldest son, Thuraisingam
Satheeshkaran became a victim of enforced disappearance
on April 20, 2009 during the final phase of the civil war. as-
wari participated in various protests in search of her missing
ot : i
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Velupillai Rasamani passed away suddeniy on August 22,
2019. His daughter, Rasamani Kirushanthi became a victim of
enforced disappearance after surrendering 10 the army in
2009 following the end of the civil war. Despite old age, Rasa-
miani ook part in the ongoing continucus protest happening
in Kilinochchi while he was alive
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Konaamalai Ponnambalam passed away on November 22,
2017 due to hypertension. He repeatedly searched for his
missing son, Ponnambalam Jathéeswaran {age 27) and par-
ficipated in many protests. His son surrendered to the army
in Vadduvakal, Mullaitive on May 16, 2009 during the final -
days of the civil war and became a victim of enforced disap-

pearance. : :
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Sebastiampillai Arokianathar passed away in October 2017
while being treated after meeting an accident. He persistent-
ly searched for his missing son, Arokianatha Royson {age 23)
and participated in many protests. His son became a vicim
of enforced disappearance in iranaipalai, Puthukkudiyiruppu
on March 04, 2008 during the final phase of the cvil war.
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Anthony Anton Aifred passed away on December 25, 2018
while geting treated at a hospital, Worrying about his miss-
ing son, he had been sick for 2 long time. While he \wvas alive,
he continued to search for his missing son. Anton Alfred
Pushparasa {age 19). He participated in many protests, seek-
ing justice for his missing son. The protest held in Mullaitivu
on Human Rights Day (December 10} 2018 was the last pro-
test he took part in. His son became a victim of enforced dis-
appesrance in May 2009 during the final days of the civit war

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Shanmugarasa Vijayalakshmi suddenly passed away suon
January 07, 2019, Worrying about her missing son, she got
sick and was recelving medical treatment. She had been
searching for her missing son, Shanmugarasa Arjun (age 19),
who became a victim of enforced disappearance in May
2009 within the army territory during the final days of the
civil war

She had been searching for her
missing son, Sebamaalaimuthu Jebaprakash and participat-
ed in the ongoing continuous protest, which is happening in
Mullaitivu. Worries about her missing son made her very
sick. Her son became a victim of enforced disappearance on
luly 01, 2008 after getting arrested by the navy in Mannar.
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Velupillai Viyazhamma died of old age on July 13, 2018, She
had been searching for her missing son, Velupillai Thiyagara-
jah (Ranjan) for the past 30 years. Her son became a victim
of enforced disappearance after getting arrested by the navy
in Erukkalampiddy, Mannar in the year 1990.

She was suffering from anxiety and stress for
a long time. Mariamalar's daughter, Thevasagayam Sagayan-
ayagl (age 33) became 3 victim of enforced disappearance in
2009 during the last days of the civil war in Mullivaikkal, Her
grandson, Punniyamoorthy Jeyanthan (age 21) too became a
victim of enforced disappearance In 2009 duripg the last
days of war. Searching for her daughter and her grandson,
Mariamalar took part in many protests,
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Ponnuthurai Thirugnanasambanthar died in an accident on
August 22, 2015 His wife Jeyadevi is currently undergoing
medical treatment after suffering serious injuries in the
same attident. Thirugnanasambanthar, who was severely
depressed due to worries about his missing son, took part in
many protests white he was alive. His son, Thirugnanasam-
banthar Vakesan (age 19) became a victim of enforced disap-
pearance in Muliivaikkal on April 14, 2009 during the last
days of the givil war,
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Sabapathipillai Thanabalasingam died of illness on Novem-
ber 21, 2017. His son, Thanabalasingam Prakash {age 20)
became a victim of enforced disappearance in Mullivaikkal
when he left for the army territory to surrender. The incident
happened during the last phase of the civil war in 2009
Having lost his son, Thanabalasingam along with his wife
took part in many protests and appealed to various commis-
s1ans.
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Pavilu Santhiyogu, who was sick for a long time suddenly
passed away on January 01, 2019. His son, Jude Colin (age
25) surrendered to the army on May 20, 2009 in the pres-
ence of the priest of the Shrine of Our Lady of Madhu and
became a victim of enforced disappearance. Despite all the
evidence of his surrender, unable to receive any information
on his son, Santhiyogu became severely depressed while he
was alive.

Ariyathas Bhuvaneshwari passed away on January 10, 2018. She
was suffering from hypertension and 3 cardiovascular disease due
to worries about her missing son. Her son, Ariyathas Vijayakumar
was arrested by the army on August 15, 2000 in Nelukkulam junc-
tion, Vavuniya while retumning home from manual work. In search
of her son, Bhuvaneshwari appealed to the Human Rights Commis-
sion. Through them, she filed a case in High Court, Vavuniya and at-
tended hearings for six years. The case was dismissed after six
years, stating inadequate evidence. However, she continued to fight
for justice for hier missing son and participated in many protests.
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Rasanayagam Dilanthini, who is an individual with special
needs died of myocardial infarction on July 20, 2018. Amidst
poverty, she participated along with her mother in the ongo-
ing continuous protest by the relations of the victims of en-
forced disappearance, which is happening in Vavuniya. His
brother, Rasanayagam Jenisraj was abducted in Negembo in
2007.
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Velayutham Selvarasa died of hypertension on August 20,
2019. Amidst sickness, he continuad to take part in protests
along with his wife. His son, Selvarasa Achchuthan {age 26)
surrenderad to the army at Omanthai checkpoint in May
2009 and became a vicom of enforced disappearance. Sel-
varasa, who had been searching for his son ever since partici-
pated in the continuous protest, which is happeninz in
Vavuniys
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Thambimuthu Amarasingam passed away on March 06,
2019. His son, Amarasingam Pushpanathan became a victim
of enforced disappearance in Katpaana, Batticaloa in the
year 1990. Amarasingam engaged himself in the struggie for
justice for the victims of enforced disappearance until his
death.
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Muthusamy Ramaji passed away on January 04, 2019. Her
son, Muthusamy Raveenthiran was was arrested by the army
on September 23, 1990 while staying as a refugee at the
Eastern University campus in Vantharumoolai and became a
victim of enforced disappearance. Ramaji participated in
many protests, seeking justice for her missing son.
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Lavaneethan lavarasi died of a cardiovascular disease on
March OB, 2018. Her husband, Seenithamby Lavaneethan
(age 29) was arrested in Vavunathivu, Batticaloa on January.
06, 2009 and became a victim of enforced disappearance.
flavarasi took part in various protests, seeking justice for her
missing husband.
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Paramasivam Theivaeaswari, who was severely depréssed
died of myocardial infarction on June 22, 2018. Her son,
Paramasivam Prashanthan (age 16) was abducted by a para-
military group from Chenkaladi on May 04, 2005 and
became a victim of enforced disappearance. Theivaeaswarl
engaged herself in struggle for justice for the victims of en-
forced disappearance thereafter.
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Mahendran Uthayarani passed away on luly 02, 2018, Her
sont, Mahendran Gopal was arrested by the army at Eastern
University campus in Vantharumoolai on September 05,
1940 and became a victim of enforced disappearance. Utha-
yarani pursed justice for her missing son until her death.
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Azhakippodi Chandrakesari died of hypertension in 2019. His
son, Chandrakesari Sivakumar {age 17) was made a victim of
enforced disappearance in Vellaveli in the year 1999. Chan-
drakesari appealed to various parties about his missing son
and had been a constant presence in protests seeking justice
for the victims of enforced disappearance.
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Chandrasekaram Gnanasoundan passed sway on Septenher
10, 2318 Her son was made 3 victin of enforced diappess
ance m Velaveli in the year 1957 Seeking justics for her
massing son, Granasoundast engaged hersalf in variols oo
tests until her death. She was the last witness for her son's
disappegancs.
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Kanthasamy Parameshwari passed away on May 05, 2015.
Her three sons became victims of enforced disappearance.
Kanthasamy Gengatharan disappeared in 1990. Kanthasamy
Krishnakaran disappeared in 1999. Both went missing in the
city of Trincomalee. Kanthasamy Muralitharan went missing
in Thampalakamam in the year 2008. Parameshwari took
part in various protesis even though she was depressed and
worried due to the subsequent disappearance of her chil-
dren.
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Veerakaththi Amirthalingam died of myecardial infarction on
November 30, 2017. Her son, Amirthalingam Mathan (age
22) became a victimn of enforced disappearance after taken
away by those who identified themselves as military intelli-
gence officers on May 15, 2008. Amirthalingam appealed to
various parties about his missing son. He continued to partic-
ipate in protests with his wife.
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Suntharampillal Arunthavam passed away suddenly on July
01, 2018. Her son, Suntharampillai Mohanarajan (age 18)
became a victim of enforced disappearance in Thoppur, Trin-
comalee on July 04, 1998. She participated in various pro-
tests in search of her missing son.
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Navarathinam Pathmavathi passed away on May 07, 2018,
Her son, Navarathinam Kugenthiran {age 14) went to wark
on a paddy field in Kiliveddy on August 07, 1995 but did not
return home. Pathmavathi appealed to various parties re-
garding her missing son and took part in various protests in
the hope of getting him back. ;
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Raman Kamalam passed away in the year 2018, Her son,
Krishnakumar {age 26) worked at the air force base at China
Bay, Trincomalee. He went to work on July 15, 1990 but did
not return home. Kamalam appealed to various parties re-
garding her missing son and participated in various protests.
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Sivaguru Parvathi passed away on October 26, 2016, Her
san, Sivaguru Sivakumar became a victim of enforced disap-
pearance in Kanchikudichchaaru, Ampara an june 18, 1998.
Parvathi had been fighting to get her son back.
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ilaiyathambi Poomani passed away suddenly on May 27,
2019. Her son, llaiyathambi Tharmarasa went to Sagamam,
Ampara on May 10, 1995 but did not return home. In search
of her missing son, Poomani participated in various protests
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Velupillai Kathirgamathamby passed away on October 21,
2017. His son, Kathirgamathamby Mahendran went missing

VELUPILLAI KATHIRGAMATHAMBY
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Kanagaraththinam Kanthamalar passed away on June 04,
2019. Her son, Krishnapillai Gunasekaran was arrested and
taken away by the army on October 10, 1530 while taking
meals to their paddy field in Thirukkovil. Her another son,
Krishnapillai Thineshkaran, who was employed at a private
company in Colombo was arrested at his workplace and
taken away by the army on july 10, 1990.
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Thelventhiran Inthira, who was searching for her missing son
in various places died on November 03, 2018, Her son,
Theiventhiran Prakash became a victim of enforced disap-
pearance in 2005. He went to school but did nat return
home.
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VAIRAMUTHU MAYILVAGANAM
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Vairamuthu Mayilvaganam passed away on April 29, 2016.
His three children were made victims of enforced disappear-
ance by the army in Valaichchenai, Batticaloa on April 29,
1992, Thanarajini (age 19), leyarajini (age 16), and Rajesh-
waran (age 9) are the names of his children who went miss-
ing. He had been searching for his children in various places
and continued to seek justice for them.
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Thiyagarajah Gnanamma passed away on lune 10, 2019. Her
two sons became victims of enforced disappearance, Thi-
yagarajah Mahendran went missing after getting arrested by
the army in 1990. Thiyagarajah Namachchivayam was arrest-
ed in a military roundup in Akkaraipattu in the year 1998,
Gnanamma was engaged in continucus protests in search of
her missing sons.
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Sinnathamby Muthulingam died of myocardial infarction on
March 20, 2017. His son, Muthulingam Vasantharajan (age
17) became a victim of enforced disappearance in Ampara in
the year 1990. Muthulingam participated in many protests,
seeking justice for his missing son.
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Gurunathapillai Thiraviyam passed away on July 05, 2019.
His son. Gurunathapillai Ragunathan became a victim of en-
forced disappearance in Ampara on October 29, 2000. Thi-
raviyam appealed to various parties regarding his missing
son and was engaged in continuous protests,
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Ponnambalam Sivalingam passed away on December 05,
2018. His son, Sivalingam Theiventhiran became a victim of
enforced disappearance in Vinayagapuram, Ampara in the
year 1990, Sivalingam continued to fight for justice for his
missing son until his death.
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Mrs. Sinniah Kannammah Age-77 is from
Maruthanagar Kilinochchi.

Her son Sinnaiah Prasanthan Age-36 had disappeared
after surrendering to the Srilanka Army at Puthu-
mathalan (Mullaitivu District).

Mrs.Sinnaiah Kannammah who took part in the
demonstrations carried out by the Association for
the relatives of the Enforced Disappearance had
died on the 19-01-2020 at her old age due to frus-
trations without knowing any information regarding
his son.
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Mr. RajaratnamAge-67 was a resident of Anantha-
puram, Kilinochchi

His son Rajaratnamleevaratnam Age-26was made
to disappear in the year 2003.

He was engaged in the demonstrations carried
out by the Association for the Relatives of Enforced
Disappearances together with his wife seeking jus-
tice for the release of his son met with an accident
on 23-07-2020 and subsequently died while taking
treatment.
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Krishnapllai Kanapathippillai is from Kokkaddicholai,
Batticaloa. His son Kanapathippillai Sritharan was ab-
ducted by some unidentified persons in Batticaloa
and made to disappear since then. Mr.Kanapathip-
pillai who was engaged in the demonstrations seek-
ing justice for the release of his disappeared son
had died on 29.02.2020 without knowing the
whereabouts of his son at his old age.
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Appuhamy Ranbanda is from Unnichchi, Batti-
caloa. His son Ranbanda Suresh was abducted
by unidentified persons forcibly on 15.09.2008
around 01 o clock in the midnight while he was
at home at Batticaloa. Since then he is disap-
peared. Appuhamy Ranbanda who engaged in
the protest for justice for the release of his son
had died on 20.07.2019 after falling sick.
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Mrs,Puthurasa Ankammah is from Thangavelau-
thapuram, Ampara. Her son Puthurasa Sinnathamby
had been abducted by the Sri Lankan Army forcibly
inaround up at Thangavelauthapuram on 18.03.1996
together with many other youths. He had gone
missing since then. His father Puthurasa had seen
this incident directly. Mrs.P.Ankammah who was
engaged in our protest for Justice in search of her

'son had died on 15.01.2020 due ill health at her

old age.
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Sivasubramaniam Pathmarasa is from Kanchi-
rankuda, Ampara.His son Pathmarasa Sivaharan
was forcibily abducted by the Sri Lankan Army at
Kanchikudichcharu Ampara and had gone miss-
ing since then. Pathmarasa who was engaged in
continuous protest seeking justice for the re-
lease of his son had died on 10.07.2020 due to ill
health.
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Sivanesarasa and Kanakamma’s children, Sivanesarasa Vas-
anthakumar, Sivanesarasa Leela, and Sivanesarasa Malini
became victims of enforced disappearance in Ampara on dif-
ferent days. The couple was engaged in protests, seeking jus-
tice for their missing children. Sivanesarasa passed away on
April 08, 2018 and his wife, Kanakamma passed away on
March 12, 2019,
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Sabaratnam Manonmani passed away on May 28, 2018, Her
son, Sabaratnam Jeganathan (age 22) became a vietim of en-
forced disappearance in Kanchikudichehaaru, Ampara In the
yvear 18991, Manonmal engaged hersalf |n continuous pro
