He had the
concurrence and support of the Manager
of the School, Sir Sangarapillai Para-
rajasingan, son of the Founder of the
School.

Later in 1935, Mr. K. Muthuvet-
pillai inaugurated the Girls® Section of
Vlanipay Hindu College, which, he
systematically and in stages developed
into the Girls' School — Manipay Ladies’
College. He was the “Architect’ of
Manipay Ladies’ College.

Sir Sangarapillai Pararajasingam
continued to take an abiding interest in
the establishment and development of
the school

Mr, Siva Muthucumarasamy was the
moving spirit behind both, the Manipay
Ladies’ College and the Old Boys’
Association of Manipay Hindu College
until he breathed his last, having been
the Treasurer of the O. B. A. for more
than a quarter of a century,

The members of the Old Boys'
Association of Manipay Hindu College
worked untiringly for the founding and
efficient functioning of the Ladies’
College. The Gate-Mudaliyar C. Thiyaga-
rajah had a temple constructed for the
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school. Mr, & Mrs. Rasalingam installed
the images of Lord Muruga and his
conscrts Valli and Theivanai in the
temple.

Mrs. M. Paramasamy functionod as
the first Head of the School guided by
Mr. Muthuvetpillai. She attended to
all the hard work that is necessary
when a new iostituticn is commenced.

The members of the Parent Teacher
Association gave every encouragement
to achieve the ideals and targets set
by the school.

Pundithar 8. Ilamurugan composed
the lovely College Anthem and helped
to decide on the College motto. (Let
all your thoughts be nobl: thoughis)
To these and many more the Manipay
Ladies® College owes a deep debt of
gratitude,

it is not easy to forget the activities
that were undertaken with great enthu-
siasm and affection for the new school
in those early years. — designing the
College Crest and College Flag. celebr-
ating the first College Day(the Foundation
day) producing the first College Magazine
starting, first the G.C.E. A/L arts class
and two or three vears later the A/L
Science class, celebrating - the fifth
Birthday which was marked by the
Beautiful Homes Exhibition, the first
Navaraihri celebrations and the Vijaya-
thasamy Day which followed it, it being

the auspicious day on which T started

functioning as Pringipal of the school.

Last but not least is the contribution
made by the teachers and pupils to the
progress of the schocl. Tt was the

band of dedicated teachers and enthusi-
astic loyal pupils, all of whom ware
always willing to work wholcheartedly
for their school, with no concern for
either the time of the day or the day
of the waek, that made Manipay Ladies’
College grow in a very short time into
a school which was in no way sscond
to the establish:d schools with a long
history and tradition. Their efforfs earned
the popularity she enjoyed and placed
her on the educational map of Jaffna.

_ Hindu College would be a progressive
step in the field of education for girls.
Adjoining lands were bought by their
sincere service, buildings were put up
and Manipay Ladies’ College was found-
ed in the year 1963. The coliege is
well patronised by the parents, well
wishers and residents of Manipay area,

We all realise that the past twenty
five years have witnessed a series of
chanves in the educational pattern of
the country. Moreover a changing world
also requires a changing style of educa-
tion. Literacy in itself is no education,
Knowledge of language and literature
are no longer the ultimate goal of
education. Learning from books is being

despised and learning to live is gaining
importance as the most important
concept of education. When man’s store
of knowledge is tending to increase
rapidly, it is no longer possible for
the students to assimilate what is merely
a certain number of facts. Young people
who are being prepared for entry into
adult responsibility, need to be equipped
with skills quite different from those
which sufficed for their parents.

It is an estimated fact that only
one percent of the students who enter
the school at the age of five gain
entrance at the university. The other
ninety nine percent drop at various
levels of education. Education must
cater to the employment needs of youth
who enter the job market every year.
The introduction of life skills education
in' the junior secondary grades is a
worthy step in the way of enabling
students to cultivate the right attitude
towards vocational education. This
training not only helps them to enhance
the economy at home but also gives
them the necessary knowledge and
insight to select an appropriate vocational
subject for them when they come up to
the higher grades.

Hidden talents are thereby identified,

-brought forth and harnessed for the

development of personality of the indi-
vidual as well as his contribution to
national economy and national progress
While preparing students to rcquire skills
necessary for an occupation they must
be given opportunities to engage them-
selves in community projects and cultural



activities thereby developing a conscious-
ness of national culture and heritage.
Vocational education enables youth to
adapt well to the changing socio-
economic riceds of the country,

Education system on the whole
must produce students who are active,
mentally and physically alert and have
the capacity to develop their individual
potentizlities and make a positive contri-
bution to social advancement and at
the same time create their own individual
place in society. It is important to
accustom young people to extend their
knowledge of their own accord and
make their way through the floods of
scientific and political information.
They shouid be equipped with refevant
knowledge about their own environment
through integrated science studies, study
of their district’s natural resources,
social studies and mathcmatics.

Education is both ‘for® and ‘through’
life. Education becomes co-extensive
with life itself - health, work, worship,
play, recreation - 2]l this not as separate
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subjects of the syllabus but as inter-

related processes for the development
of a harmonious society.

Education is for human enrichment.
Parents must wake up from their deep
slumber and realise that education for
their children must find its true expres-
sion in their lives in all aspects namely
social, cultural, political, spiritual, moral
and intellectual,

Manipay Ladies’ College, in its
part is striving hard to preserve the
religious aand cultural traditions of the
college, improve the educational standard
and at the same time to fulfil the aspir-
ations of parents and weil wishers.

I thank the souvenir committee
without whose inteilectual talent and
untiring efforts this Souvenir would
not have seen the light of the day, It
is alsoc my bounden duty to express
my sincere gratitude to all those who
have honoured our request and obliged
us by contributing messages and articles
for our Souvenir.

BIRTH OF MANIPAY LADIES' COLLEGE

1 am asked by the Principal Manipay
Ladies® College to write a brief history
of the College. Perbaps it is due to
the fact that I am associated with the
institution from the very inception up
to now.

Before I acquaint the readers with
the history of the Ladies’ College,I should
also mention at least in a nutshell the
history of Manipay Hindu College.
During the life time of great Sri Arumuga
Navalar, there was a revival of Hindu
religion, Hindu culture and Tamil
language. His influence was such that
it lasted even after his death in the 19th
century and in the early part of the
20th century, English Language was
mostly taught in missionary schools
and to be students in such schools, they
were converted to Christianism. Men
like Sir P. Ramanathan of world fame
and local men like Messers S. Nagalingam
advocate, V.Casipillai Proctor, Pasupathy
Chettiar a great Saivite and leading men
of Manipay like Messrs V. Sangarapillai,
Broker S. K. Lawton one of those who
introduced photography in Jaffna and
S. Kanagasabai Udayar felt that educa-
tion should be imparted to Hindu
students in a Hindu religiousatmosphere.
Mr. Nagalingam and his friends founded
Jaffna Hindu College in 1889, likewise
Manipay Hindu was founded on the 4th
of July 1910 by the late Mr. V. Sangara-
pillai, a leading philanthropist assisted
by his friends and relations. The college
soon made stride rapidly and became

one of the leading colleges in Jaffna.
It gathered momentum in or about the
year 1924 and maintained this progress
till about the year 1940. This was due
to the efforts taken by Mr. V. Veera-
singham as principal. Even the house
system in Jaffna schools was thought of
and started by Mr. V. Veerasingham.
After 1940 there was a slight deterior-
ation in the standard of education and
also in sports. As a resuit bright boys
in studies and sports started leaving the
college. To fill up this gap, Mr. Veera-
singham got the permission of the Board
of Directors to introduce co-education
in Manipay Hindu This was done in
the year 1944 and went on till about
1956. Even after this innovation there
was no visible change or improvement,
The parents started to grumble and
complain, As a citizen of Manipay, as
an old boy of the college, as a member
of the Board of Directors and as a
kith and kin of the founder, I consulted
Mr. V Veerasingham and decided to
call on public meeting to discuss ways
and means of improving the college,
Mr. Veerasingham was elected president
of the meeting and I was elected
secretary. There was much criticism about
the introduction of co-education in the
school. After discussion a resolution
was passed unanimously that Manipay
Hindu should have a boys’ section and
a girls’ section. At first this resolution
did not find favour with the Board due
to financial implications involved in this

project. Also lands for the buildings
were not available,

It was at this stage the old students’
association of the Manipay Hindu
College came to the rescue. The principal
the late Mr. C. Navaratnam as president
of the O.S.A. was very enthusiastic and
the old students rallied round him. The
0.S.A, promised to raise the necessary
funds. After this assurance, the Board
sanctioned the project and thought
that a girls’ section would benefit the
school. Without loss of time two recitals
were organised. The recital given by
Srimathi D. K. Pattammal was a great
success It brought in a sum of 30,000/
In 1955, the O.8.A. with full cooperation
of the Board of Directors organised a
carnival and sweep, This left the O.S.A,
with a clean profit of Rs. 27000/-. With
these sums & new upstair building with
five classrooms with a Home Science
laboratory was built and it put on a
majestic appearance as you enter the
portals of the Manipay ladies® College.
This was erected on a piece of land in
extent 13} lachchams purchased by the
0.S.A. in the name of the college. A well
wisher Mr. Suppiahpillai who owned
a land adjacent to the said building
donated one lachcham to put up
lavatories. As more lands were necessary
in 1957 an extent of half an acre was
purchased and in 1959 an extent of six
Jachchem was bought and a year later an
extent of 2% lachcham was purchased to
widen the playgrounrd. Also an extent
of 5 lachchams was- acquired in 1976
from the late Mr, Thevasajan,

A Murugan temple was built by
T.Sri Ramanathan and Mr.S.Rasalingam
a well.known philanthropist supplied the
shrine with the necessary images

For the primary section a new
set of  classrooms were-crected with half
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wall iron girds and roofed with asbestos
roofing sheets, This work was done by
Messrs. Masconis Ltd. and is always
associated with the name of the late Mr.
A, Subramanjam.

The foundation stone for the main
building was laid by the late Mr M,
Srikantha, the then Govt. Agent in
Jaffna on the 27th of November 1954
and after its completion it housed the
gitls’ section of the Manipay Hindu
College.  The section was formally
declared open by thelate Mr.M.,Srikantha
on 4th July 195. As a result of the
agitations of the O S. A. and of Sri
Sangarapillai Pararajasingham the former
manager, the girls’ section of the
Manipay Hindu College blosscmed into
an independent institution to be known
as the Manipay Ladies” College with
effect from Ist February 1963 It was
well looked atter by the Manager Board
of Directors, and Principals of Manipay
Hindu College. We owe 2 deep debt
of gratitude to Sir Sangarapillai Pararaja-
singham for the interest he took in the
Ladies’ College.

When the history of Manipay
Ladies” College is written by historians,
I am sure, the part played by the M.H.C.,
O.S.A. will gain due prominerce and
also the services of the late Mr. Siva
Muthukumarasamy as treasurer of the
school Development society till his death
in 1975. Mr, Siva Muthukumarasamy
who took trouble in supervising the
progress of building construction of the
college rendered yeoman service to Hindu
Culture and Religion and also to the
Tamil language and education in general.

May the college continue to do
the glorious service without any inter-
ruption or break. This js my fervent
prayer.
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DEVELOPMENT OF THE PRE-SCHOOL EDUCATION
IN THE JAFFNA DISTRICT

Pre-Schools are being more widely
established in the villages of the Jaffna
District as a result of the changing
social needs. The self transformation
through social actisn is being realized
in the Jaffna District at the present
educational context. Whatever political
and economic changes are introduced,
they have to be finally consolidated and
become fruitful through education.

Jaffna District has had a long
history of coloniaiism in Sri Lanka.
Our present educational system has been
influenced by the Portuguese, the Dutch

and the British systems. “We have
been colonialist society. i.e. we had
learned to accept each and every

‘colonialism’ and had planned out our
lives in such a way that we make the
best use of that system without offend-
ing it too much”.(")

Since the time of th: British rule
there has bheen an imbalance between
population growth and the extent of land
suitable for cultivation. It resulted in
the demand for education which pro-
vided opportunities for employment
in other sectors. Due to the growing
competition for acquiring socio-economic
status in recent times, investment in
education occupies a prime place in the
scheme of priorities of the people of
Jaffna. The idea of “Vocationalism’

University of Jaffna

through education is realized, by the
people of this region.

In the Jaffna District, as in the
whole nation the pre-schools are often
a private institution, operated separately
from the state schools. Normally the
pre-schoels may consist of one or two
year programme depending upon the
rural environment. Due to the tremen-
dous expansion in the opportunity for
education and the need to earn a living
by all. the Jaffna District is evolving
as a ‘Working Parents Oriented Society’.

In relation to the above background
the pre-schools provided opportunites
for children in a beneficial - situation
while their parents are at work places,
Working parents are said to be the new
‘reference  group’ in this developing
commu-ity and specially the mothers
who have not gone for work, follow
the pattern of sending their children to
Pre-schools as the educated working
mothers.

An» ther dimension of the Pre schoo}
is that it offers learning opportunities
and moulds the child psyche to enter
the school carecer. A Pre-school ex-
perience may make the difference between
success or failure in the kindergarten
programme. According to our survey,
the Pre-school has direct influence on
the formal schooling in the District.



Recent developments in the socio-
economic conditions of the Jaffna Dis-
trict have created a mass participatation
sattern in the Pre-schooi  educational
svstem together with other development.
It is interesting to note that the deve-
:opment of the Pre-school is essentially
z social phenomenon. This phenomenon
could e observed in various countries,
<It is generally accepted that one of the
7nain reasons why parents take their
children to Pre-school facilities is a
social one,”’(2) which means socializa-
tion,

The main objective of a Pre-school
s to help each child to optimum deve-
lopment, to provide an environment
in which each child can realize to the
fuilest extent of his potentialities In
some cases it is argued that the child
would be lonely at home because all
the other children of this age in the
villages are enjoying Pre-school facili-
ties. While emphasizing on equality of
opportunities in education, we should
not give these responsibilities to the
private sector.(®)

When considering the pre-school
education in the Jaffna District, we
have to note the uneven distribution
of population. The first Pre-school was
established in the Jaffna town which
is the most highly populated area of
the region and having many colleges.

In 1955, Dr. D. T. Niles started the
St Peters Nursery at the principals
buagalow of Vembadi Girls’ High
school and shifted to Vembastan (1960),
Percival Hall(1965) and Trimmer Hall
(1974), Tt was the pioneer pre-school
institution in the Jaffna town based on
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British Pre-school model. The present
Trimmer Hall complex which is manag-
ed by the St. Peters Methodist Church
consists of work and activity in two
major areas of Pre-school education.
Firstly the Pre-school itself, and secondly
the Pre-school Teachers Education Unit
was started in 1972,

The Teacher Education Unit has
the following curricular programme.
The principles of education, Child Psy-
chology, Pre-school methods of Teaching,
Child care, organization of Nurseries,
Art, Hand work, Music and School
Practice. The teacher students are ex-
pected to submit collection of songs,
stories, drawings teaching apparatus
and two essays one of which is to be
a case study. The teacher students are
expected to sit for a western music
examination also. At present there are
various Pre-school teacher education
institutions in the Jaffna District follow-
ing the same content of curriculum,

In addition to these localinstitutions
the open University of Sri Lanka is
also providing a course in Pre.school
teacher education;(¢) The number of
Pre-school teacher education students of
the open University of Sri Lanka as
at 1/11/1982 were 552.

Developing Pre-school curriculum
is an important task before the edu-
cationists, Maintaining  satisfactory
standards in Pre-schoo! institution has
been mentioned in the proposed edu-
cational Reforms.(s)

We recommend the following sug-
gestions for further improvements:

(a) Curriculum guides that provide out-
lines of cognitive learning activities

and teachirg techniques to be given
to the Pre-school teachers.

The toy curriculum should be in-
cluded and intergraded with the
general curricalum. The toy curri-
culum provides opportunities for
effective  self learning. Specific
concepts are learned with the help
of toys.

Grouping of Pre-school! children
according to age is an imporiant
attempt to develop learning acti-
vities. Each age group should have
its own science based schedule

which meets the needs of alround

development.

There should be educational games
which serve to develop correct
speech patterns and behaviour;
Stimulating language through object
manipulative play should be intro-
duced in the Pre-schools.

Steps should be taken to establish
constructive behaviour pattern that
govern a child’s relationship with
adults, wit: his own age group on
guiding his emotions and on the

relationship between  intellectual,
emotional and character develop-
ment,

Using improvised apparatus may
reduce the cost of curricular mate-
rials,

The intreduction and extension of
education lays a strong

foundation to establish education as a
human right.

HOME SCIENCE EXHIBITION
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OF THE HOME

Many years ago a little girl said
to her mother in one of those bursts
of confidence wusual with children
““Mama, [ am nearer to you than I am
to papa.” Her mother asked “Why what
do you mean, my dear?’ *“Why”, she
replied. ‘I am your own little girl but
i am only related to papa by marriage”.
Wisdom comes from lips of little ¢lnld-
ren as it does from Maharishis. There
is a story of Rabindranath Tagore which
is similar to this innocent girl’s intuition,
When asked whether he who had given
his lifetime for the cause of the women
of India would like to be reborn a
woman, he said in that ringing voice
of his “Certainly not. [ want to he
reborn a man, so that I can continue
my wotk of repaying man’s debt to
woman”, And in our own country we
have the illustrious example of Sir
Ponnambalam Ramanathan who pionee-
red in the field of higher education for
girls. Ramanathan College is a standing
monument to this noble enterprise.

We have all heard of the oft re-
peated quotation from Gandhiji about
aman’s education being the education of
an individual, but a woman’s education
being the education of a family. A girls’
school therefore has a very special place.
In a way all women are teachers.
Whether they are doing an ordinary job
or not. whether they practise the lear-
zed profession, or whether they merely

are home makers, they are first,foremost
and to the last, teachers and guides of
society, ’

We have known throughout our bistory
and perbaps in .the history of other
nations that even at times when women
held an inferior status there had been
women of character who had left an
impression on society and sometimes
on an entire age. We think of poetess
(@arsmauw i) Auvaiar and many others
and are reminded of the immortal
Thiruvalluvar who said:

“wlroal s Qiwrirsdn Gordsr amg das
stlamoni @ mTulgpnis’’

It means of what avail is all the
glory of any family if the homewife
is not skilled in the management of
the home? In this scientific age there
is nothing more scientific or sacred
than Home Science. It includes aimost
everything from food and shelter and
the design of the home to the larger
interest of living in love and goodwill
with one another in the family and the
neighbourhood.

A home needs a personality who
creates conditions in which people want
to live which makes them better for
living in that particular house. Today
this is more true when the working
girl has come into her own.

Whether it is nutrition or family
planning, designing or decorating or
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whether it is concerned with the larger
problems of the world, the mother ought
to know. In Japan they have a nation
wide Homewives’. Association which
permeates all fears of Japanese life.
Its motto is “God’s traders aje brought
up by intelligent consumers™. This is
a field in which educated housewives
of our community can do much more
than they are doing now.

Our society is becoming highly
competitive and hence prone to
rivalrics.  There can be good rivalries
as in a college competition or exam-
ination, where each person is trying
to ‘do her best without wanting to do
anybody else down. But the idea of
trying to sue by cutting down some-
body else has crept into our ways of
life. The task before women and
therefore of the girls® schools is to
create the right sort of atmosphere,
We want a better life for our people
but what is better life — superior caste
or affluent homes with competitive
dowries for one’s daughters? No! Women
must fight the evils of caste and girls
even at school must have an eye on
the misdeeds of dowry hunters. They
must create an aumosphere of friend-
ship and goodwill and not hatred.
We need understanding of the problems
we face,

No people which ignores its own
past and which does not seek to realise
its own self can hope to have any fature.
But it should not be observed with the
past only. It should grow from the
roots of its past and still be itself
though its growth will be cariched by
assimilating what is best elsewhere.
It gives me joy in my seventy fifth
year to sec bevy of girls on their
bicycles neatly dressed starting the day
for their duties at home and in school.
It is a clear indication that not ail is
lost even in this darkest hour.

A separate school! for girls - does
not mean that you can ignore in the
education of women the essentials of the
educational life and ideals of the men
of whom they are the natural partoers
in life, Thanks to the founders of Jaffna
Hindu Ladies, as well as Manipay Ladies,
this idea is by no means novel. Both
of them originated in the womb of
boys’ schools. And when they moved
from their parents they seemed to have
said to each other, “Thus far and no
farther”

‘May Eswara bless Manipay
Ladies’ in this Jubilee year and may
He continve to guide the school as He
has done all these years, to face all
the trials ahead!

A SALUTE TO A STALWART —

MRS. L. PERAIRAMPILLAIL

The demise of Mrs. Lalitha Perairampillai on the 15th of . February
1983 was a severe, unbearable loss to her family, Manipay Ladies’ College and
to those of us who were fortunate enough to be so intimately associated with
her. She joined the school in February 1963 and had served for twenty years,
teaching General Science, Botany, Physics and Chemistry to children in the
middle and upper classes. She had earlier served in a simlar capacity at Manipay
Hindu College for ecight years. Educationists in Manipay wisely thought it fit
to separate the sexes and when that materialised in 1963, an adjustment in
the staff was made. What the boys in the west lost, the girls in the East gained.
Lalitha was an efficient teacher-a family trait-with a sharp brain and an
equally sharp tongue which put many a truant back on the rails. She was
meticulous about her attire, rich, not gaudy, and expected both students and
colleagues to follow suit. Her greatest contribution to Manipay Ladies’ College
was the touch of modernity she so unconsciously introduced into both our
appearance and our attitudes. She was so lively, so jovial and so full ofa
carefree sense of humour that students and colleagues alike felr attracted to
her. Many of our womanly woes ceased to worry us when she was around.
Children laughed in her classroom and so learnt better; colleagues laughed
in the staffroom and so relaxed better. v
Children learnt so many things from her besides the subject she impar-
ted. She was well read and quick witted and had a good sense of humour.
Such a teacher is always more welcome in a class room than the commonly
found, results-oriented, drab types. Teachers of her calibre are known to teach
the child into proper womanhood much quicker than those who tackle it
with the cane and the frown and the notes. She was never known to have
hurt anyone in or out of school. She did occasionally, come out with severe,
penetrating comments on attitudes and responses that did not fit into her
vision of things but the purpose was sincere to the hilt. She had angry
responses in good measure but there was never any enmity.

Lalitha was best known among her colleagues for the ease with which
she frequently solved problems without creating more, She was always prepared
with up - to - date facts and figures which made her an indispensable part of tae
school administration. Had death spared her, she certainly would have been at
the helm now. She read, not to kill time but to make herself a real teacher,
educator and administrator. It is unfortunate there are only a handful now who
could claim to possess such professional attitudes.

Death was a little too hasty in her case. She has left behind her family,
her students, her colleagues and her associaies who still mourn her untimely
death and yearn for her presence, for her company and advice, for her cheer
ful, smiling, all-observant face. To remember her and her ways is sufficient to
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induce in us a smile and at the same time an incomprehensible awe and in-

spiration. The recollection kills all worries.

Let us learn to face lif: as she

did. Let us learn to smile as she did, to laugh as she did and to be carefree

as she was.

Memory in man enables him to
master details and makes the thinking
process in motion. This helps to solve
problems by comparing and contrasting
the present situation with the old in.
formation locked in the store houss of
memory and this helps him to decide for
better alternative.

But why does not this process of
mermorising ensure the same success to
everybody ! The main difference lies in
the process of registering the impression,
retaining it and recalling it when required.
And if the attitude is correct and posi-
tive one more success is assured. Let us
see what goes in the process of me-
morizing anything and how a better at-
titude could be evolved to atrain full
Mastery of it.

- The main factors responsible for a
good memorizing power are interest,
attention, concentration, retention and
recall. Interest could be linked to a trig-
get which sparks off the whole set of

chain reactions and strengthens each one
of them,

Keen interest in any Subject will.

make the will power stroneer to study
in detail the subject concerned. It is a
natural tendency of the mind to reject
anything which is burdensome.. Every-
body wants to be happy so does the
mind of everybody. For example they
may recall the good old days as the
people normaliy call it, :
Concentration also helps to focus
full attention on the matter being read
and it gets greatly heightened with the

correct dose of interest and this interest

also helps in forming a clear mental

image of the work being accomplished.
A clear mental image is so important in
remembering a thing better. It is also
true that interest means the will to ac-
quire knowledge of the work being
studied, the will to probe into the in-
tricacies of the problem and to master
them. It is the interest alone which will
make one to persevere in the attempt
and to overcome the lack of concent-
ration.

Generally it is observed that the
one who has a burning desire for know-
ledge,or the interest to retain information
for ever with him, is more interested in
the subject, :

In the practical class students are
forced to observe things inthe process and
their registration of the impression its
retention solely depend on the intensity
of their interest. And ceriainly they will
remember better in visualising the
whole sequence of events or the sets of
information gained in the practical class

Repetition or frequent thinking of
the subject matter in hand also helps to
improve the memory.

My next thought goes back to a
day in 1952, when the spacious quad-
rongle of the Vembadi Girls’ College
was filled to capacity and people from
all parts of Jaffna were gathered to
hear the mellifluous  voice of D. K.
Pattammal, the nightingale of Carnatic
music. The crowd was a record one
for Jatfna as were the proceeds of the
recital.

It reflected great credit on the
organizers, chief of whom was Mr,
P. Selvaratnam, the secretary of the
M. H. C. O.S.A. whose capacity for
organization was seen at full play.

The late principal K. Muthuvet-
pillai, who conceived the idea of a
college for girls in Manipay, was greatly
encouraged by the success of the recital
and he, along with Selvaratnam and
one or two others, set about acquiring
lands to build the school. “Vananthil”,
which was the playground of M. H. C.
in my early school days, was bought
with the proceeds of the recital. More
plots were added to it as funds came
in, Benefit shows, dramas, carnivals,
raffles followed and buildings started
springing up. The late C. Navaratnam,
principal of M. H. C. at that time,
played a new role as collector of
money from door to door and proved
as efficent in this, as in teaching
Chemistry and Physics of course as
unostentatiously as was his wont. The
Board of Directors of M. H, C. gave
handsome donations from time to time.
The late A. Subramaniam built a block
of ‘class rooms and Mr. T. Sri Rama-
nathan a pretty little temple. Thus
M. L.C. grew and was efficiently
opened in 1963. as an independent
school.

The M. L. C. was very fortunate
to have as its first principal Miss.
P. Arumugam who had already proved
her worth as teacher and organizer in
M. H. C. She threw herself heart and
soul into her work, infused the same
enthusiasm in her assistants and pupils
and succeeded in  building  healihy
traditions and creating an ethos based
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on the Hindu way of life, Her suc-
cessors have continued her good work
and built on the noble foundations
she had laid.

The history ot a nation or an
institution is compared to a relay race,
each person .in the race contributing his
best to the ultimate victory. Miss
Arumugam ran the first lap over diffi-
cult Terrain — Thorny, stormy and
shoddy - finished beautifully to the
cheers of the spectators and handed

come into the hands of the present
principal, Mrs. S. Kalyanasundaresan,
who, we are confident, would keep it
burning with greater effulgence, illumine
the whole school with love, peace and
power borns of knowledge and reverence.

THE SCIENTIST
WHOM [ A 'MIRE

Edison is one of the most celetra.
ted scientists. His inventions were sa
remarkable and useful that be was
popularly known as ‘The Wizard oi
Science’.
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Edison was born of poor parents
in 1847 in Ohio in the United States
of America. He was the youngest of
seven children. As he was physically
weak, his pareats did not sead him to
school till he was quite a big boy.. At
school he asked tco many questions
and the teacher thought him to be an
idiot.Within two months he was removed
from school and his parents decided to
teach him at home. This was a turn-
ing point in hig life because his mother
had been a school teacher herselt w.d
under her able care and guidance,
£dison made rapid progress. His mother
had a small but good library. Edison,
who was fond of reading books, made
good use of this: library.

When he was twelve years old,
he decided to start life on his own and
became a newspaper boy on the train.
When the train started moving, he spent
the time carrying out experiments. The
railway guard sympathized with -this
young lad and let him do his experi-
ments in the lnggage van attached to
the train.. When the American Civil
War broke out in 1861, people were
anxious to get the news of the war and
Edison started a weekly paper on his
own.

It was called ‘The grand Trunk
Herald” and had an excellent circulation.
At the same time Edison made remark-
able progress with his experiments in
the luggage car of the train, But this
was brought to a halt by a most un-
fortunate - incident. A bottle containing
phosphorus ascidentally fell down from
a shelf in his laboratory, setting fire
o the luggage van. The guard was so

‘eruel blow on the ear that

furious that he threw out all his be-
longings on to the platform at the
next station and gave Edison such a
it made
him deaf for life. Edison was plunged

in grief,

It is said that God helps those
who help themselves. Once while Edison
was standing on the railway platform,
he saw the station master’s little son
on the railway track right infroat of
an oncoming train. Within a split
second Edison sprang on the track
and rescued the child. The father was
so glad and grateful that he offered
to teach telegraphy to Edison free.
By and by Edison became z well known
telegraph operator and invenied a
duplex telegraph apparatus

He went on working hard at tele-
graphy, Chemistry and Electricty. He
set. up a laboratory and carried out
a lot of experiments which paved the
way to numerous useful inventions, He
has a thousand inventions to his credit.
It was he who invented the quadruplex
telegraph  apparatus, whereby four
messages could be sent out over the
same Wwire.

He invented the gramophone and
the moving picture His greatest and
most useful invention was the electric-
bulb,

This great scientist .and inventor,
who rose to eminence and affluence
from humble beginnings, passed away
in 1931 at the age of eighty four,

Today, traffic on the roads has increased
ta very great proportions and so  acct-
dents have become very common. It has
also been realized that wore children
than adults are victims of road accidenss,
Aad of these, post of them belong to the
less than seven years group, It is ver:

necessary that all steps shoald be taken
1

o3s of Mife and limb

0 Drevent this great
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Roads should be widened and steps
must be taken to see that drivers of
vehicles always obey the traffic rules.
Many a driver gets his licence merely
for the asking and is not competent
to drive a vchicle along a crowded road.
Many drivers exceed the prescribed
speed limits and get off scot free even
when they are found doing so. Many
drivers get into their vehicles when they
are drunk, and do not know where they
are driving.  Such drivers must be kept
off the road.

Rules of the road must be well-
taught in schools especially to young
children. The children must be made
to realize through visual aids the results
that are likely if they disobey the rules
of the road. Audio-visual aids should
be sought to explain to them how they
must observe carefully the elementary

rules of road safety. Most of the acci--

dents occur when children cross the
roads. They should be taught practically
how to cross roads. Films would help
the authorities a lot,

Traffic regulations must be strictly
enforced. More pedestrian crossings
must be provided in big and crowded
cities and more policemen employed to
direct and regulate traffic. Whereever
necessary, under-ground facilities must
be provided for the trains so that more
space could be used for the roads.
Automatic signals should be provided
in large and busv crossings and modern
devices must be. used for the prevention
of accidents.
